Today, democratic societies face a number of global challenges, one of
which is the spread of populist movements and the ideology of populism in general.
Moreover, these problems are characteristic of all democratic countries, regardless
of the degree of development of the political system, its national characteristics, the
effectiveness of the functioning of the parliamentarism system, etc. The big
"explosion" of populism at the beginning of the 21st century actualized the problem
of the effectiveness of representative democracies in general and representative
government in particular, their ability to respond to changes occurring within civil
society, as well as the degree of adaptability of political institutions capable of taking
into account new requests and, in parallel, preserving traditional mechanisms
coordination of interests in society.

The dissertation provides a scientific and theoretical justification of the
phenomenon of populism in the context of history, ideology, technology, analysis of
the features of its application in modern political discourse and the specifics of its

functioning in the political system of Ukraine.
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The theoretical foundations of political populism in the context of modern
political discourse are substantiated, including: clarified definitions, types, goals,
prerequisites, results, stages, classification, methods, technologies; basic concepts in
the ideologies of liberalism, socialism, nationalism; directions for reducing the
negative impact of political populism during elections in Ukraine, based on
international experience and their application for the purpose of establishing
democratic values in the field of political governance.

The main scientific approaches to understanding the essence of the
phenomenon of populism were systematized and justified - worldview-ideological,
logical-discursive,  behavioral-stylistic,  instrumental-mobilization, = which
contributed to the clarification of the following concepts: "political populism" as a
special political phenomenon, which, based on a unique combination specific
features (political demagoguery, manipulation of mass consciousness and public
opinion, mythologizing of politics, inspirational leadership), at the same time acts as
an ideology, a means of political struggle, a mechanism for gaining power, a socio-
political movement, a style of political behavior or a combination of the above-
mentioned aspects and appeals to the interests of the "simple » the people, their fears,
hopes, opposing them to the interests of the elite layer of society; "political
discourse" as a complex symbolic reality, which uses a set of speech acts and rules
of public behavior and politically significant symbols and concepts, which become
criteria for the correctness or incorrectness of actions within a certain society and do
not lead to political communication.

The main factors of the phenomenon of political populism are substantiated:
populist ideologues that form the basis of the activity of political parties; political
discourse as a way of language communication of political leaders, in which various
manipulative combinations can be used, in particular such as deliberate avoidance,
appeal to the emotions of the addressee, the presence of "logical errors" or
unfounded extrapolation, operating on unverified facts, appeal to feelings of fear,
orientation on national self-identification, etc.

The typology of safeguards (political, normative, legal, educational) against
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the spread of the phenomenon of political populism, which contribute to overcoming
political corruption, has been defined and improved.

It was found that each political regime has its own political discourse, which
is based on the corresponding national characteristic.

The basic ideological concepts of the phenomenon of political populism are
characterized, based on international experience and stages of its historical
development in the ideologies of liberalism (using the example of the USA and the
countries of Western Europe), socialism (using the example of China) and
nationalism (using the example of Great Britain (Scotland), Spain (Catalonia),
Canada (Quebec).

The stages of the formation and development of the phenomenon of political
populism are defined: the first (end of the 19th century), associated with the
formation of American agrarian (farming) populism in the USA; the second
(beginning of the 20th century) is a populist movement in Latin American countries,
which led to the emergence of such ideological and political trends as Aprism,
Egealism, and Pyrrhonism; the third (30s of the 20th century) — a populist movement
during the "great depression" in the USA; the fourth (second half of the 20th century)
— Western European populism, which is characterized by an extreme right-wing
ideological and political direction; the fifth (90s of the 20th century) — the
development of the global populist-demagogic movement in Eastern and Central
European politics based on the ideas of neoliberalism; the sixth - postmodern
populism, associated with the influence of cultural and civilizational factors on the
sphere of politics; the seventh is the "big explosion" of populism, from 2014 to
today, which is characterized by the victory of populist forces in the elections in the
USA and Europe.

