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The dissertation is the first to develop and test a model for training students
of pedagogical colleges to form choreographic skills of primary school students,
which includes the following blocks: methodological and target (purpose,
methodological approaches, principles), content and activity (stages, content,
forms, methods) and diagnostic and effective (diagnostic tools, criteria and their
indicators, levels, results).

The pedagogical conditions for training students of pedagogical colleges to
form choreographic skills of primary school students are substantiated
(actualization of students' motivation to form choreographic skills of primary
school students; stimulation of cognitive activity of students based on specific
content of education; activation of practical activity of future choreographers).

The criteria of readiness of students of pedagogical colleges for the

formation of choreographic skills and abilities of primary school students and their



indicators are determined: choreographic and value (the presence of an internal
need to achieve effective results in choreographic and pedagogical activities, the
need to acquire the necessary general pedagogical, general cultural and
choreographic skills for this activity, the desire to successfully realize the goal of
their activities; the desire for personal growth in professional activity, polishing
their own choreographic skills, mastering pedagogical practices and technologies,
innovative methods of teaching choreography; conscious focus on improving and
developing the abilities necessary for creative activity in the choreographic and
pedagogical field); motivational and operational (the presence of internal
motivation to master the necessary theoretical knowledge and skills, expanding the
choreographic thesaurus, replenishing the treasury of practical choreographic
experience; the ability to carry out cognitive activities, mental operations to
process the theoretical knowledge base and operational application of practical
skills; a certain level of pedagogical skill, a thorough knowledge of the
methodology of teaching choreography in primary school and personal
performance of choreographic activities); interpretive and analytical (general
psychological, pedagogical, cultural and specialized knowledge acquired in the
course of study; ability to interpretive and creative activity based on the formed
artistic and creative thinking, acquired choreographic and artistic experience,
Imaginative imagination and developed emotional sphere; ability to apply
analytical self-analysis of own activities, strive to improve the results of
independent work).

On the basis of the defined criteria and indicators, the levels of readiness of
students of pedagogical colleges for the formation of choreographic skills of
primary school students are characterized: high, medium and low. The analysis of
the terminological apparatus of the study allowed to clarify and supplement the
meaning of key concepts.

The study interprets the preparation of students of pedagogical colleges for
the formation of choreographic skills of primary school students as «the process of

forming the teacher's personality, which aims to form the choreographic skills of



primary school students in the process of choreographic activity, taking into
account individual psychological and age characteristicsy.

The content of the educational process of training future teachers in
pedagogical colleges in the specialty 013 Primary Education with the qualification
«Teacher of primary school of general secondary education institutions» with an
additional specialization «Head of children's artistic choreographic group» has
been improved.

The scientific knowledge about the readiness of students of pedagogical
colleges to form choreographic skills of primary school students, forms and
methods of their provision was further developed.

At different stages, 322 students took part in the study, of which 158 were in
the control group and 164 in the experimental group.

In order to develop a model and substantiate the pedagogical conditions for
training students of pedagogical colleges to form choreographic skills of primary
school students, a pilot study and a formative experiment were conducted, the
results of which showed the prevalence of a low level of their readiness to
implement this process in both groups.

The formative experiment involved the implementation of pedagogical
conditions.

In the process of implementing the first pedagogical condition, we used
lectures, including lectures-discussions and lectures-presentations. The following
types of independent work were offered: literature selection, compiling notes on
individual sources on the problems of choreographic education, abstracting and
reviewing these sources; comparing different approaches to the problem of
choreographic education (choosing the methods and techniques that are most
optimal for using various choreographic exercises, compositions, sketches);
generalizing and systematizing knowledge obtained from different sources;
independent compilation of class notes using choreographic exercises and games,
creating own choreographic compositions.

In the process of implementing the second pedagogical condition, such



active methods were used as master classes to form students' readiness for
professional activities aimed at improving pedagogical and choreographic skills;
case method, which includes in its structure the solution of professional problems
of a problematic nature and presentation using information and communication
technologies; binary classes that promote the development of analytical and
associative thinking and the development of the ability to draw analogies; trainings
— choreographic, communication, leadership.

The leading form of realization of the third pedagogical condition is
pedagogical practice, during which we use the method of projects and holding a
patriotic flash mob «Ukraine, Forward!», in which students had to independently
select the necessary music and dance material, prepare a presentation of their
composition, that is, provide a commentary on the ideological concept and
methodological and choreographic work with the participants of the flash mob.

In order to form choreographic skills and abilities in primary school
students, individual and group conversations were held using the methods of
persuasion, explanation, positive example, approval, encouragement and praise.

The results of the formative experiment revealed a change in the levels of
readiness of CG applicants from low to medium, EG from low to high: in EG, the
high level was 23.6%, medium 54.7%, low 21.7%; in CG, respectively, 16.9%,
32.3%, 50.8%.

Comparison of the results of the ascertaining and formative experiments
confirmed that the majority of CG respondents have low and medium levels of
readiness for the formation of choreographic skills in primary school students,
while EG has a high level.

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the development and
implementation of diagnostic tools in the educational process of higher education
institutions, substantiation and experimental verification of the criterion and level
characteristics of future teachers' readiness in pedagogical colleges for the
formation of choreographic skills in primary school students, the introduction of

the author's course «Rhythmy; evaluation methods (testing, questionnaires,



observations, interviews, expert evaluation, analysis, generalization, etc.).

The materials of the dissertation, in particular, the created and tested
diagnostic software can be used to assess the readiness of future teachers to form
choreographic skills in primary school students; the developed methodology for
training students of pedagogical colleges to form choreographic skills in primary
school students can be used to train future teachers of various specialties, in
continuing professional education and in-service training of primary school
teachers.
