The relevance of the problem under study is directly related to contemporary
Ukraine, which is characterized by crisis conditions in many spheres of society. We
are talking about the economic, political, religious, and cultural aspects of the
modern life of the Ukrainian people. There have always been threats to the national
security of the Ukrainian state. These include external aggression and border
violations, crime, ineffective governance, etc. Today there are specific threats to
Ukraine national security, religious security, and the very existence of our state.

The modern world is characterized by two main trends: on the one hand, we

can speak of the process of secularization; on the other hand, the process of the
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actualization of religiosity, a certain religious confrontation that we observe and
trace in the twenty-first century. Today, inter-civilizational contradictions of a
fundamental nature are becoming more pronounced due to the ethnic and
confessional characteristics of countries and international communities. Factors of
the religious life of Ukrainian society in general and of individuals, in particular,
should be taken into account in the process of formulating both foreign and domestic
policy. The fact is that there are many confessions in Ukraine, and the interests of all
their representatives should be taken into account in the formulation of domestic
policy.

Moreover, in the twenty-first century, non-traditional religious movements are
spreading in Ukraine, among which there is a sufficient number of destructive
movements and sects. Taking into account the attitudes and activities of religious
groups, more attention should be paid to ensuring institutional factors of freedom of
conscience and religion, and by making some comparison with the Republic of
Kazakhstan, this will help to better identify and implement recommendations to
ensure support for freedom and freedom of religion. In addition to military, social,
and environmental security, we believe that the creation and existence of such
institutions should also include an institution of religious security.

In recent years, both religious scholars and representatives of other fields of
knowledge have begun to address the issues of religious freedom and religious
security. In particular, the philosophical, social, political, and cultural aspects of this
problem have been actively studied. In addition, the most important aspect of
creating an institution of religious security is its legal content. The term "religious
security" itself does not have a well-established definition.

The theoretical and methodological basis for the study of the process of
formation of religious security as an institution, institutional factors of freedom and
religion in Ukraine and Kazakhstan are the works of such well-known Ukrainian
researchers as A. Kolodnyi, E. Kharkovshchenko, O. Predko, L. Filipovych (add),
representatives of various foreign trends and schools, in particular, E. Wilson, S.

Kerry, M. Tadros, S. Uma, and others. The questions of transformations in their
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interaction with various institutions have been the subject of research by such well-
known Ukrainian scientists as A. Galchynskyi, V. Heets, L. Drotyanko, L. Kistersky,
A. Konversky, S. Mochernyi, A. Poruchnyk, O. Rogach, A. Rumyantsev, A.
Filipenko, etc.

The in-depth studies of these and other scholars have created the basis for the
theory and methods of studying the nature of new religious relations, but the problem
of their institutional support, further development, and functions in the
transformation processes of modern Ukraine and Kazakhstan remains insufficiently
studied. In addition, despite the considerable volume and depth of research, there are
several unresolved issues related to institutional factors for deepening religious
freedom, optimizing its institutional support in connection with transformational
changes and the role of the state in these processes, and its functioning in the modern
socio-cultural space of Ukraine.

In particular, this problem area requires further analysis in the context of the
interaction of global, regional, and national institutional mechanisms.

The importance of these problems, their relevance, and the need to address
them determined the choice of the topic of the dissertation, and the logic and
structure of the study.

The purpose of the dissertation is to scientifically substantiate the conceptual
foundations for the construction and structural transformation of institutional factors
of religious freedom in Kazakhstan and Ukraine.

By the stated goal, the thesis defines the following specific tasks

- to determine the content and directions of the genesis of the
conceptualization of theoretical approaches to the problem of institutional factors of
religious freedom;

- to deepen the disclosure of the methodological foundations and motivational

components of institutional factors for the realization of religious freedom;
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- to reveal structurally and substantively the transformations and development
of the relationship between the state and various confessions in Ukraine and
Kazakhstan;

- to identify the mutual influence of institutional factors and the dynamics of
changes in the religious life of modern Ukrainian society;

- to reveal the peculiarities of religious life in Kazakhstan and Ukraine;

- to substantiate the directions of improvement of institutional factors of
religious freedom in Ukraine;

- to assess the prospects for the development of institutions regulating church-
state relations in Ukraine.

The object of research is the processes of realization of freedom of conscience
and religion in the context of globalization.

The system of institutional factors of realization of freedom of religion in
Kazakhstan and Ukraine is the subject of the study.

