Research on the topic of the dissertation was carried out during 2019 - 2023, in
accordance with the plans of the research work of the Department of the History of

the World Ukrainians of Taras Shevchenko Kyiv National University.

The purpose of the research was to find out the contribution of the Ukrainian
military emigration of the Army of the Ukrainian People's Republic to the cultural,
educational, military-scientific, publishing, lecture, museum and archive spheres, to
reveal the problems of the National Liberation Struggle of 1917-1921, organizational
and theoretical aspects of the development of the Ukrainian army and the national
statehood 1n the military-theoretical and memoir-journalistic works of representatives

of the Ukrainian military emigration.

The years 1920-1939 - in fact, the interwar period of the 20th century - are a key
period for Ukrainian emigration, which arose as a result of the defeat of the National
Liberation Struggle (Ukrainian Revolution) of 1917-1921. And first of all it was so
for its military unit, represented by the commissioned staff and soldiers of the Army
of the Ukrainian People's Republic. After all, it was at this time that the loss of
statehood, which had previously been restored for a short period as a result of the
National Liberation Struggle, did not look like an irrevocable fact, but rather a
tactical defeat that could be corrected. Both in the State Centre of the Ukrainian
People's Republic and in various emigration circles, there were plans to continue the
armed struggle and, accordingly, the key role in this perspective was assigned to the

army. Thus, the Ukrainian military emigration of the Army of the Ukrainian People's
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Republic played an important role in the interwar period of the 20th century. Finding
themselves first in internment camps (1920-1924), and later receiving the status of
political emigrants (1925-1939), its representatives did not leave the forefront of
Ukrainian emigration life. On the contrary: they created numerous organizations,
associations of former Ukrainian soldiers and senior officers, conducted training and
drill training, and most importantly - engaged in cultural, educational and scientific
activities. Thanks to this work, it was possible to rethink the era of the Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917-1921, develop a number of conceptual aspects of Ukrainian
military doctrine, train a new generation of officers, raise the moral and national spirit
of the military, collect and preserve a huge documentary and cultural heritage. The
need for a comprehensive study of the cultural, educational and scientific activities of
representatives of the Ukrainian military emigration determined the relevance of the
study. Accordingly, in this study, based on the analysis of the source base and
historiography, an attempt was made to consider the cultural, educational and
scientific activities of the Ukrainian military emigration of the Army of the Ukrainian

People's Republic, to find out its key directions and contribution to national history.

In the process of conducting the research, it was established that the cultural,
educational and scientific activity of representatives of the Ukrainian military
emigration originates from the work of the relevant military-scientific and military-
historical departments that existed in the structure of the General Staff both during
the time of the Ukrainian State of Pavlo Skoropadsky and during times of the UPR
Directory. In particular, they provided for work in the directions of developing basic
aspects of military theoretical thought, collecting and systematizing data related to
the period of the National Liberation Struggle of 1917-1921, including archival data,
materials and memories of participants in the events, publishing periodicals addressed

to a military audience, and processing concepts of Ukrainian military doctrine.

The work differentiated the cultural, educational and scientific activities of the
Ukrainian military emigration according to the chronological principle, according to

the period of camp internment (1920-1924) and the period of stay of representatives
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of the military and seniority in the status of political emigrants (1924-1939). On the
basis of the documents of the General Staff of the Army of the Ukrainian People's
Republic, the powers of the Cultural and Educational Board and the practical
implementation of the tasks of the cultural and educational departments in the
conditions of camp life are determined. In addition, the participation of
representatives of the Ukrainian military emigration in measures to preserve the
historical and cultural heritage of Ukraine was clarified; the genesis of museum-
archive institutions, such as the Main Military-Historical Museum-Archive, the
Museum and Archive of the Liberation of Ukraine, the Ukrainian National Museum
and Archive, and Society Museum of the Liberation Struggle of Ukraine, their
structure and directions of activity in the collection, systematization and protection of
archives and materials related to Ukrainian state-building in the modern era and

military building were highlighted..

On the basis of the processed materials, it was found that representatives of the
Ukrainian military emigration during the period of internment were involved in the
work of educational institutions of a military profile, which were subordinate to the
Ministry of War and the General Staff of the Army of the Ukrainian People's
Republic and set themselves the task of raising the professional level of senior
officers not only in the purely professional sphere, but also in the area of history,
Ukrainian studies, and to educate a new generation of officers for the new Ukrainian

army in the future.

