ABSTRACT

The dissertation sheds light on the patterns of Stepan Bandera’s positioning in
Ukraine’s sociocultural realm that consists of aspects of socially significant human

activity in the field of science, education, civil society and politics, culture
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and media. The present research traces how scholarly representation of the leader
Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists OUN(B) evolved, analyses Stepan Bandera’s
portrayal in school textbooks, his sociopolitical profile, symbolic portrayal and
outlines the avenues to prevent speculation and biased interpretation of
developments linked to Stepan Bandera’s figure.

Review of the scholarly polemics demonstrates that Stepan Bandera’s
representation in sociocultural dimension is addressed in a few outstanding works.
Certain aspects of the issue already deserved scholarly attention in 1990s and
beginning of 2000s. The 100th anniversary of the OUN(B) leader contributed to the
relevance of studies on Bandera’s representation which publications by Volodymyr
Vyatrovich, Volodymyr Trofimovich, Vasyl Futala and other historians. Russia’s
aggression against the territory of Ukraine in 2014 gave another impetus for the
second wave of research on Stepan Bandera’s representation. Hence, in the second
half of 2010s a considerable number of studies focused on the figure of the leader of
OUN(B). However, throughout 1990s to the early 2020s research on Stepan
Bandera’s posture approached him through the lens of history of OUN. At the same
time, few scholars paid special attention to his representation in sociocultural
dimension, therefore this gap requires a separate study to be carried out.

Data analysis in the dissertation is based on a set of historical sources, which
according to the origin and method of archiving information are grouped into four
groups: written, material, linguistic, electronic. The first group, the most numerous
one, consists of historiographical sources, legislative acts, Stepan Bandera’s works,
memoirs, publications focusing on methodological specifics of teaching history in
schools, periodical and outcomes sociological surveys.

Methodology of the present research comprises principles of scientific
knowledge (scientific objectivity, historicism, multifactoriality, continuity) and set
of general scientific methods (empirical, analytical-synthetic, inductive-deductive,
issue-based and chronological, statistical, logical, dialectical, generalization), which

serve as a basis for a framework of research. The second group of the sources used
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is special historical sources (historical-comparative, historical-typological,
historical-genetic, historical-biographical) aiming to trace changes objects undergo
over time.

As science of history stands out as one of the key components of information
confrontation and an important element of sociocultural space, the dissertation
focuses on research by Ukrainian historians on Stepan Bandera. Two stages of
scholarly polemics can be distinguished: the Soviet one (1950-1980s) and post-
independence (90s of the XX — beginning of the XXI century). At the first stage, two
opposing views of Ukraine’s history were developed, and the history of the liberation
movement in particular, within which the figure of Stepan Bandera was positioned.
In the Soviet approach, Ukrainian nationalism was treated as «the greatest enemy of
the Ukrainian people». It is characterized by ideological short- sightedness,
distortion and concealment of facts, falsification of events, openly brutal treatment
of leading OUN figure are inherent to this view. As for Stepan Bandera’s figure,
vague concept of «Banderivtsi» dominated scholarly works, whereas his personality
almost completely ignored by professional historians. At the same time, intellectuals
from the Ukrainian diaspora, acting beyond overtly idealized or categorically
rejected Bandera’s personality due to his political affiliation, reveal key milestones
in the life and work of the OUN(B) leader, compensating for the vacuum around his
name. Nevertheless, the diaspora contribution could not stand out as sole, as these
publications are written «in hot pursuity and marked by propagandist statements. It
should be borne in mind that authors from the diaspora had a limited access to
archival sources, as they could not process the materials from Soviet document
repositories. As a result, until the early 1990s, the study of the figure of Stepan
Bandera remained far from complete and lacking scientific objectivity.

Ukraine’s independence has radically expanded the scholarly interests of
historians, allowing them to focus on Ukraine-related issues and on important

historical figures for Ukraine. At this stage, S. Bandera’s positioning took place, first
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of all, in works discussing broader issues — the history of Ukraine in the Second
World War, the history of the Ukrainian liberation about the movement, the history
of Ukrainian nationalism. Special attention was paid to the figure by several
scholars, among them Mykola Posivnych, Ruslan Chastiy, Volodymyr
Trofimovych, Vasyl Futala and some others, whose works shed light on the
prosopography dimension of his life. In general, several positions of scholars stand
out: a consistent fighter for Ukraine’s independence; right-wing radical prone to
authoritarian methods; an ally of the nazis, an enemy of the soviet people. At the
same time, in the early 2020s, knowledge about Stepan Bandera as a person and a
politician remains incomplete, as confirmed by absence of modern scholarly
biography written by Ukrainian historians.

