An nternationally accepted code
for the identificaion of senal
publications, The ISSN program
was developed by the International
Orgamization for Standardization
Technical committee 46, and
became operative in the United
States in 1971 through the
cooperative efforts of the Library of
Congress, the Amencan National
Standards Institute, and the RR.
Bowker Company. The ISSN
appears 1n a promunent place on
each issue of a senal , usually the
upper nght hand corner of the front
cover, When the program s fully
implemented, the ISSN number can
be used as a code by indexing and
abstracting services, by subscription
agents for communications, billing,
inventory, claims, etc. ; by authors
for copynght,, by publishers for
inventory, ordening and billing, and
by library users for location of the
stem in the hbrary. In lbrary
processing, the ISSN can be used
for identification, control on
acquisitions  (check-in) claiming,
accessioning, shelving, cooperative
cataloging, etc.; in lhibrary reference
for retnieval/request identification,
interhbrary loan, etc. In machine
use, the ISSN will fulfill the need
for " file update and linkage and
retrieval and transmttal of data.