It was found that the scientific views on the phenomenon of political
populism underwent a corresponding transformation due to changes in political
ideologies: for example, in Western countries, political ideology changed from
liberal to neoliberal and postmodern, which influenced the creation of non-

traditional political parties and caused a shift in electoral support in side of populists;
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in some countries of the East (in particular, we are talking about the People's
Republic of China), a socialist (communist) ideology functions stably, which was
only partially transformed into a radical and right-wing radical (Muslim countries),
which contributed to the development of the rhetoric of fundamentalism.

A model for minimizing the impact of political populism in Ukraine during
elections at the current state-building stage has been developed and substantiated,
which includes the following components: sphere of influence; stakeholders and
recommendations for improving their activities; a set of measures of a legislative
(on increasing responsibility and constitutionality), political (on the development of
inclusion), organizational (on the development of civic education), technological (on
the development of information technologies and technology of fact-checking public
speeches) nature.

Practical recommendations have been developed, which include: restoration
of trust in representative democracy and the electoral process; development of a
transparent and effective state information policy; improvement of civic education
for the development of critical thinking and political culture of citizens.

Attention is focused on the fact that political populism is one of the
components of the theory of political management, which, compared to the classical
theory of state management, is more regulated and rational and less sensitive. The
reason is that the subjects of such (political) management are political parties and
public organizations that can change their ideology under the influence of the
demands, needs, interests and motives of society and, as a rule, that use political
manipulation as a managerial political technology.

The political technology of fact-checking of public speeches and statements
of political leaders is characterized, which includes the following markers: emphasis
on the interests of the people; opposition of the people to the political elites; struggle
with political quasi-elites; simplification of the situation; emphasis on their
belonging to the people; presence of criticism of the status quo; selective ignoring
of institutions and procedures; emphasis on behavior rather than speech or program.

The evolutionary development of electoral technologies is characterized as
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a set of measures aimed at the victory of a certain politician - from the newspaper
era (1860-1940) to the television era (1940-1980) and further - to the digital era
(from 1980 to 2000) and post-truth (modern period).

The reasons for the strengthening of political populism in the minds of voters
in the conditions of the incomplete transformation of the democratic transition and
the functioning of transitive political systems are determined: personal qualities of
politicians capable of using "fakes"; establishment of shadow economy and hybrid
oligarchic political system; incompetence of politicians; the acquisition of imitative
politics; low level of tolerance in society, which is the basis of political conflicts.

The factors influencing the development of political populism in modern
Ukraine are revealed: the mechanism of the newest Ukrainian state-building, which
1s based on the practice of the Orange Revolution and the Revolution of Dignity, the
full-scale military invasion of the Russian Federation into Ukraine; political culture
in society, which needs development, in particular in the field of critical attitude
towards populist (extreme left-wing populism and liberalism, which are produced
by left-centered and left-radical parties and movements) ideologies and political
discourse as a way of linguistic communication of political leaders, in which various
manipulative methods can be applied combinations, in particular, such as deliberate
evasion, appeal to the emotions of the addressee, the presence of "logical errors" or
unfounded extrapolation, operating with unverified facts, appeal to feelings of fear,
orientation to national self-identification, etc.

The first chapter of the thesis "Theoretical and methodological foundations
of the study of populism as a phenomenon of modern political discourse" reveals:
theoretical foundations and historical stages of the development of the phenomenon
of political populism; the essence and specifics of the application of modern political
discourse; the methodology of researching the phenomenon of political populism in
modern political discourse; in the second chapter of the dissertation "Basic
ideological concepts of the phenomenon of political populism: a retrospective of
international experience" - features of the populist movement in the ideology of

liberalism in the USA and Western European countries; political populism in the
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ideology of socialism; modern regional identity politics in the ideology of
nationalism of Great Britain, Canada, Spain; in the third chapter of the dissertation
"Peculiarities of the application of the phenomenon of political populism in Ukraine
as a political technology" - a model of minimizing the influence of political populism
during elections in modern conditions of state formation; populism as a specific
political technology; the influence of the phenomenon of political populism on the
development of democratic values in Ukrainian society.