The object and subject of the study determined the choice of theoretical and
methodological foundations and methods of its conduct. The basis of the research
methodology is the theoretical heritage of world and national religious thought. In
writing the dissertation, some general scientific and special research methods were
used: the method of analysis and synthesis, the historical method, and systematic,
logical, and dialectical methods to study the genesis of conceptual approaches to the
problem of institutional factors as such comparative analysis. It should be noted that
the dialectical method was chosen as a general scientific method, which allowed us
to study the foundations of ensuring and realizing freedom of religion in Ukrainian
society in dynamics, as well as in organic connection with political, social, and
cultural processes. The dialectical method in combination with the comparative
method allowed us to identify the contradictions caused by the national specificity
of Ukraine, as well as to reveal the meaning and content of constitutional and legal
relations.

The main information base of our study is the Constitution of Ukraine, the

laws of Ukraine, and international legal documents in the field of religious thought.
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Theoretical and methodological developments of domestic and foreign scientists,
scientific publications of the author, and materials of international and all-Ukrainian
scientific conferences were used as the main and additional sources of information
for the preparation of the study.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the solution of an urgent
scientific and applied task, namely in the substantiation of the conceptual bases for
the construction and structural transformation of institutional mechanisms of church-
state relations, in particular in Ukraine and Kazakhstan, adequate to the new
conditions and challenges of the modern period. The new and most significant
provisions obtained by the author are highlighted in the following positions:

for the first time:

- The author reveals and proves that, unlike existing studies, conceptually
modern institutional mechanisms are the result of the genesis of theoretical
approaches, the practical implementation of which has created a contradictory,
internally structured system of institutions of different (individual, special, and
general) levels. The author considers church-state relations and institutional factors
of ensuring freedom of religion as a state of protection of an individual, society, and
the state from external and internal threats in the field of religion, and for the
realization of constitutional stability and development of the country;

improved.

- Differentiation of the concepts of "institution" and "institutionalization,"
which are considered as follows: for example, the Orthodox Church in Ukraine is an
institution that acts as a unifying factor for a particular community. At the same time,
we emphasize the procedural nature of the institution as such;

- the principles of ensuring the realization of religious freedom in Ukraine:
the legal principle; the principle of observance of all rights and freedoms of a person
and citizen of Ukraine; judicial protection and forensic investigation in the system
of religious security.

- understanding the current relationship between the state and various

confessions in Ukraine as a "social partnership", i.e. mutually beneficial cooperation
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- taking into account the principle of mutual independence, as well as the rules for
holding certain religious events; a joint celebration of certain religious events;
mutually beneficial cooperation in the field of education, education and science,
health care, etc.

- the stability of the sphere of religious life in Ukraine is a certain guarantee
of its social security. It is a matter of preserving the constitutional rights of a citizen
of Ukraine, the sovereignty and integrity of the territory of the Ukrainian state, and
the inviolability of the constitutional system of the country as a whole;

were further developed:

- to substantiate the directions of improvement of institutional mechanisms of
regulation of church-state relations in Ukraine. It is substantiated that the
improvement of the institutional environment in Ukraine and Kazakhstan, unlike the
existing approaches, should include the harmonization of all spheres of society (for
example, the establishment of the Council for Relations with Religious Associations
under the leadership of the Republic of Kazakhstan is fully consistent with
international and foreign practice. The purpose of the Council is to develop
proposals and recommendations on the formation and implementation of the main
directions of state policy in the field of religious activity and interaction with
religious associations, strengthening spiritual harmony in society);

- to assess the prospects for the development of institutions regulating church-
state relations in Ukraine and to determine the institutional priorities of Ukraine. Our
state is building a civil society based not on vertical relations (between the state and
society), but on horizontal relations (between members of society and institutions
whose duty and right it is to organize the life of all members of society).

The results of the study can be used both at the stage of improving the state
strategy and at the stage of direct implementation of the program of transformations
and improvement of the quality of the institutional environment, including in
Ukraine. The main content of the work and its results can be used in the development
and preparation of curricula on international religious relations and specialized

courses, as well as in the preparation of lecture courses in such disciplines as
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"Freedom of Conscience: Legal and Religious Studies Aspects", "Sociology of
Religion", "Religious Studies Expertise", "History and Current Status of Religions
in Ukraine". As a rule, the obtained results can be used also in researches carried out
in scientific institutions dealing with the outlined range of problems. The scientific
results of the dissertation research on the improvement of institutional mechanisms
in the field of church-state relations in Ukraine; and the substantiation of institutional

priorities of state regulation are important for modern state institutions.