On the basis of the documents, it was determined that during the period of stay
in the status of political emigrants (1924-1939), the majority of representatives of the
Ukrainian military emigration grouped around the State Centre of the Ukrainian
People's Republic of Ukraine, structures interconnected with it, and participated in
the development and functioning of the Ukrainian Military Historical Society in
Warsaw (1920-1939), published a number of periodicals (Tabor, Tryzub,

Hurtuymosia, etc.) and books of military-theoretical and historical directions.
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In addition to the structures of the State Centre of the National People's Republic
of Ukraine, representatives of the Ukrainian military emigration were involved in the
creation and activities of the Ukrainian Military Scientific Society in Prague (1931-
1934), within which they engaged in lecturing, publishing work, and scientific
research in military-theoretical and military-historical areas. Also, some
representatives of seniority engaged in lecturing and publishing work under the
auspices of the Hetman movement, the Ukrainian Public Committee in Prague, and

the Leadership of Ukrainian Nationalists.

On the basis of a wide range of military theoretical, memoir, and journalistic
works the Ukrainian military emigration, the concept of the National Liberation
Struggle of 1917-1921 was determined. Thanks to the problem-chronological method
of research, it was differentiated into blocs according to the state-political formations
that existed in the process of 1917-1921 (Ukrainian People’s Republic of the Central
Council era, Ukrainian State of Pavlo Skoropadsky, Ukrainian People’s Republic of
the Directory era, and Western Ukrainian People’s Republic), the problems of social
and political life were determined , the development of the Armed Forces and the
conduct of military operations (the first and second Soviet-Ukrainian wars, the
Ukrainian-White Guard confrontation, the Ukrainian-Polish war of 1918-1919, the
First and Second Winter Campaigns, the Polish-Ukrainian Union of 1920).

In the study, thanks to the analysis of the military theoretical conceptual works
of representatives of the Ukrainian military emigration, the general characteristics of
the Ukrainian military doctrine, the principles of the organization of the army and the
model of its structure were highlighted, the vision of individual authors of the
military hierarchy and the role of senior officers in the perspective of creating a new
army was differentiated. The geopolitical, socio-political and social factors of the
formation of the future army in general and its doctrine in particular were also
clarified.

On the basis of the analyzed works, the issue of the history of Ukrainian

statehood was determined as the focus of research and reflections of representatives

of the Ukrainian military emigration. In particular, a coherent narrative concept of
statehood in the context of the era of Rus, the era of the Cossacks and the Hetmanate,
and the modern epoch, represented by the National Liberation Struggle of 1917-1921,
has been clarified. The doctoral student succeeded in differentiating the vision of the
authors of the specified works of socio-political models of Ukrainian statehood and
social stratification of society in different historical periods.

For the first time, the work comprehensively analyzed the genesis of the
military-historical sphere of the Ukrainian army during the National Liberation
Struggle of 1917-1921 and interwar emigration in its institutional design and practical
implementation. Based on a number of archival and published sources, the
dissertation was able to reconstruct a complete picture of the creation and activity of
the Ukrainian Military-Scientific Society in Prague: the circumstances of its
foundation, the development of the structure and program, the internal and external
directions of the Society's work. This made it possible to actually introduce into
scientific circulation historical data that had not been represented in historiography
before. For the first time, the cultural, educational and scientific activity of
representatives of the Ukrainian military emigration was considered as a whole
phenomenon in military-theoretical and organizational-practical dimensions. The
specifics of the development and functioning of educational and publishing Centres
have been clarified, the role of seniority representatives in the collection and
preservation of archival documents and museum monuments related to Ukrainian
history and culture has been defined. A number of conceptual military-theoretical and
memoir-journalistic works were comprehensively analyzed, differentiated according
to the directions of the National Liberation Struggle of 1917-1921, the sphere of
military construction and the doctrinal foundations of the organization of the

Ukrainian army and the issues of the history of Ukrainian statehood.

The theoretical and practical significance of the results of the dissertation is that
for the first time in national historiography it was possible to reveal in detail the

cultural, educational and scientific activities of representatives of the Ukrainian
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military emigration and to determine their contribution to national history. The
obtained results of the dissertation can be used for writing scientific articles,
monographs, educational and methodological guides and textbooks, reading courses

on the history of Ukraine in higher and secondary educational institutions.