Scholarly achievements of modern Ukrainian researchers serve as the
foundation of relevant textbooks. It is safe to say that a full-scale «battle for
Bandera» has unfolded in this segment. After all, the political activist’s profile
evolved in generations of school textbooks on history from brief mentions m in the
books of the late 1990s to detailed research in publications of recent generations.
The personal aspirations of the authors of the textbooks played a keyarole in the
choice of the topic and focus on Stepan Bandera. During the rule in Ukraine of the
Party of Regions, Bandera’s name was even removed from educational works. In
contrast the name of the OUN(B) leader returned to textbooks in 2015. Such
conceptual «swings» conditioned the genre of an educational publication, which is
designed for students but is available to a wider audience. Their purpose is to form
the quintessence of scholarly knowledge about the past, contribute to raising the
civic identity for the younger generation. Therefore, education textbooks fall into
the focus of politicians depending in ideological stance of ruling party.

Positioning of Stepan Bandera within the state memory policy in modern
Ukraine was, first of all, tied to interpretation of the Organization of Ukrainian
Nationalists, its national liberation struggle before, during and after the Second

World War. In most of the official documents, Stepan Bandera’s name was
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addressed in line with overall assessments of the OUN(B) activities directly
associated with the politician’s figure. The controversy over the leader of the
Ukrainian Nationalists has clearly affected the politics of memory in contemporary
Ukraine post 1991. Noteworthy, that each time the political force emerged
portraying itself as the OUN followers, it encountered opposition from the political
parties of an opposite ideological stance. Actions were taken aimed at Bandera’s
individual posture, separate from OUN(B), in particular the Decree on conferring
the title of Hero of Ukraine. Surely, more rigorous attention is paid to this figure in
the western regions of Ukraine. Overall, the realm of memorial policy, the figure of
Stepan Bandera during the years of independence has become overwhelmingly
controversial. Moreover, since regaining independence by Ukraine, it stands out as
been a marker of the level of support for the pro-Ukrainian narrative.

The symbolic dimension of Stepan Bandera, represented by titles,
monuments, museums, slogans, ideas about the politician, has undergone
transformation since the proclamation of the Independence of Ukraine throughout
the next thirty years. The analysis of the memorial sites shows a rather clear regional
profile of the emotional perception of the OUN(B) leader. The geography of
locations honouring the figure of Stepan Bandera is uneven, as the vast majority of
them are located in the western regions of Ukraine. The naming of street in
Bandera’s honour was noticeably intensified in the aftermath of the Revolution of
Dignity and decommunization laws. Prior to that, construction of monuments
honouring Stepan Bandera was accelerated by the Orange Revolution and
transformation of the memory politics in a distinctly pro-Ukrainian direction.
Nevertheless, such sights are located in only four regions of Ukraine. The geography
of museum institutions being the consequence of joint public efforts is also limited
to Western Ukraine. Accordingly, popular perceptions revealed during sociological
surveys consistently show a regional, Western Ukrainian binding. Hence, the
symbolic portrayal for the leader of Ukrainian nationalists clearly demonstrates the

controversy of this figure in the regional dimension as well.
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Stepan Bandera’s posture entered the media realm as well and immediately
turned into one of the most polemicized. It is widely discussed in different media
outlets, namely, electronic periodicals, open encyclopaedias, thematic web pages,

social networks. The «Banderan-related content consists of such activities as
honouring him on the anniversary of his birth and death, memorialization of his
name, cultural initiatives at various levels. Analytical works contain a description of
both Bandera and his entourage, and activities, views, discussions revealing the
depth and wildness of his contribution to Ukraine’s history. The attitudes in media
is also diverse, largely depending on the ideological stance of a particular resource.
The scientific novelty of the research outcomes lies in assessment of Stepan
Bandera’s figure in the sociocultural dimension in the context of the information
confrontation. The dissertation traces evolution of representation of the OUN(B)
leader’s activities in curricula and history textbooks for secondary schools; the
OUN(B) leader’s profile in the sociopolitical outlook of Ukraine is shown; the
memorial dimension covering Stepan Bandera’s personality was analysed in a
systematic manner; as well as the slogans about him, which uncover popular
attitudes to the leader of nationalists; data analysis was carried out in the media space
as well allowing to understand the level of awareness of ordinary citizens about his
personality. The following topics were further developed: scholarly research of
Stepan Bandera’s profiles of the analysis of sociopolitical discussions about him,
which have an impact on the civil society transformation in Ukraine; outlining the
differences between the «Soviet» approach to Bandera’s elegancy and current
perceptions. The dissertation specified: content of the definition of «sociocultural
space»; comparisons in the assessments of the OUN(B) leader by politicians; sights
of historical memory on Stepan Bandera; the image of the OUN-leader in memoirs;
utilizing information about Bandera for ideological purposes.
The scientific and practical significance of the study is to determine the
patterns of representation of Stepan Bandera in the sociocultural space of Ukraine.

The dissertation research outcomes can be useful in the course of national-patriotic



education, development of historical tourism. It is appropriate to involve them in the
development of information policy of modern Ukraine. The materials of the
dissertation research can be useful in teaching practice during the preparation of
lectures, special courses on the history of Ukraine, historical sociology.
