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INTRODUCTION

The International scientific conference “Global Transformation Processes in the
World Periphery (Region of Sub-Saharan Africa): Challenges and Possibilities for
Ukraine”, was organized by the Department of Asian and African Nations’ History,
the State Institution “Institute of World History of the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine” for the first time. The fact represents an interest to a new important trend
of the current global development, namely a transformation of the Sub-Saharan
Africa into a region with high rates of economic growth and increasing influence in
the international processes.

The previous perception of Africa as a continent of hunger, diseases and
poverty is changing under the influence of positive trends, such as decrease in the
number of conflicts, improvement of business climate, growth of investments, the
grows of population (from 180 million in 1950 to 2 billion in 2050), which is both
cheap labor and potential customers, increasing middle class (above 100 million at
present), and progressing urbanization (a number of cities with a population over 1 million is
projected to increase from 42 up to 80 in 2025).

Today, the major powers of Europe, the USA, China, India, and Russia are
struggling for influence in Africa again. In fact, this competition is shaping a global
geostrategic framework for the second half of the 21st century.

Then, in the situation of enormous challenges that Ukraine is facing, a further
cooperation and qualitative modernization of relations with the Sub-Saharan African
nations is increasing important for it. Over the last two years, Ukraine’s cooperation
with the Sub-Saharan African nations has intensified, especially as most of them
supported its struggle for territorial integrity.

However, no strategy of Ukrainian-African cooperation development has been
elaborated yet. The most important strategic documents of Ukraine, such as “The
National Security Strategy”, “The Framework for Domestic and Foreign Policy”, the
Military Doctrine, the Strategy “Ukraine — 2020, and the draft of Energy Strategy to

2035 do not mention Africa as a whole and the Sub-Saharan African region, which
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includes 45 of the 54 African nations. Perhaps, the only exception is a new founded
Sub-Saharan African section in the Department of Middle East and Africa, Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine. It means that there is still a lack of understanding that
Sub-Saharan Africa has already turned into one of the influential actors in world
affairs and is catching up the leading countries of Asia and other regions. It is also not
clearly understood that Sub-Saharan African nations as subjects of international
relations have their own strategic interests and differences which should be taken into
consideration while developing Ukraine’s foreign policy.

So, the task for Ukrainian scientific community is to provide Ukrainian leaders
a better understanding that Sub-Saharan African nations are important subjects of
world economy and politics. We hope that the materials of the international scientific
conference for Sub-Saharan African studies will contribute to the agenda.

Finally, we hope that the conference will give a strong impetus to the
development of Sub-Saharan African studies in Ukraine to involve a new young

generation of scientists, able to fundamentally change the current situation for better.

THE U.S. POLICY IN SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA
DURING BARACK OBAMA PRESIDENCY
Until recently, Sub-Saharan Africa has remained on the
periphery of U.S. foreign policy, especially after the end of the
“cold war”, disintegration of the socialist camp and the collapse
of the USSR. However, during Barack Obama’s presidency
| (January 2009-January 2017), the role of this region in America’s

policy essentially increased.

From January 2009 to summer of 2016, President Obama
made four visits to Sub-Saharan Africa. He visited Ghana in 2009, Senegal and
Tanzania in 2013, Kenya and Ethiopia in 2015. In Ethiopia, he was the first American
president to speak at the headquarters of the African Union. In 2012, Barack Obama
administration issued a strategy on Sub-Saharan Africa [11]. In August 2014, the first
U.S. — Africa summit took place in Washington. It was participated by the leaders of
51 African states. During this summit, the first U.S. — Africa Business Forum was
held. In August 2015, Gabon and the United States co-hosted another Forum on
Trade and Economic Cooperation. The focus on Africa was one of the main
differences of 2015 U.S. National Security Strategy from the previous documents.
One of its chapters, entitled “Investing in the future of Africa”, underlined growing
strategic importance of the continent for America [6, 26 — 27].

Increasing U.S. interest to the Sub-Saharan Africa was caused by three main
reasons. First of all, the essential transformations at the continent since the beginning

of the 21st century have led to dynamic economic growth of some Sub-Saharan
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African nations. Political analysts often used the term “emerging Africa”,
acknowledging the significant changes, which created new economic opportunities in
Africa for the world. For example, in 2014, six of ten countries of the world with the
fastest rates of growth were Sub-Saharan African ones. According to International
Monetary Fund forecasts in 2015, during the next decade their economic growth
(about 6 percent annually) would continue, and the average growth rates in the region
would exceed others [10].

It was important that Africa’s economic growth was accompanied by
improving living standards of population, and by the increase in the number of the
middle class as a potential consumer of American export, both goods and services.
According to the African Development Bank report, the number of the middle class
in Africa increased in 2000-2010 by 60 percent [4].

The most important moving forces of the Sub-Saharan African nations’
economic development were foreign direct investments (FDI) into natural resources,
especially energy. However, the economic growth of some African countries
depended not only on the extraction of raw materials and high prices for them, but
also on the development of other industries such as food processing, garment
manufacturing, mobile communications, et cetera. Essential changes occurred in the
governmental systems of many countries, resulting in improved conditions for doing
business. Another important strategy to promote African nations’ growth was
regional integration that created larger markets, reduced costs for business operations,
and attracted foreign investors.

The second reason of increased American interest to the Sub-Saharan Africa
was other foreign nations’ activity in the region and a renewal competition between
them for economic opportunities and political influence at the continent. As a result,
the term “a new scramble for Africa” appeared by analogy with the competition
between great powers in Africa in the late 19 — early 20™ centuries, though without
imperialist component of that period.

Leadership in the development of economic relations with African nations

belonged to China. Between 2002 and 2011, China's import from Africa increased by
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700%. In 2009, it became the main trading partner of African nations, and took the
lead over the United States. China signed much more bilateral agreements with
African countries on promoting investments than the U.S., and had much more
commercial attaches in the countries [4]. Besides China, other important players in
Africa were Brazil, India and Russia. Iran and Turkey were penetrating into the
continent as well.

The U.S. recognized that economic relations with these powers provided
African nations with better opportunities for trade, production and development of
human resources, and contributed to their progress. At the same time, Washington
was concerned about the powers’ strengthening political influence on African
nations, including the models of their development. The U.S. emphasized the
importance of democracy as a system of governance as well as a struggle against
corruption, and condemned investments in the states with heavy violations of human
rights. It advocated necessity of “responsible investments” to protect labors’ rights
and the environment, including various forms of wild life. In this context, the U.S.
criticized China's economic policy in Africa. Such kind of criticism sounded in the
President Barack Obama’s speech at the headquarters of the African Union in June
2015 [8].

Thirdly, the U.S. policy in Africa was greatly influenced by the foreign policy
concepts, proposed by the first Barack Obama administration, including the emphasis
on economic diplomacy, promotion of development and partnership with various
countries of the world to jointly address transnational threats. According to the 2010
National Security Strategy of the United States, the rebuilding of the U.S. economy
was closely linked to balancing of global demand and accelerating investments into
development that could level inequality of global development and expand markets.
Promotion of economic growth in developing countries could help them to make a
greater contribution to the international economic system, and to create more
customers, and simultaneously more opportunities for American businesses [5, 33 — 34].

According to 2012 U.S. Strategy toward Sub-Saharan Africa, the principal

American interests in the region included: ensuring security of the United States, its
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citizens, allies and partners; assistance to democratic states to be economically viable
and strong partners of the U.S. on the world arena; expanding opportunities for
American trade and investments; preventing conflicts and mass atrocities; and
promoting sustainable economic growth and poverty reduction. The strategy
determined four key policy areas, crucial for Africa’s future — strengthening
democratic institutions, supporting economic growth and development of African
nations through trade and investment, improving security, promoting opportunities
and development [11, 1 —2].

In 2009 — 2016, the U.S. offered developing countries, including African ones,
numerous initiatives in the field of development, and the programs for their
implementation. One of key components of a new concept of “development” was
America's support of small businesses and development of local communities’
opportunities in enterprising [13].

Many programs in the field of development were designed especially for Sub-
Saharan Africa. The most important of them were: a large-scale program on
providing electricity to the region (Power Africa), including the “green” energy [1];
the initiative of young African leaders’ development (Young African Leaders
Initiative) [7], and the program of growth and opportunities promotion in Africa (The
African Growth and Opportunity Act, AGOA) [10]. The latter, launched in 2000 and
prolonged in 2015 for 10 years, enabled duty-free and quota unlimited trade (almost
98% of African participating nations’ total exports to the USA) that created a
necessary framework for the development of bilateral trade and investment in the
region.

In general, in the field of foreign aid the U.S. offered the Sub-Saharan African
nations a new model to replace previous ‘“donor-client” relationship with a more
equal economic partnership between governments and private sectors of both sides.
The new approaches included transition from aid to investments into local, national
and sub-regional projects to stimulate internal resources of partner nations, and focus
on sustainable long-term strategies (contrary to short-term plans). Among the most

important directions of the U.S. “development diplomacy” was strengthening of
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developing nations’ governments’ political will for reforms, transparency and good
economic management.

The biggest challenge for the implementation of U.S. policy in Sub-Saharan
Africa was heterogeneity of the vast region, which included 49 countries with
population of more than 1 billion people. For the goals of American foreign policy it
was divided into three sub-regions — Sahel, Great Lakes area and the rest of the
continent with different policy priorities. It was very difficult to combine economic,
security and humanitarian purposes in the sub-regions because of significant
differences between them. It was only the third sub-region, which was the most stable
and demonstrated economic progress, where the United States implemented
economic diplomacy, and promoted democracy and good governance.

In the Sahel sub-region — from Mauritania to Sudan — the states with the
weakest state-control and poorest economies were located. They posed a threat to the
U.S. national security as “quiet havens” for terrorists. The radical Islamist group
Boko Haram’s activity in Nigeria not only undermined economic opportunities in this
most populated country of Africa, but also spread to neighboring states. In this
regard, the USA continued to consider the sub-region mainly in the context of
security policy. During Barack Obama’s presidency, it expanded military cooperation
with the Sahel states’ governments and welcomed a revival of France’s military and
political role in the sub-region. Promotion of economic growth and democratic
governance played a secondary role in U.S. policy there. However, economic
development of some sub-regional nations and their neighboring states to the south
was rather successful [12].

In the Great Lakes sub-region Washington implemented mainly humanitarian
policy. The U.S. was unable to make an essential progress in putting an end to the
armed conflicts in the Democratic Republic of Congo, Central African Republic, and
other countries, but they contributed the most to peace-keeping operations in the sub-
region. The basic U.S. approach consisted in a support of African military personnel,
serving in the peace-making forces of the African Union and the United Nations in

Africa by training, funding and supplying ammunitions [2].
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In general, the U.S. remained uncertain about the future path of Sub-Saharan
African nations’ development [3]. Though it seemed logical for the U.S. to limit
oneself to collaboration with successful African nations, the National Security
Strategy of the United States of 2015 recognized that ignoring of weak states would
not be a successful policy because wars and prolonged crises might have a trans-
boundary effect. The states with wars or acting terrorist organizations on their
territories threaten both successful nations of the continent and the national security
of the United States [6, 26 — 27].

While evaluating Barack Obama administrations’ policy in Sub-Saharan
Africa, both conservative and liberal U.S. researchers agree that they announced
much more than they did, the U.S. program was not ambitious enough, and its
implementation was too slow. Besides, they believed that there was an asymmetry
between desirable goals and limited American interests in this region. They suggested
that the next America’s president, whoever he might be, would have to take much more
decisions on Africa than Barack Obama [9; 12].

To sum, during Barack Obama’s presidency the United States noticeably
increased its attention to sub-Saharan Africa that was caused by the rapid economic
growth of vanguard regional nations, an increasing competition for economic
opportunities in Africa and new U.S. foreign policy concepts. However, it recognized
that situation in Sub-Saharan Africa was characterized not only with economic
opportunities. On a larger part of the region, it continued to be complex because of
existence of weak states, terrorist groups’ activities, prolonged armed conflicts and
humanitarian crises. Vast territories and population, and heterogeneity of the “black
Africa” as well as uncertain paths of the regional nations’ development determined
different priorities of U.S. policy in various sub-regions of the continent and
significantly complicated its implementation.

TRENDS OF POLITICAL INTERACTION
BETWEEN THE EU AND AFRICAN COUNTRIES

In its external activities, the European Union widely uses such tool as strategic
partnership relations with the leading countries and multilateral organizations.
Development of strategic partnerships was envisaged by the FEuropean Security
Strategy, adopted in 2003. Among the objectives and guidelines
this document mentioned the EU’s strategic partnership with the
US and Russia and anticipated the establishment of such formats
of cooperation with Japan, China, Canada, India and several other
countries and integration communities that share the EU goals and

values and are ready to act in their support.

At first, the strategic partnership format envisaged
modernization of relations with a variety of important actors which previously were
based on cooperation agreements between these countries and the European
Community. The 2008 review of ‘European Security Strategy’ suggested that
bilateralism is compatible with multilateralism. The document clarified that strategic
partnership was developed specifically in the pursuit of effective multilateral
objective, and parallel to (inter-)regionalism. It has defined Brazil and South African
Republic as the EU strategic partners and declared the importance of the EU relations
development with the countries of Latin America, Africa, ASEAN, SAARC and
Central Asia.

The latest EU documents define ten countries (Brazil, Canada, China, India,
Mexico, Japan, South Korea, Russia, South Africa and the United States) as the
strategic partners, together with the African Union, the Community of Latin
American and Caribbean States (in Spanish: Comunidad de Estados
Latinoamericanos y Caribenos, CELAC) and NATO. The institutional forms of
strategic partnership relations between the EU and Russia were suspended in

spring 2014.
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The EU has traditionally paid close attention to relations with Africa. Some EU
countries, especially France and Britain, retain their own infrastructure of bilateral
relations with the most of their former colonies. However, along with bilateral
formats of relations, the multilateral dialogue between the EU and Africa is
considered to be one of the leading directions of the common foreign policy of the
EU as an international actor. At present, the main organizational format of relations is
the multilateral inter-institutional dialogue of the EU with the African Union (AU).

The process of implementation of the EU’s foreign policy organizationally
divides the African countries into two macro-regional groups — the Sub-Saharan and
South Mediterranean. Comparatively more attention is paid to the Mediterranean
countries. The countries of Southern Mediterranean which are considered to be the
EU’s neighbours are covered by the European Neighbourhood Policy programs with
a separate budget.

The European institutions interact through different forms of dialogue with the
African countries, e.g. (1) relations within the partnership agreement between the
African, Caribbean and Pacific (ACP) Group of States and the European Community
and its Member States (the Cofonou Agreement, concluded for the period of up to
2020); (2) intercontinental multilateral interaction in the form of partnership between
the EU and the AU, which is designated as strategic; (3) bilateral cooperation under
the Agreement on Development and Cooperation between the Republic of South
Africa and the European Community and its Member States.

Since 2000, the EU launched a practice of holding joint summits with the
African countries, which have been held on a regular basis since 2007. The EU
recognised the African Union as an important institutional partner and a ‘natural
counterpart’ for continental issues. The recognition of the AU’s institutional role
should facilitate the implementation of common EU strategy in relations with the
African states. The EU governing institutions laid expectations on the AU’s
coordinating function in the implementation of joint programs, including the
allocation and the use of funds. In order to ensure direct contacts the EU opened its

representation at the AU headquarters in Addis Ababa and expressed its consent to
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“support the strengthening of the institutional ability of the AU to interact with the
EU and other international partners” [1, 22].

The European governing institutions use different political tools in relations
with the developing countries. The Cotonou Agreement (2000) with 79 ACP states is
considered to be the most general format. This dimension of EU foreign activities is
funded by the European Development Fund (EDF), which is intergovernmental in
nature and remains outside the EU budget, despite the fact that most of its resources
are managed by the European Commission.

Meanwhile, the European institutions formulate and adopt special regional
strategies. As far as Africa is concerned, the Joint Africa-EU Strategy (JAES) signed
in Lisbon in December 2007 serves as a regional political instrument between the
EU, the African Union and its 54 member states. The objectives of the Joint Africa-
EU Strategy interpret the task of relations in a broader sense than cooperation with a
view to promote development. JAES claims that intercontinental partnership “will be
based on the Euro-African consensus on values, common interests and common
strategic objectives. This partnership should strive to bridge the gap in the levels of
development between Africa and Europe by strengthening economic cooperation and
promoting sustainable development on both continents, living side by side in peace,
security, prosperity, solidarity and human dignity” [1, 2].

The “enhanced political dialogue, joint management and joint responsibility”
should be used as the main instruments of partnership. They should ensure bilateral
collaboration and cooperation in addressing global issues, distributing burdens
(expenses), mutual accountability, solidarity and mutual trust, equality and justice,
overall safety and security of the person, respect for international law and
agreements, gender equality and non-discrimination and, not at the least, the focus on
the long-term approach [1, 2].

The joint EU-AU documents declared intentions to step up relations in such
areas such as trade, regulation of global issues including migrations and climate
changes, promotion of African countries in finding “trans-regional and continental

responses” to today’s important problems and tasks. The most important topics of the
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bilateral dialogue include peace and security. In addition, there is a growing attention
to the socio-economic aspects. It includes the creation of jobs in the legal sector of
the African economies and the development of partnerships, oriented on people’s
interests, including ensuring a wider participation of African and European citizens in it.

The Joint Africa-EU Strategy outlined four strategic priorities that reveal the
goals of partnership. They include:

a) “Peace and Security”, which envisage strengthening peace and security
architecture of the African continent. Under this service line since 2004 the EU has
allocated more than € 1.1 billion to the African Peace Facility. This funding provides
financial assistance to various peacekeeping operations in Africa, including the
African Union mission in Somalia (AMISOM) and the African-Led International
Support Mission in Mali (AFISMA), launched in the first half of 2013 [1, 5 — 7].

b) “Democratic Governance and Human Rights.” The AU-EU dialogue on
these issues began in 2008 within a separate platform. Up to early 2014 the EU and
the AU held 10 rounds of dialogue on human rights dealing with peace and security,
position of women and children in conflicts, election observations, execution of death
penalty, rights of migrants, business law, human rights and fight against
impunity [1, 8 — 10].

c) “Trade and Regional Integration.” This dimension touches upon the dialogue
between the EU and the AU on the issues of regional economic integration. Under
this area the EU renders assistance through its EU-Africa Infrastructure Trust Fund.
The EU-Africa Infrastructure Partnership has to promote interconnectivity of African
infrastructure at all levels. Cooperation between the EU-Africa Infrastructure Trust
Fund and the Pan-African Infrastructure Development Fund was initiated to support
interconnectivity across the continent and its different regions and tackle the issue of
delivery of infrastructure services [1, 10 — 12, 18].

d) “Key Development Issues” envisage the achievement of sustainable
economic growth and equitable social development according to the African regional
priorities formulated at the summits and conferences on the implementation of the

UN Millennium Development Goals (“MDGs”). They relate to reducing poverty and
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hunger, universal primary education, providing the population with clean drinking
water, increasing life expectancy etc. However, despite some progress the envisaged
goals were not achieved until their review in 2015 — 2016 [1, 13 — 21].

Most of economic issues (except trade and integration) and all the issues of
socio-economic and humanitarian character are attributed to the dimension of “Key
Development Issues.” They contain a number of thematic blocks such as
development cooperation, human and social development, gender equality,
environmental sustainability and climate change, migration and development,
agriculture and food security, infrastructure, water supply and sanitation, energy,
development of knowledge-based societies, cultural cooperation and development of
communication.

A separate unit “Energy” i1s dedicated to the access to energy resources and its
sustainable management. It envisages improved access to services providing a
reliable, secure, affordable and sustainable energy for consumers on both continents.
In 2010 the first high-level meeting on this occasion determined the political
objectives for the period until 2020, including the supply of 100 million consumers in
Africa with modern sustainable energy.

Environmental cooperation should be based on common agenda on climate
change, desertification and political support for the initiatives supporting
environmental policy in Africa.

In relations with the AU the European institutions regard the issues of
“Migration, mobility and employment” as one of their top priorities. The European
executive bodies agreed to support the African Institute for remittances, which should
promote African public and private subjects in using more effective remittances as an
important means of promoting development. This type of partnership also envisages
supporting ‘Nyerere program’ which promotes the development of human resources
in Africa by providing academic mobility.

The “Science, Information society and Space” dimension determines the EU-
pan-African political dialogue on science, technology and innovation. Activities in

this direction stated in 2011. The European Commission launched support for
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programs of research grants to the African Union and opened access for African
researchers to the EU 7 Framework Programme for Research and Technological
Development (FP7).

Touching the issues of human and social development the partners promised to
turn attention at the problems of employment and social protection in particular, the
shortage of employment opportunities, promotion of decent work in Africa with
priority being given to creating productive jobs in the formal (i.e. legal) economy,
improving poor living and working conditions in line with the UN decent work
agenda and integrating the informal economy into the formal one. The AU and the
EU intended to develop “technology of employment” and to adapt infrastructure to
the creation of jobs for both skilled and unskilled Africans. It was promised to
promote investment in the private sector, taking into account, in particular, the
employment of youth and women in the service sector [1, 14].

The AU and the EU recognized the necessity to improve communications at the
level of institutions, non-governmental organizations and citizens and more
effectively promote social and cultural values of the European and African nations. In
this regard, the AU and the EU expressed their intention to promote more accurate
images of each other, and fight negative stereotypes, xenophobia and racism. This
should be achieved through enhanced exchanges and contacts of non-state actors,
including trade unions, professional associations, the private sector, media, schools,
universities, research and cultural institutions, and sport clubs and associations,
including through support for twinning arrangements between civil society
organizations [1, 20 — 21].

The general management and coordination of partnerships within the main
thematic dimensions is determined by the three-year plans, which have been
implemented since 2008, as well as through the joint solutions adopted by summits
and annual joint meetings of the European Commission and the African Union
Commission.

According to the OECD data, the African countries are the recipients of more

than a half of the volume of EU international aid. The main bulk of funds for
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international development are being transferred through the European Development
Fund, tied to the Cotonou Agreement with the ACP states. The tenth budget of the
Fund (2008 — 2013) which is formed separately from the common EU budget
amounted to €22.7 billion. In June 2013 the joint ACP — EU Council of Ministers
agreed upon a financial package for 2014 — 2020 with the amount of €31.5 billion.
The most of these funds will be supplied through the eleventh budget of the European
Development Fund which accounts for €29.1 billion. It includes €24.3 billion for
national and regional programs, €3.6 billion for intra-ACP cooperation and €1.1
billion for the ACP Investment Facility, run by the European Investment Bank [2].

Since December 2011 the implementation of JAES was supported by the
Development Cooperation Instrument (DCI). The DCI budget for 2014 — 2020
allocates €845 million to the Pan-African Programme (PANAF), which was created
to fund the JAES and continental and transcontinental activities. Unlike the European
Development Fund (EDF), the financing of the Development Cooperation Instrument
is carried out from the EU regular seven-year budget. Other financial instruments
which cover Africa include the European Neighbourhood Instrument for North
Africa, DCI thematic instruments (Global Public Goods and Challenges and Civil
Society and Local Authorities), and the European Instrument for Democracy and
Human Rights (EIDHR).

In 2004 the European Commission set up the African Peace Facility as a
special fund for the financing of conflict prevention, management and resolution
activities in Africa. The EU is the main donor of the budget of AU’s peacekeeping
operations which is for 90% financed from the external sources. The EU supports
African Standby Force and promotes the improvement of their training. French and
African peacekeeping units perform their functions in Mali and the Central African
Republic.

The fourth EU-Africa summit (Brussels, 2 — 3 April 2014) adopted a political
declaration by heads of state and government and a results-oriented roadmap for 2014
— 2017. The roadmap refocused the initial eight thematic partnerships around five

priority areas: (i) peace and security; (i) democracy, good governance and human
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rights; (ii1) human development; (iv) sustainable and inclusive development and
growth and continental integration; (v) global and emerging issues. In this new
cooperation framework, science, technology and innovation were recognized as a
cross-cutting issue, in view of their contribution to the attainment of all other socio-
economic development objectives.

In addition to the joint political declaration the summit adopted a separate
declaration on migration and mobility, which contains a detailed action plan to
combat illegal immigration and human trafficking. Among the main tasks the
declaration mentioned the intention to improve the international protection of
migrants, promote better organization of legal migration and pay more attention to
the interconnection between migration and development [3]. In the context of the
migration crisis in the EU in 2014 — 2015 this topic became a dominant issue in the
EU-Africa relations.

The EU foreign policy agenda considers migration issues as the first priority
issue, especially with the North African countries and Turkey. The countries of North
Africa act both as a source and one of the main routes of transit of illegal migrants
and refugees. Turkey is mostly considered as a major transit country for the Balkan
route of illegal immigration to the EU. However, the immigrants from Sub-Saharan
Africa comprise a significant part of illegal and economic migrants to the EU.

The European institutions consider their main task in the regulation of
migration countering the penetration of illegal or irregular migrants and preventing
mass migration waves caused by social problems, climate and natural disasters and
armed conflicts. The European institutions declared that the regulation of migration
and prevention of mass immigration flows would be correlated with the rendering
foreign assistance to the African states. Nevertheless, the general results of the efforts
of the European Commission and the European External Action Service in this area
look apparently abortive.

In economic relations with the Sub-Saharan countries the European
Commission focuses on signing new economic partnership agreements. The Cotonou

agreement between the EU and 79 ACP states is considered to be the basis for
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negotiations. It envisages a phased transition to the new trade regime in order to
create a system based on the principles of reciprocity instead of unilateral trade
preferences which contradict the WTO rules.

Negotiations on the new economic partnership agreements with the countries of
the Economic Community of West African States (ECOWAS) and four countries of
South African Development Community (SADC) have already been completed. The
signing of the agreement between the EU and Botswana, Lesotho, Swaziland and
Mozambique took place on June 10, 2016. Interim economic agreements of a new
type were also concluded with some other states [4].

The EU relations with South Africa, Nigeria, Cote d’Ivoire, Cameroon,
Morocco and Tunisia are considered to be the most successful. EU relations with
South Africa, a SADC member, are based on a separate basis. According to the
Agreement on trade, development and cooperation (1999) the EU and South Africa
abolished 95% and 85% of customs tariffs respectively.

Recent trends in the EU relations with the African states reveal a number of
significant features and contradictions:

- The EU recognized the AU as a leading partner in the intercontinental
dialogue on key issues, including the political dialogue, promotion of development,
democratic control, transit of migration, the maintenance of peace and security etc.
By the scope of problems and the number of interactive formats EU-AU strategic
partnership is a unique example in the world practice.

- The EU initiated a revision of trade relations with the African countries. This
process includes negotiations, signing and application of the new economic
partnership agreements with African sub-regional organizations or separate countries.
These new agreements should be based on the WTO principles. Although the EU
intends to preserve some trade preferences for the 49 poorest African countries,
including quota-free and duty-free access of their products to the European market.

- The EU remains the main external sponsor of African countries, financing
programs for development promotion and trying to correlate their socio-economic

development. However, attempts to link the distribution of economic aid with

migration control have not yet produce sufficient positive results. The most of
African governments are still unable either to ensure the rapid growth of living
standards, or to prevent the leakage of immigrants along the main transit roots to the EU.

- A nominal list of forms of political coordination in the African Union accedes
the other regional political and economic communities, including the ASEAN, the
Arab League, Mercosur, the Organization of American States, and South Asian
Association for Regional Cooperation. However, except for peacekeeping operations,
which prevent the spread of conflicts, the effectiveness of AU institutions in the most
of areas remains low, thus limiting prospects for effective cooperation with the EU.

- Differences in the economic interests of external players, including the USA,
the EU and China lead to a competition of impacts that affect the exacerbation of

political struggle and cause violent change of power in some countries.
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A NEW MODEL OF CHINA’S STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP
WITH AFRICAN COUNTRIES

In May 2014, the Prime Minister of the State Council of the
Chinese People’s Republic Li Keqiang visited four largest African
nations — Angola, Ethiopia, Kenya and Nigeria. The event took
place in fifty years after a historic visit of another Prime Minister,
Zhou Enlai, when he proclaimed the strategy of establishing

China's bilateral partnerships with African countries, a

development of friendly relations and promotion of practical
cooperation between them.

The 2014 Li Keqiang’s visit occurred during fundamental changes in the
international system. It was also historic because the Prime Minister proclaimed a
new strategy of the development of relations between China and African countries,
the so-called “Version 2.0”. Its essence is a transition from relations “donor-
recipients” to the policy of partnerships. According to a new vision of relations, the
program of assistance would be transformed into economic cooperation and cultural
exchanges.

According to the well-known Chinese Professor Juan Tszeyuanya, friendly
cooperation between the two sides is continuing, but it will be filled with a new
content. Ji Minkui, Professor of National Defense University, considers that Li
Keqiang’s visit to Africa has revealed the growth of Africa‘s strategic importance for
Chinese diplomacy.

For implementation of the proposed strategy Li Keqiang presented the “4-6-1
model” to raise relations between two sides on a new level. The model includes:

- four principles the parties should adhere to: honesty and equality; mutual
solidarity and trust; joint comprehensive development; stimulating innovation for the

development of bilateral cooperation;
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- six key areas of cooperation: industry, finance, poverty reduction,
environmental protection, exchange of people, peace and security;

- a joint platform: Chinese — African cooperation is an important platform for
deepening bilateral relations. The parties are to build a more pragmatic and effective
mechanism of cooperation.

In negotiations with African partners Li Keqiang stressed that the growing role
of African nations and their contribution to global development. Economic
transformations in African countries affect the global political and economic
processes. He also suggested that African civilization was an important part of the
pluralistic world.

In order to deepen cultural exchange and to enhance mutual respect, China’s
government is going to introduce the program “1000 African talents”. Within this
program government of China will grant scholarships to train 30 thousand of African
professionals in various fields.

Li Dzhibao, a researcher of Africa from the Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences, explained why these four countries had been chosen for the prime
minister‘s visit. In particular, he noted that Nigeria was the largest country in terms of
population. In 2013 it surpassed South Africa in terms of the GDP. Ethiopia
headquartered the African Union, an international intergovernmental organization
which united 54 African states. Over the recent years, the country had attracted many
Chinese investors. Kenya due to its unique natural conditions became the largest
country for Chinese tourists. Angola was an influential country in southern Africa
and a powerful oil producer. In addition, the country established close relations with
China.

The strategy proposed by Prime Minister is aimed at strengthening cooperation
between China and African countries as well as at developing mainly economic
cooperation. By the end of 2013 China had built 2.2 thousand kilometers of railways
and 3.5 thousand kilometers of roads in, among which the most famous one is the

railway route Mombasa — Nairobi.
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Africa is an important partner of China in supplying energy and raw materials.
One third of the oil supplied to China comes from Africa, mostly from Angola and
Nigeria. The export of cotton from Burkina Faso and Mali satisfies the 20% of
China’s needs. Ivory Coast is the main supplier of cocoa to the country, while Kenya
— of coffee. Namibia, in its turn, is the major supplier of fish to China [1].

It is important to note that in 2014 the volume of trade between China and
Africa amounted to 220 billion dollars — 2000 times more than in 1960. Since 2009,
China surpassed the United States on volume of trade with Africa. The total volume
of China’s investment in Africa amounted to 30 billion dollars. According to China’s
State Council Information Office, China has granted to African countries loans total
20 billion dollars. USA. In addition, China has also implemented 900 programs in the
form of aid and held professional training for more than 30 thousand Africans.

China’s cooperation with African countries has far-reaching goals. Over the
last five years, China has been the largest trading partner of Africa. More than 2.5
thousand Chinese companies are working in Africa nowadays, having created more
than 100 thousand jobs. According to the IMF report, the cooperation between China
and Africa has added 20% to Africa’s development.

During the mentioned visit, Li Keqiang promised to increase the number of
loans to African countries to 10 billion dollars, which together with the previous ones
will amount to 30 billion US dollars. Besides, he also promised to increase the China-
Africa Development Fund from 2 to 5 billion US dollar. Characteristically, helping to
reduce poverty in Africa China will send about 2 thousand agricultural experts over
the next 5 years. China will also grant 50 million dollars to Sudan. Obviously, the
abovementioned figures testify to the mutually beneficial cooperation of China with
African countries.

An important part of political and economic cooperation between the People's
Republic of China and the African continent is the China-Africa Cooperation Forum.
An important event in the relations between China and African countries became the
second China-Africa Cooperation Forum, held on 4 — 5 December, 2015 in

Johannesburg.

The event was attended by President of China Xi Jinping. In his speech at the
Forum he proposed to establish a comprehensive strategic partnership and
cooperation between China and Africa. In his opinion, it will provide more
opportunities for mutually advantageous cooperation than the previous forms of
interaction. In order to build fruitful interaction, Xi Jinping offered 10 plans of
cooperation between China and Africa for the period to 2018, namely the Chinese-
African plan of industrialization, the Chinese-African plan for modernization of
agriculture, the Chinese-African infrastructure plan, the Chinese-African financial
plan, the Chinese-African plan for green development, the plan for China-Africa
trade & Investment, Chinese-African plan to reduce poverty, Chinese-African plan
for public health, Chinese-African plan of culture, Chinese-African peace and
security plan. These plans, in the opinion of both sides should solve three basic
problems of Africa’s development — the underdevelopment of infrastructure, the
shortage of professionals and skilled workers as well as the lack of financial
resources.

Among the proposed plans Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Y1 identified as a
priority the Chinese-African industrialization plan. He noted that in the issues of
Africa’s industrialization, China is the most appropriate partner, as over the years of
reforms his country had effectively implemented a modernization of industry and
accumulated high quality industrial facilities in the countries of the continent, but the
main thing is that China has necessary financial resources to implement
corresponding plans. Thus, in his view, China has all necessary conditions for
Africa’s successful industrialization. Nowadays China and African countries have
launched several pilot projects in the field of industrial cooperation.

To implement the proposed plans, the Chinese leader promised to grant 60 bln
US dollar. The distribution of funds will be as follows: 35 billion US dollar will be
directed for export credits and concession agreements, 10 billion US dollar will be
submitted to the China-Africa Development Fund and aimed at promoting
cooperation to strengthen productive capacity, 5 billion US dollar will be grants and

loans at zero percent, 5 billion US dollar will go to the development of the Small and
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Medium Enterprises in Africa, and a rest 5 billion US dollar will go to increase the
capital of China-Africa Development Fund [2].

Most participants of the summit supported Xi Jinping’s initiative. They were
unanimous in understanding that Africa needs industrialization. African countries, in
their opinion, should change the current model of economic development from the
export of raw materials to industrialization and modernization.

Minister of Environment of South Africa Edva Molen noted that African
countries were optimistic about the industrialization plan, proposed by the Chinese
side. They hope for being supported by China on the issues of industrial
development, environmental protection and training.

As a result of the summit two strategic documents were adopted — the
Johannesburg Summit Declaration “Joint development through mutually beneficial
cooperation” and the Johannesburg Plan of Action for the period 2016 — 2018 years.
These documents should guide the development of Chinese-African cooperation
during the next 3 years.

Dean of the Chinese-African Business School of the Dzhedzyan Pedagogical
University said that the idea of transformation Chinese-African relations to the level
of strategic partnership is an important achievement of the Johannesburg Summit.
The new format of relations must be more efficient in solving the existing problems
of Chinese-African relations.

The proposed plans for cooperation between China and Africa through the
implementation of 10 plans are completely consonant with the strategy of the African
Union’s “Plan — 2063, which determined Africa’s main objectives for the period to
2063. The plan contains the following main directions of development: sustainable
and inclusive economic development; human capital development; industrialization;
social protection; employment of women and young people; infrastructure
development; development of science, technology and innovation; development of
rural businesses and others.

The above mentioned directions and areas of China’s cooperation with African

countries testify to the leading global player of the modern world having far-reaching
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plans. Obviously, Chinese leaders see in Africa a potential for future cooperation and
common development. During the first trip of President of China Xi Jinping to Africa
in 2013, he said (speaking at the international conference center in Tanzania) that
China would always consider the unity and cooperation with African countries as an
important basis of its foreign policy, and that this position would not change,
regardless of the development and enhancement of the international status of China [3].

China’s new model of cooperation with Africa is stipulated by both global
factors and internal changes that are being observed both in China and in Africa in
general [4]. Nowadays, in the globalized world economy contradictory trends are
being watched. Against the background of the gradual process of economic
stabilization in developed countries at the same time, a trend of slowdown in their
economic development is being watched. The opportunities of markets of developed
countries to ensure sustainable growth through the reproduction of inner capabilities
do not look quite promising. One of the factors of this situation is the demographic
aging of developed countries, leading to an increased burden on the working
population, and in the long run, on its efficiency as a whole. Meanwhile, the
population of Africa is one of the youngest that, on the contrary, provides objective
conditions for future development. To ensure the work of young Africans there is a
need of the capital the countries of the continent lack. At the same time, China, as
you know, has one of the largest financial reserves in the world.

Another factor influencing the change of the economic model of China’s
cooperation with Africa is new approaches of Chinese leaders to their own model of
development. The old model of resource and energy development in China, providing
high rates of growth, at the same time inflicted a devastating blow on environment
and public health. Besides, during the years of reforms China accumulated a
significant amount of production capacity, the current use of which is impractical and
ineffective. Under today's conditions when the major trends of world economic
development are innovations and material and energy efficient technologies, the
Chinese leaders has chosen a model of development based on the principles of

innovation and scientific progress. In this regard, although China will experience the
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need for imported resources, the demand for them may gradually decrease from year
to year. In addition, the emphasis on the development based on the domestic market
affects the growth of China’s, incomes which in its turn affect the productivity of
work, and, finally, the need to find cheaper labor, the source of which Africa may
hypothetically become [5].

Given the prospects of development of both China and African nations, the new
model of cooperation between them looks feasible and promising. China is ready to
participate in the new partnership framework. The main problem of the model
implementation is a low-skilled labor force in Africa. Time will show if African

people are able to adapt to the new conditions of cooperation quickly and effectively.
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INDIA - AFRICA: A NEW FRAMEWORK OF RELATIONS
IN THE 21" CENTURY

A new distribution of forces among major economic powers in a contemporary
globalized world has caused essential ousting of classical leaders — the US and the
EU — from regional markets, including Sub-Saharan African one. Asian giants — India
and China —play an important part in the process.

African continent has suffered greatly from the 2008 —
2009 Euro-Atlantic crisis. First of all, the nations that economic
had close relations with developed countries suffered the most
because of decrease of foreign demand on energy resources.
However, many African states managed to keep relatively high
prices for raw materials which are of great demand among India
and China. As a result, the Asian giants filled the new niche in
Africa’s economy and created an alternative to traditional Euro-

Atlantic influences on the African continent [1].

India’s relations with African countries have historical roots. It is necessary to
take into consideration that Africa was part of India’s foreign policy after it gained
independence in 1947. As early as in colonial times the British government sent
many Indians to work in mines, fields and railway projects in Africa, which became a
prerequisite for the spread of Indian diaspora there. Besides, India repeatedly
supported African nations in their struggle against colonialism. This common
historical past created an important framework for mutually beneficial Indo-African
cooperation.

Since the beginning of the new millennium India has emphasized the
importance of African countries in the contemporary global world, especially in
management and commerce. India’s trade volume with African countries has

violently increased over the past two decades: 10-fold from 1991 to 2005; in 2010 —
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2011 it amounted to 53.3 billion dollars, and in 2015 it increased to almost 90 billion
dollars [2].

Like China, India is interested mainly in Africa’s natural resources, located on
the African continent in a wide range. As India’s economic might is growing every
year, this factor makes it search for new markets for goods and services and provide
its own industry with extremely necessary natural resources. India’s growing
economy requires much more energy reserves than they are available. The country
became the fourth largest oil consumer in the world. According to forecasts, over the
next 15 years it will import almost all its oil, so diversifying ways of obtaining energy
is one of the country’s main tasks. In this regard, India increasingly relies on Africa’s
energy resources.

That is why African countries are considered to be India’s potential strategic
partners. Africa possesses over 10% of world oil reserves, 40% of gold, from 80% to
90% of chromium and platinum group metals. India’s jewelry industry requires South
Africa’s diamonds and gold. Mozambique provides coal; Malawi and Niger are
needed as uranium suppliers for the development of nuclear energy.

Telecommunications is another market that Indian companies are interested in.
Like India, Africa is characterized by a fast-growing mobile phone market (for
example, 7 out of 10 phones in Africa are mobile ones). In June 2008, “Bharti
Airtel”, a huge Indian company in the field of telecommunications, acquired the
African mobile operator “Zain, as a result the total base of its subscribers grew to 180
million.

The giants of Indian automobile industry, such as “Tata Group”, which is the
leading investor in Africa with projects in 11 African countries do not stand aside
either. In 2011, the company opened an automobile manufacture plant in South
Africa, which is the largest recipient of technical and economic assistance from India
with more than $ 1 billion a year.

In order to develop a more effective cooperation, India and other Asian
countries started a political dialogue with African nations. Indo-African Forum at a

high level was founded in 2004; it convenes every three years. The main goal of the
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forum 1is strengthening partners’ relations between two sides, and, as a result,
spreading Indian presence in Africa. In particular, at the forum in 2011 India
announced a $ 5 billion credit extension on rather favorable terms for African
nations, a construction of Indo-African Institute of Information Technology in Ghana
and a creation of virtual Indo-African University with granting of 22 000 scholarships
to African students [3].

India is also interested in maintaining stability and security on the African
continent. Within the United Nations, Delhi is playing an active peacekeeping role in
Africa, where one of the largest peacekeeping forces is located. In this context, the
projects of fighting sea piracy and reviving the Association for Regional Cooperation
of the Indian Ocean are especially important as they can become additional sphere for
cooperation between India and African nations.

India’s significant advantage lies in its cultural proximity with African nations.
The large Indian diaspora plays a vital role in this regard: there are over 1 million
immigrants from India who live in Africa for many generations (most of them, about
1 million people, live in South Africa, 25 000 — in Madagascar, 15000 — in
Zimbabwe, 8 000 — in Nigeria) [4]. The communities of Indian origin are fully
integrated and are often interested in sharing their business experience as advisors of
Indian investment projects.

Existing competition between the two Asian giants (India and China) in Africa
manifests itself in hidden forms, until their national interests do not substantially
overlap. Besides, Indian policy is characterized by “softer” methods of consolidating
its influence on the regional market of Sub-Saharan Africa. Instead, China’s
economic policy in Africa is characterized by greater activity and scale, some
aggressive acquisitions of natural resources, the rapid spread of the consumer market
Analysis of the phenomena enables us to predict that in the near future the role of the
Asian giants in Africa will further increase at the expense of Euro-Atlantic nations.

As for the competition between India and China for access to the African
market, it is necessary to ask the following questions. Firstly, is there a real rivalry

between the two Asian giants in their struggle for the African continent, and is there a
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difference in their policies? According to many experts, these two states are not rivals
since in their cooperation with the Sub-Saharan African nations they rather
supplement each other than fight for the supremacy. Unlike Chinese state companies
in Africa, which have a substantial financial support from Chinese state banks, Indian
companies (mostly small and medium ones) do not have large financial resources and
operate mainly in the private sector that reduces their ability to compete with Chinese
“giants”. On the other hand, they are able to penetrate into the areas of the African
sub-regional market where Chinese companies are not represented.

Another feature of Indian politics is its focus on long-term projects in
telecommunications, health protection and education, that is on the human resources
development. Thus, an Indian company jointly with the African Union developed and
created the Pan-African e-network (the main Indian-African project of digital
communication) that comprises nearly all — 53 African countries and helps to
improve trade between the countries of the African continent. In general, the Indian
policy is aimed at teaching Africans to make money and not just to get them in the
forms of loans and financial aid.

It should be expected that India and China as Asian giants will consolidate their
leading role at the African continent. The trend has been proved by the important
results of the third India-Africa Forum, held in Delhi on 26 — 29 October, 2015 [5].

This summit was unique in many respects. It gathered leaders and
representatives from all 54 African countries in India for the first time. Prime
Minister of India, Narendra Modi, took an active part in it, and also held bilateral
meetings with almost all African countries’ leaders. The major initiatives at the
Forum, developed by the Forums of Scientists and Editors, were aimed at building
so-called “bridges of knowledge” and strengthening of direct contacts.

A comprehensive Indian government’s plan on the modernization of
partnership between India and Africa in key areas: economic, scientific-technical, and
humanitarian was also presented. At the summit, Narendra Modi stated India’s basic
concept: “We will increase our support to achieve your goal — the creation of a

prosperous, united and unified Africa ...” [6]. He also identified three main directions
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of interactions between India and Africa, namely institutional development,
preferential financing and human resources. In his speech, the Prime Minister also
announced opening of preferential credit line of 10 billion dollars for African nations,
and promised to give additional assistance of 600 million dollars, including $ 100
million to the Indian-African Development Fund and $§ 10 million to the Indian-
African Health Fund. India will also provide assistance for training in the industrial
areas of Africa.

Agriculture, including transmission of Indian experience in the field of the
“green revolution”, was defined as one of the main directions of the relations. African
leaders stated the necessity of studying Indian experience and applying it into
stimulating the “green revolution” in Africa. Also, the summit produced a plan for the
common development of “blue economy”, aimed at improving maritime security.
This plan includes: management of marine resources, conducting hydrographic
researches, development of renewable energy sources, reducing the risk of natural
disasters, various environmental projects.

India will assist African countries to use demographic dividends (60% of
Africa’s population are people from 20 to 35 years old), and will increase
scholarships for African youth from 22 000 to 50 000 dollars during the next five
years. Government of India pledged to expand the All-African electronic network
(Pan-African e-network), which now covers the African countries also for the
purposes of telemedicine and distance learning.

Experts believe that the most important result of the third India-Africa Forum
was a creation of a comprehensive framework for cooperation on such important
issues as terrorism, piracy, cyber security, climate changes, sustainable development,
negotiations on accession to the WTO and the reform of the UN Security Council.
The summit emphasized the convergence of Indian and African interests in the issues
of reforms and expansion of the UN Security Council as well as of the allocation of
permanent seats for India and Africa.

It is obvious that the significant Indo-African international forum will

strengthen three most important directions of partnership, namely — trade, transfer of
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technology and expanding education and training professional personnel. The
prospects look winning, however, the main challenge is to implement the declarations

into practice.

SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA AND THE ARAB WORLD:
PROSPECTS AND DYNAMICS OF RELATIONS.

A new dynamic of some leading Sub-Saharan African
nations’ economic development has essentially increased an
interest to the region in the whole world. The issue has attracted
a new attention of Ukrainian scholars and has encouraged

African studies in Ukraine.

To be successful, Ukraine’s foreign policy should take into
)J. consideration major current global political and economic trends,
including so-called “African breakthrough”. It means that rapid economic growth can
turn Africa into a new “engine” of a global economy, along with China and India.
According to an IMF report, in 2013 African economies grew on 5.6%. In 2013,
economic growth exceeded 6% in 19 of 45 countries of Africa to the south of the
Sahara, and in 2014, in 24 countries. In 2015 Africa’s economy grew on 4.4% and in
2016 — on 5%.

In 2000, the countries of the whole Africa produced a GDP of 600 billion
dollars which was approximately equal to the GDP of Spain in the same year. In
2015, Africa’s GDP was already 2.2 trillion dollars. Today in Africa there are 7 out
of 10 economies of the world, the development of which is the fastest by a number of
key indicators. By 2030, every fifth person of the world will dwell in Africa, and by
2040 25% of the global workforce will be located there. At the same time, the
African continent is still characterized by serious socio-economic problems and sharp
contrasts. In particular, according to UN data, there are 30 least developed economies
in the world there [1].

In order to establish fruitful economic cooperation of Ukraine with African
countries it is also extremely important to take into account what powerful political
and civilization processes of the world are influencing most actively the African
continent, leading to acceleration and deepening of its modernization changes. Of
course, these ones include the powerful wave of “Arab awakening” that has covered
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the entire Arab world nowadays, and is basically a process of its civilization
naturalization, returning to his civilization code.

It should be emphasized that the Arab world and the African continent have
been inextricably linked for centuries. It is worth mentioning that during the pre-
Islamic period on the territory of modern Yemen Arabs maintained active relations
with Abyssinia, where in the early 1-th century was created a powerful state, which
composed the southeastern part of modern Yemen. As early as at the dawn of Islam,
Mecca and Abyssinia were brought together by a little-known event — the first Hijra
of Muslims. The matter is that in 610 Arab Muslim prophet Muhammad began his
preaching activities. He preached believers’ austerity in everyday life. But some of
Muhammad’s early followers took his sermons too literally and started leading a too
ascetic life. Wanting to stop the distorted perception of the new religion, the Prophet
offered the largest group of ascetics to leave Mecca. Then 83 persons from the
number of the first Muslims separated from the Meccan community and in 615
moved to Africa, namely Abyssinia, bringing there Muslim sermons which had not
been canonized yet. But this event initiated the first contacts of Muslims with
Africans [2].

After the death of the Prophet the first Muslim conquerors turned their eyes on
Africa. The famous Arab military chief Khalid Ibn Al Walid and Amr Ibn Al As
launched campaigns to Palestine and Egypt. Egypt was conquered by Arabs in 640 —
642 years. And to 715 the whole North Africa was already ruled by Muslims.
Moreover, in 715 Arabs crossed the Strait of Gibraltar and led by warlord Tarek (in
whose honor the strait was named) and found them in Europe.

One may also recall that in the XII — XIV century active relations with East
Africa were developed by Sultanate of Oman — the largest regional naval power of
that time. Omani trading colonies were founded in Djibouti, Somalia, Mombasa
(Kenya), Dar-es-Salaam (Tanzania), Zanzibar and the Comoros. Even the legendary
Sindbad the Navigator visited Somalia, where according to a legend the African

kingdom of Punt was situated.
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Currently, the whole North Africa from Morocco to Egypt is part of Arab
space. Here are countries such as Tunisia, Egypt and Libya. In the 1944 — 1945 Egypt
started the activity of the Arab League, which actively advocated the decolonization
of both the Arab world and Africa. It should be mentioned that at present the League
numbers 22 countries, some of which are non-Arab or half-Arab in Djibouti, Somalia,
Mauritania, Sudan and the Comoros. Moreover, the format of the League is attractive
to new African countries. For example, according to some recent reports, namely of
March 2016, the desire to join the Arab League was expressed by South Sudan which
is generally a Catholic country that was at war with North Sudan over half a century
and gained independence in 2012. It is interesting that the Republic of Sudan
postponed its contradictions with South Sudan and expressed support for its
aspirations to join the Arab League.

It should be noted that in 1963 the Arab African countries joined the
Organization of African Unity, which actively contributed to strengthening the
positions of African countries on the international arena, and which has recently
formed the African Union. It should be emphasized that the Organization of African
Unity (OAU) became attractive to the majority of African countries, as in the
interests of regional stability it proclaimed the principle of inviolability of borders of
African countries inherited from colonialism.

The OAU has been an important forum on crisis management in Africa. The
most well-known of these crises was that on the border of North and Sub-Saharan
Africa around Western Sahara. The mentioned territory was occupied by Spain. In
1974 the latter announced its intention to hold a referendum on Western Sahara's
independence. But Morocco and Mauritania made a claim to the territory of Western
Sahara. As a result of trilateral negotiations in Madrid, in November 1975 Spain
announced the termination of its authority in Western Sahara. Later, such claims were
rejected by Mauritania too. But the Saharan rebels (Polisario Front) were supported
by Algeria. In February 1976 in Algeria in the city of Tindouf the independence of
the Saharan Arab Democratic Republic (SADR) was proclaimed. The problem of
Western Sahara was constantly discussed in the OAU and the UN. And in the UAE in
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1981, when an appellation for SADR’s membership to the OAU was considered, the
sympathies of the countries were equally divided. The SADR joining the OAU was
voted for by 26 countries, that just over half. So, the SADR was admitted to the
OAU, and Morocco suspended its membership in the organization as a sign of
protest.

Later Rabat (Morocco) acted through the UN and made use of its good
relations with the USA and the USSR. The UN Council decided to hold a referendum
on Western Sahara's independence. It was scheduled to be held on December 7, 1998.
Before the referendum the parties agreed upon voter lists and borders. However, they
failed to agree upon all important referendum’s issues. Morocco embarked on the
way of the gradual annexation of the territory and disrupted the elections, the idea of
which was supported along with others by the USA. The status of Western Sahara has
not been fully defined yet. But Rabat built five walls on the occupied territory and
ousted the fighters of Polisario Front to the Algerian territory.

It is worth also recall once again that the OAU supported the independence and
admitted the Saharan and Arab Democratic Republic to the OAU as early as in 1981.
If at the level of the African Union, the problem of Western Sahara is frozen, given
the prestige of Morocco and the weakness of the Sahara Polisario Front, the Arabian
monarchies actively support Rabat in the issue of “territorial integrity” of Morocco
and its takeover of Western Sahara. It was once again demonstrated on April 20,
2016 by the visit of the Moroccan king to Riyadh and by his participation at the
summit of the Gulf Cooperation Countries [3].

An important factor in the interaction of Arab and African states of the so-
called zone of the Sahel is the cooperation within the Organization of the Islamic
Conference (OIC), which was created in Rabat in 1969. Despite its generally anti-
Israeli orientation, the Organization of Islamic Cooperation, as now the OIC is called,
considers current important issues. In particular, the forum held in March 2016 in the
capital of Senegal Dakar considered issues of the coordination of efforts in the fight
against international terrorism. The forum favorably assessed the support in fighting

this phenomenon, carried out by Arab Gulf states and especially by Saudi Arabia.

On the other hand, African states are not standing aside from socio-political
developments in Tunisia, Libya and Egypt, which launched the large-scale and long-
term process “Arab awakening”. According to experts, the events taking place in the
process of “Arab awakening” at present, represent only the first stage of the systemic
transformations of the region that could continue for another ten years. Now we are
watching the completion of its first stage. It is characterized by a certain temporary
retreat of the proislamic forces, the counteroffensive of the “asabiyyah” in its rivalry
with the “ummah”, represented by “Muslim Brotherhood” and Egyptian President M.
Mursi overthrown as a result of the military coup in 2013.

In our opinion, the current dramatic events in Egypt should lead political
parties and movements of moderate Islam, as well as their leaders, to a deep
understanding of the gained experience, to the learning and taking into consideration
of the latest lessons as well as to encourage them to further modernize their programs
and principles of forms of active participation in the modern political life of their
countries.

“Arab awakening” is already influencing greatly the African continent. This is
largely caused by the rapid spread of Islam in the countries bordering on the Arabian
habitat, especially in West Africa. In the countries of the so-called Sub-Saharan
Africa Islam, has turned into an autonomous phenomenon, getting its special features
and differences. But the most important influence of the “Arab awakening” or “Arab
Spring” will be exerted by the expected “African Spring” — that is the phenomenon of
coming of the African continent to the forefront of human development. In the first
half of the 21% century, this continent can become one of the fastest developing. By
2050 its population will increase from 1 billion to 2 billion people, and
correspondingly there will be a two-fold increase in the market.

The dialogue with African countries as a single bloc of countries is becoming
increasingly popular. US-African summits, China-Africa summits, Russia-Africa
summits, etc are taking place. It’s should be noted that the current struggle for
markets in Africa and its huge raw material resources reached unprecedented

severity. If just yesterday China broke forward, now it is being caught up by the USA
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and the EU. They have what to fight for, since African market is practically
inexhaustible. As to the potentials of Sub-Saharan Africa, it is important to bear in
mind the fact that it has the 65% of the land, which remained in the worlds’ suitable
for agriculture and uncultivated areas. In Africa one can watch the emergence of new
markets, the growth of a new middle class and accelerated urbanization.

However, according to estimations of experts, nowadays 645 million Africans
have no access to electricity, 700 million Africans have no access to clean forms of
energy used for cooking needs. Due to the diseases these factors produce about a
million residents of the Black Continent die annually. It is worth giving a figure,
which shows Africa’s share in world industrial production — it’s only 1.9%.

Recently, Egypt (June 2015) initiated steps towards the integration of most
Sub-Saharan countries, from Egypt to South Africa. The so-called Trilateral Free
Trade Agreement (Tripartite Free Trade Area, TFTA) was signed in Cairo in the
middle of June 2015 and is to comprise the economies of 26 countries from Egypt to
South Africa and from Mauritius to Namibia taking over such integration associations
as Southern African Development Community, East African Community and the
Common Market of Eastern and Southern Africa. Generally, the mentioned 26
countries number 565 million people which make up the 57% of Africa’s population
and produce almost 58% of the GDP (1.3 trillion dollars). The agreement gradually
reduces customs restrictions and could pave the way to conclude the All-African Free
Trade Agreement [4].

Nowadays, Egypt is considered to be the Arab bridge of cooperation with
African countries. At the initiative of Cairo, the African Development Bank only in
2015 allocated 9 billion dollars for important development projects, of which 2.2
billion dollars were sent to the private sector.

On 20 — 21 February, 2016 the Egyptian city of Sharm el-Sheikh hosted a
forum of Arab and African states, which gathered 1200 the most influential
businessmen of the two regions. It is worth noting that only Egyptian investments in
joint projects in Africa in 2015 were 8 billion dollars. This summit emphasized again

the leading role of Egypt in the development of Arab-African cooperation. In
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particular, it stressed the efforts Egypt exerted to construct the second stage of the
Suez Canal, which greatly expanded the potential and prospects of the cooperation
and was built in the short term of 2014 — 2015 with investments of a total cost of 2
billion dollars. Today the Arabs, especially Egypt, favor the development of transport
and logistics projects in the space “from Cairo to Cape Town” [5].

New perspectives are to be opened by the modernization of the water use of the
longest African waterway — the river Nile. In Ethiopia Renaissance Dam on the Blue
Nile River is to be constructed with France’s help. It will complement the potential of
the Aswan High Dam in Egypt and only in the following five years will double the
volume of the region’s trade from 5 billion dollars annually to 10 billion dollars. The
Islamic Development Bank announced the allocation of 1 billion dollars for the
development of commercial projects in the nearest future.

It should be added that Egypt, Sudan and Ethiopia actively resolve disputable
issues arising during the planning of Renaissance Dam. As part of the confidence
building measures in December 2015 the three countries signed a declaration of
principles, according to which only developments that meet the interests of all three
countries may be used. Besides, the regional organization of the Nile Basin’s
countries supported a project under the same terms of economic benefits for all
countries in the region. In March 2016 this project was even discussed at the summit
of the African Union in Addis Ababa. The summit supported the plans of
development of cooperation in the Nile basin and gave another 12 months for
completing the project. Generally, leaders of Egypt, Sudan and Ethiopia held more
than 10 meetings, called upon to agree upon all conflicting aspects of the project. In
addition, thanks to the improved connections of Egyptian seaports with African ports
of East Africa it is planned to create 12 Arab-African trade logistics zones in the
region.

Returning to the project of Renaissance Dam, it should be noted that the dam
may enable to accumulate 74 billion cubic meters of fresh water in addition to 55.5
billion cubic meters of the Nile’s water; Egypt is receiving at present as well as 18

billion cubic meters of fresh water, received by Sudan [6].
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The recent April meeting of foreign ministers of the member states of the Arab
League in Cairo, Egypt and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (KSA) announced plans to
bridge the communication areas of Egypt and Saudi Arabia on the Red Sea. Egypt
also recognized the sovereignty of Saudi Arabia over the islands in Tiran and Sanafir
in the Tiran Gulf, enabling Riyadh to build one more bridge that should connect the
KSA with the Sinai Peninsula and further with the African continent.

Today, Saudi Arabia has activated its African policy, counteracting Iran's
growing influence on the continent. In particular, another agent of the KSA’s
interests is South Africa, which is actively strengthening cooperation with Riyadh,
counteracting the influence of Teheran in Sub-Saharan Africa, for example in Nigeria
let alone the active political dialogue between Pretoria and Riyadh. In particular, on
February 25, 2016 it was to South Africa that Minister of Foreign Affairs of Saudi
Arabia Adel Al Jubeyr made one of his first visits to South Africa. In response,
President of South Africa Jacob Zuma paid a state visit to Saudi Arabia on March, 27,
2016. An important topic of the negotiations was the issue of expanding cooperation
between the two countries in the field of telecommunications and mobile
communications. According to the Chinese news agency Xinhua, the two countries
also discussed cooperation in combating and preventing terrorism on the domestic,
sub-regional and regional arenas. [7]

It 1s also worth noting that at present Saudi Arabia is the world’s largest donor
in the field of humanitarian operations. Thus, in 2014 KSA allocated for the
implementation of development programs 54 billion Saudi riyals (15 billion dollars),
which makes up the 1.9% of the GDP of the state, which is an active partner of the
UN Development Program. The biggest Saudi organizations that allocate money in
the mentioned context are the Saudi Development Fund, Saudi Relief Agency and the
Centre for Humanitarian Aid of King Salman. The latter two organizations were
created in the last 2015. According to Saudi sources, over the past 10 years, the KSA
has always headed the list of 10 the world’s largest donors. The recently published
large-scale plan of Saudi Arabia — “Vision 2030” noted, the Kingdom will continue

to provide assistance to the needs of development of foreign countries and to the
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representatives of the private sector, the non-profit sector, public structures and
international experts.

As the analysis of the program “Vision 2030 shows, Saudi Arabia, like other
Gulf countries, is continuing to expand its business based on long-term planning,
forecasting and creating financial and industrial structures that can ensure stable
incomes but the one from hydrocarbons which are curtailing the production. It should
also be noted that the Gulf countries show signs of a transition from competition to
the coordination in issues of rendering financial assistance, promoting development
needs and involving both public and private investment. Central role in this process is
to be played by Saudi Arabia, which has already settled its discrepancies on a number
of political and economic issues with Qatar.

The United Arab Emirates are not standing aside either. Now UAE are actively
cooperating with African countries in many areas. In particular, the UAE is actively
investing in the development of infrastructure of Africa’s ocean ports. Cooperation in
the fields of telecommunications and electricity is of importance too. The new
directions of international cooperation of the Arabian monarchies are setting up
branches of prestigious international educational centers, advertising costs, including
that of trademarks, propagandist work, sports sponsorship and television.

In spite the problems of the corresponding industry in the world such airlines as
“Qatar Airways”, “Emirates”, “Etihad”, “Fly Dubai”, “Saudia” are expanding air
transportation. These airlines top the high level of the most successful airlines in the
world. The Dubai International Airport in Africa is called “African bay”, since it has
already become the largest airport and transit point used by Africans in their trips to
Europe and Asia.

The world’s events as a whole and Africa’s in particular, are actively covered
by such news channels as “Al Jazeera”, “Emirates” as well as by four Saudi channels
broadcasting from London and the Egyptian satellite channel “Nile TV”.

We regret to note that we do not see any serious analytical material on our
cooperation with the African continent prepared for the country’s top leadership.

Hence, if scientists have not conveyed the importance and topicality of African
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themes to Ukraine top leaders it is very difficult to move the issue from the current
freezing point.

Under these conditions, of special importance is the active work of civil
society, NGOs, including such ones as “The African Council in Ukraine”, “Center of
Ukrainian-African Studies” and others, which to a great extent are able to compensate
the lack of development of Ukrainian official science on Africa, render serious
assistance to its further development, form the Ukrainian society’s awareness of the
importance of African issues.

In our opinion, it would be appropriate to put forward the following initiative —
to offer the Presidential Administration of Ukraine, the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine jointly with the leadership of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
to order the analytical report “Problems and prospects of economic cooperation
between Ukraine and the countries of the African continent” and for its preparation to
carry out organizational and methodological work, form a group of authors,
determine its chiefs and the terms of its preparation. It would be crucial to ensure the
close relationship of the scientists with the practitioners of the MFA of Ukraine and
other ministries and departments, the Ukrainian National Committee of the
International Chamber of Commerce, business community, NGOs. It seems that the
preparation, presentation and information support of the comprehensive analytical
report will promote political and economic cooperation between Ukraine and the
countries of the African continent.

POLITICAL ISLAM IN THE
SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA
The growing role and influence of Islam and the
radicalization of the ideology and political practice of movements
and groups operating under its banners is one of defining trends of
the social and political development of Sub-Saharan Africa’s
countries nowadays. That is caused by several factors.

First of all, Islam is the most widespread religion of the

continent. 41% of the population is Muslim and the number is still
growing. Half of the African countries identify themselves with the Muslim world.
Among 57 member states of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation' 26 ones are
located in Africa. Islam has been present in Africa since the 8" century. In the areas
to the south of Sahara the religion is most widespread in West Africa and on the coast
of the Indian Ocean. Islam is a state religion in Djibouti, Western Sahara, Mauritania,
Somalia, Sudan, and the Comoros. In Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Mali, Niger,
Nigeria, Senegal and Chad about half of the population are Muslims. African
Muslims are mostly Sunnis.

Unlike Christianity, which focuses on the individual perception of the truth,
Islam orients on collective practice and reveals a greater ability to adapt to local
conditions. The religion takes roots in the spiritual and cultural sphere, merging with
African traditional social institutions, which contribute to its transformation into an
active social and political force.

The popularity of Islam was promoted by the processes of combination of anti-
colonial movements of African people with political struggle. The crisis of secular
ideologies (liberalism and communism) in the post-bipolar period pushed the Muslim
population to the mentally and culturally closer religious values. In this context,
Islamic ideology was opposed to Europe, which was associated with colonialism and
secular state institutions that often showed no clear state concept of development. In
the minds of Muslim Africans the idea was fixed that Islam can protect cultural and
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spiritual guidelines from the offensive of the West and create a model of society
based on fair laws and spiritual values counteracting social cataclysms.

Islamists’ political weight is also growing because of the background of weak
governmental institutions in some states of the region (Chad, Mali, Somalia, Niger,
Nigeria, the Central African Republic, etc.), resulting from civil wars. Social and
economic difficulties that intensify the struggle between ethnic, religious and tribal
groups for resources, contribute to their growing influence as well. Islamist
organizations often use a factor of clan rivalry, supporting the anti-governmental
sentiments of the tribes that are devoid of influence now. Islamists also often position
themselves as the only authority that can ensure peace and security. Against the
background of poverty and social inequality, the Islamic principles of social
organization supported by financial assistance become an attractive alternative for
vulnerable strata.

The situation is represented by the activities of the “Islamic Courts Union”
(ICU) in Somalia. The first Islamic court was established in Mogadishu in 1993.
Later similar structures began to appear throughout the country. The ICU was a result
of self-organization “from below”. In Somalia, where the “war of everyone against
everyone” has been continuing for decades, local ICU structures became politicized
organs of Islamic self-government which performed the functions of ensuring the
population’s security and initiated the creation of social infrastructure: hospitals,
educational institutions, law enforcement bodies, protected local businessmen and the
fight against the spread of drugs. Meanwhile, the system that was coming into being
acquired totalitarian signs — sharia courts and Islamic police acted and medieval
punishment rules were applied. However, Somalis considered it to be better than
anarchy and rampant crimes. The ICU began to expand the territory under its control
and to create new structures (The Council of the implementation of sharia in 2000;
the Supreme Council of Islamic Courts Union in 2004). Local Somali clans,
perceiving the ICU as a threat to their influence, in 2006 formed an alliance and
supported the decision of President A. Ahmed to turn to external assistance.

Ethiopia’s interference in December 2006, supported by the USA and local clans, led
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to the weakening of the ICU that went into hiding. However, now the “Islamic Courts
Union” still exercises the support of the local population because its established
specific order do not trespass on repressions against the civilian population in
contrast to the government’s troops, Ethiopian forces and clan groupings.

Similarity in Nigeria, the most populous African country (178 million
inhabitants, 50% are Muslims and 40% are Christians) the radical Islamist
organization “Boko Haram” was supported in Northern areas, where youth
unemployment is 80%, economics are degrading and corruption is widespread among
ruling circles. [1]

It should be noted that support for radical groups from the Islamic population is
typical for regions burdened with particularly acute social and economic problems,
active processes of people’s marginalization, especially youth. In such circumstances,
Islamic orders seem not to be an ideal of social order, but a “lesser evil” compared to
chaos or lawlessness.

The methods of the introduction of radical versions of Islam are perceived by
the population in a hostile way. So, after the Islamist “Al-Shabab™* established
control over the province of Lower Shabell (Somalia) robberies on roads and bandit
attacks stopped, propaganda among the local inhabitants led to a wide support of the
movement the youth perceived as a real political force and a guarantor of stability.
On the occasion of the control having been established over the province, the
militants issued a statement that they had done it at the request of local residents to
put an end to the banditry. However, the destruction of sacred places (Sufi tombs) by
“All-Shabab” fighters, the prohibition of international humanitarian organizations
during the drought and famine of 2011 led to the weakening of their positions.

Similarity, in Nigeria, after the militants of “Boko Haram” captured the north-
western parts of the country, the population’s quality of life worsened due to the
introduction of cruel forms of sharia, shootings of dissidents and control of prices. In
the state of Borno 54 thousand persons faced the threat of dying of starvation due to
the Islamists’ refusal to receive humanitarian aid. As a result, the level of their

support from the population decreased.
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Recently, we have seen processes of the rapid radicalization of Islamic
movements in Sub-Saharan Africa. A threatening situation emerged in Nigeria. In
2002 in Nigeria the propagandist movement “Young Muslims” (it has existed since
1995) formed the organization known nowadays as “Boko Haram™, which advocates
the overthrow of the current government, the creation of an Islamic state and is
opposed to the temporal power, euro-Christian culture, science and education.
Nigerian Islamists claim to the monopoly on the truth and the only true interpretation
of religious instructions. The activity of this organization was devoid of ethnic color,
it favored the renewal of justice in its own understanding through the elimination of
social and income inequality, corruption, tribalism, cronyism and unemployment. The
goal to expropriate and share wealth looks attractive to the youth and creates, though
specific, social elevators.

Since 2009, “Boko Haram” has passed to terrorist activities. The disunited
detachments of laymen transformed into a coherent structure under a single
command, its fighters took military training in Mauritania, Somalia, Algeria and even
Afghanistan. The extremists rapidly passed from terrorist acts to seizing settlements,
attacked the administrative center of the state of Borno — Maiduguri. In early 2015
they controlled 70% of the state [2]. As a result of joint actions of the armed forces of
Nigeria, Niger, Chad, Cameroon they managed to liberate part of the seized
territories. However, “Boko Haram” kept its fighting capacity. The fact that in
clashes with the government’s troops the Islamists suffered minor losses, gives
reason to suppose that they are sympathized by the local population and Nigerian
Muslim officers.

Part of the radical Islamic movement is also mentioned as the Somali
organization “Al-Shabab”. It was formed in 2004 by the leaders of the “Union of
Islamic Courts” as a salafit youth movement. After the defeat of the ICU ““Al-Shabab
became its successor and declared as the goal of its activities the liberation of the
country from foreigners, the creation of an Islamic state based on the principles of
salafism and the spread of genuine Islam in Africa. In 2014 alone “Al-Shabab”
carried out 497 attacks which killed 1022 people [3].
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Another epicenter of Islamist activity remains Mali. The country is burdened by
a number of economic, social, political and demographic problems. Its economy’s
basis is agriculture, but there is a shortage of land. Indeed, Mali has one of the highest
fertility rates in the world — 7.4 children per woman. The villages are overpopulated,
thus increasing social tensions and exacerbating ethno-confessional relations. The
most difficult situation formed in the north, in the areas of the compact dwelling of
Tuaregs and Arabs. This provides favorable conditions for Islamist propaganda which
combines with the social support of the poor. Training camps for radical Islamists
were created there. The situation became particularly acute after the “Arab Spring”
(2010 — 2011). During 2015 in the country there were 12 attacks involving groupings
such as “Al-murabitun”, “Al-Qaeda in the Islamic Maghreb” (Aqim)’, “Ansar al-
Din”® . Most resonant was the attack on the hotel “Radisson Blue” in the capital city
of Bamako. Terrorists from the organization “Al-murabitun” captured 170 people,
mostly foreigners. During the assault 30 persons perished.

The grouping “Ansar al-Din” is active in Mali too. In July 2012 the entire
territory of Azavad got into the hands of Islamists and they proclaimed the creation of
the Islamic State Azawad. In the cities of Gao and Timbuktu they destroyed a number
of Muslim and pre-Muslim holy places that were declared “architecture of idolatry”,
some of which having the status of World Heritage Site. On the occupied territories
Islamists introduced sharia law, persecuted residents for smoking and drinking
alcohol.

A troublesome trend is transnational extremist organizations acquiring
transnational nature. Thus, since 2013 “Boko Haram” has been accomplished acts of
terrorism in the neighboring Chad, Niger and Cameroon. In August 2014 leader
Abubakar Shekau proclaimed the creation of a caliphate in the North East of Nigeria
with the capital in the city of Gvoza and in March 2015, after the oath of allegiance to
the “Islamic state” (ID),” the territory controlled by, “Boko Haram” was called
“Western African Province of the Islamic state”. In May 2015 “Al-murabitun”
declared having joined the ID. However, “Boko Haram” and “Al-murabitun” are

rather ideological allies of the “Islamic State” than its divisions.
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Somali “Al-Shabab” has spread its activities to Kenya, Ethiopia, Uganda and
Djibouti. In 2015 as a result of the attack of militants from “Al-Shabab” on a college
in the city of Garissa (Kenya) 147 people perished. One also knows their attacks on
Kenyan villages where Islamists killed all those who could not quote the Koran. In
2012 “Al-Shabab” formally joined the “Al Qaeda” as well as proclaimed the creation
of “Islamic Hoose Province”.

We also know that the Islamists cooperate with each other (“Boko Haram”,
“Al-Shabab”, ‘“Al-Qaeda the Islamic Maghreb”, “Al-Qaeda in the Arabian
Peninsula”), carrying out joint training, financial support, logistical operations and
improving the tactics of terrorist attacks.

Another distinguishing feature of the contemporary radical Islamic movement
that is inherent in Sub-Saharan groupings is a network of structures in nature, some of
which have poor contacts. However, the composition of these units is international.
Apart from Nigerians, mostly ethnic Kanuri, “Boko Kharam” also includes
immigrants from Mauritania, Somalia, Sudan. “Al-Shabab‘s” fighters are Sudanese,
Saudis, Egyptians, Pakistanis, Yemenis. Such organizations are not devoid of inner
struggle. In particular, “Al-Shabab” being heterogeneous in composition, includes
factions formed on the basis of clan affiliation. This causes the struggle the decisive
role in the outcome of which is played by the clan’s influence in Somali society.

The politicization of Islam in Africa is also caused by the fact that the African
ruling elite is under considerable spiritual influence and financially dependent on
international Islamic organizations and influential Islamic states. Therefore, state
structures often promote the activities of Islamic organizations and preachers or
remain friendly neutral to them.

The factor of Islamic solidarity also plays a role in advancing the influence and
strengthening the positions of Muslim countries in Sub-Saharan Africa against the
background of the growing global interest in this region of the planet. Thus, Saudi
Arabia i1s expanding its presence in Africa by funding the construction of mosques
and Islamic centers. A number of African countries (Sudan, Eritrea, and Nigeria)

supported the Saudi intervention in Yemen
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The Islamic factor as a leverage of influence is used by Iran as well. In Nigeria,
it is based on the fact of the dwelling in this country of the largest Shiite community
in Africa — about 1 million persons. Nigeria’s Shias are actively engaged in preaching
activities, sometimes appear to be allies of foreign forces and cause suspicion of not
being loyal to power. Really, the Shia Islamic Movement of Nigeria suffered a blow
from Nigerian security forces. In December 2015 in the city of Zarya (northern
Nigeria) Nigerian troops killed 1000 Shiites and the Shia spiritual leader of Nigeria,
Sheikh Ibrahim Zakzaki, was wounded and arrested, one of his wives and two sons
died. This provoked peaceful protests of Nigerian Shia. Iran reacted to the events
with demands to the government of Nigeria to give explanations.

Given the fact that Nigeria is the largest oil-producing country of Africa (oil
deposits are located in the south, and the main population of these districts is
Christians), its political situation affects the oil quotes and is in the sight of both oil-
producing countries and the most active in the area external actors, primarily the
USA, China and France. The aggravation of Sunni-Shiite relations can turn Nigeria
into a bridgehead of Iranian-Saudi rivalry. Advantages are so far on the side of Saudi
Arabia. However, the increasing Iranian influence in Nigeria is opposed to by the
United States. The country’s current leadership in the person of President
Muhammad Buhari (Sunni Muslim) and the government, which consists mostly of
Sunni Muslims, joined the Saudi “coalition against terrorism”, which was assessed by
many people as an anti-Shia and anti-Iran step. After all, the activities of the coalition
are aimed against Yemeni Houthis, known for their pro-Iranian orientation.

Some researchers believe that the Islamic factor can also be used by the USA
and Saudi Arabia to arrest China’s further penetration in Africa. Ethiopia and
Eritrea are called possible fires of tensions. It is possible to provoke a conflict
between them exercising the support of Muslim tribes living in eastern Ethiopia,
while the majority of the population is Christians. As China opened in Djibouti its
first military base in Africa, it is in this place that attempts to destabilize the situation

with the help of Islamists may occur.
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One should also expect further attempts of the radical Islamic ideas and groups
to move to the south of the continent. States of the sub-region prove to be weak and
cannot defeat Islamist forces by themselves. Therefore, this area attracts Islamists so
much with a probability of implementing the project of building an Islamic caliphate.
It 1s important to understand that by its characteristics: huge resource potential, which
is the basis of export income and wealth of the states; a significant number of young
people; acute socio-economic problems; the weakness of state institutions in
resolving the issues of internal conflicts and in ensuring stability and security — the
Sub-Saharan region is a suitable, if not ideal, territory for applying management
techniques on the territories that have already been approved by the militants of the
“Islamic state” in the Middle East. If the IS Islamists are ousted from the Middle
East, the probability of their migration to the countries of Sahel remains high, given
the abovementioned conditions. Africa has already seen such migrations of Islamists
from Algeria after their defeat in the civil war (1991 — 1999) as well as from Libya
after the regime of Gaddafi was overthrown (2011), and others. Islamists are actively
engaged in recruiting young people through social networks, taking advantage of the
lack of work as well as aggressively propagating radical views.

So, Islamic political movements remain an influential factor in socio-political
processes, primarily in the Sahel zone, where a large portion of the Muslim
population is concentrated. Islam is on a passionate rise. But in regions burdened with
a complex of social and economic problems it manifests itself in traditional Islam
becoming less attractive, given the growing radical Islamist sentiments. Even if the
current radical groupings in Africa are put an end to, another similar structures will
appear. In large human groups ideology cannot be defeated by force of arms, it can be
replaced with another ideology masses will accept. Not to become a bridgehead of
terrorism, the countries need profound reforms and support of the international
community to address the socio-economic and political marginalization of the regions
and social groups and to fight unemployment and poverty.

No doubt, a great role will be played by social policies aimed at incorporating

the youth in active social and economic life, giving it prospects for self-realization
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alternative to radicalism. And the leading countries of the world so interested in
developing relations with Africa now should help in this for the common good of the
world.

REGIONAL DIPLOMACY IN SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA
IN THE CONTEXT OF GLOBAL INTEGRATION OF THE POLYCENTRIC
WORLD: POLITICAL AND INSTITUTIONAL DIMENSIONS
In the study of international relations in the early 21% century, researchers focus
on different nations’ foreign policy and diplomatic activities, especially on their
institutional, social and economic components. Diplomacy and
economics are unique tools to harmonize international climate, to
settle acute crises and conflicts, to stir up social and political
processes, information and communication links, and to bring
different ethnic, religious, social and political groups together.

In the contemporary globalized world, every state is facing

new challenges and threats. The issues of cultural expansion,
internationalization and institutionalization are among them. They stress both a role
of a state in the contemporary international system and a potential of global
community’s common actions in the interests of every nation. National governments
are sensitive to the challenges and try to define the ways to address them on a legal
basis, both nationally and internationally. Despite a variety of approaches to the
implementation of the nations’ foreign policy doctrines, only few states pursue really
effective multi-vector foreign policy and diplomacy.

The rapid growth of political and diplomatic cooperation at regional and global
levels in the 21* century, and institutionalization of regional integration enabled the

Republic of Kenya to claim a role of an independent player in the international
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system and a participant of intensive integration processes both in Sub-Saharan
Africa and globally.

Nowadays, the Republic of Kenya is one of the most successful countries of
East Africa, which is developing dynamically, gaining a political and diplomatic
weight and a high status at the regional level.

From the first years of statehood, the Republic of Kenya declared the following
main principles of its foreign policy: independence, activity, equal remoteness from
confrontational blocks (the “positive neutrality principle”). The most stable are
Kenya’s traditional relations with Great Britain. Until now, the latter retains the
ability to influence its former colony, establishing itself successfully and getting
adapted to the new political and diplomatic realities of East Africa. The European
Union is not showing much interest in strengthening political relations with Kenya,
but at the same time it is trying to strengthen the economic component of its
cooperation with the East African region. In general, the USA is interested only in
military-technical contacts and in its military presence in this region on security
considerations. Strengthening of world globalization processes undoubtedly affects
Kenya’s foreign policy and makes internationalization of political, institutional and
diplomatic ties its priority.

Since mid-1980s, regional cooperation is one of Kenya’s diplomatic priorities.
The main objective of the country’s current international activities is to create
favorable external conditions for social and economic development, to form it as a
democratic state, as well as to promote the building of a multi-polar (polycentric)
world.

The Republic of Kenya has been for long in the number of the top ten leaders in
terms of political, social and economic stability on the African continent. It gained
this reputation as early as in the years of the rule of the first president Jomo Keniyatta
who was re-elected to this post on a non-alternative basis and by the overwhelming
majority of votes in 1969 and in 1974. However, the presidential elections held in
December 2007 and won by Mwai Kibaki (he was first elected to this post in 2002),

were on the point of destroying the country’s reputation of political stability.
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M. Kibaki's main rival — Raila Odinga who also sought to occupy president’s post,
contested the results of the elections and urged his supporters to arrange mass
protests. They resulted in a wave of bloody ethnic clashes throughout the country in
early 2008. They managed to stop them only thanks to the interference of the former
UN Secretary General Kofi Annan who managed to persuade the opposing sides to sit
at the negotiating table and resolve the issue by diplomatic means [1].

The main institutes of Kenyan statechood were formed in the first years of the
country’s independent development. However, important changes in the institutional,
politico-diplomatic and political development of the Republic of Kenya took place as
a result of large-scale liberal-democratic reforms of late 1990s — early 2000s [2].
The main results of the reforms were: the departure of military forces from power and
political activity as well as the introduction of a real multiparty system and direct
presidential elections in the country. At the beginning of the 21% century Kenya
considerably increased the role of legislative organs of power and of the institutional
development of the state [3].

Scientists point out new trends in the institutional and political development of
the Republic of Kenya [4]. The idea of federation is gaining popularity and spreading
on the African continent. In East Africa federalism has already become widespread
both at the domestic and regional levels. In Ethiopia there is a system of “ethnic”
federalism. In Somalia federal political institutions are already being formed.
Institutional and political processes in favor of a federal type of the state structure are
also spreading in the Republic of Kenya. So, today, we can state that in 2014 and in
2015 the trend to change Kenya’s state system towards decentralization according to
ethnic regional principle is becoming increasingly strong. Federalization affected the
East African region as a whole, which found its expression in the creation of the East
African Community. One of its main goals is to form a political federation under the
slogan “One nation, one destiny”.

At present the Republic of Kenya is a regional center of trade and finances in
Africa, and at the same time is an agricultural country with a relatively high level of

development of diversified agriculture. The mining industry is developed rather
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poorly and plays a minor role in the economy and general structure of the country’s
economic activity, although Kenya is rich in explored mineral deposits [5].

Today’s Kenya concentrates two-thirds of all national parks in Africa, so
tourism is to become one of the directions of socio-economic development of the
country. The tourist trip or safari tourism in this country is a perfect opportunity to
acquaint with the ancient culture of the Maasai tribe, to have rest on Kenia’s
wonderful beaches. Safaris take place in Kenya’s famous parks ‘“Masai Mara”,
“Tsavo” and “Amboseli”. They last from two or three days to several weeks.
Sometimes people are offered to combine classic Safari versions with exotic forms of
recreation — for instance, with elements of ornithology (bird watching and their
geographical distribution). Those who prefer fishing are offered to combine safari
with ocean fishing in the Indian Ocean.

In order to hold out and make progress in the development of today’s
globalized world, the Republic of Kenya (as well as other states of Africa) should
oppose to Western values and standards its particular African culture. The states of
the African continent should offer their alternative way of political, social, economic
and institutional development, while preserving their identity and having a deep
understanding of the problems the continent is facing [6].

The current state of the world stock market is characterized by an increasing
instability in the systemic uncertainty of the global institutional dynamics. The
slowed global growth and dropped oil prices bring about a growing disproportion
between developed countries and developing countries, deepening such phenomena
in the budget and financial sectors of these countries, including those of the
African continent [7].

Today we have to note that in Africa there is a conscious understanding of
global issues of our time, but real, common and effective ways of solving them have
not been found yet. Africa “occupies the last place in terms of interregional trade
and investment” [8].

In the contemporary diplomacy and foreign policy of the Republic of Kenya the

Ukrainian context is present as well, since “over the recent years Africa has been
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showing the world’s relatively high rates of economic growth, thus making Ukraine
pay increasingly more attention to this continent ... Africa should become an
important source of raw materials and some natural resources as well as a potential
market for products of Ukrainian manufactures... Now it is necessary to create a
trans-African network of point presence directed from the basic regional
diplomatic missions of Ukraine in Egypt, South Africa, Nigeria, (Ghana and Kenya),
Zambia, etc. to ensure Ukrainian trade-economic interests... ”’[9].

In its turn, Kenya is also interested in developing mutually advantageous
Ukrainian-Kenyan relations and strengthening international relations at all levels
and directions of bilateral trade-economic, political, military-technical and cultural-
humanitarian cooperation.

An important component of the new system of social relations is modern
information technologies. Today we are watching the following trend. The formation
of the economy based on modern knowledge becomes one of the main strategic
priorities in both developed countries and developing countries, which perceive the
modern innovative technologies as an effective tool that can provide the sustainable
socio-economic development of the country in general in the globalized world. The
Republic of Kenya has chosen one of the promising areas of its development, namely
the informational society with an equal prospect of integration into the global
information and communication space [10].

At present, Kenya has a rather developed information and communication
sector. But despite some successes and a rather rapid growth of the number of
subscribers, cellular (mobile) communication in Kenya continued to grow in 2013,
2014 and 2015 mainly in southern areas, where the largest industrial centers of the
country are located, in particular Nairobi, Mombasa and Kisumi.

Kenya’s leaders attach much importance to the spread of information
technologies in the country. The prospect was reflected in Kenya’s strategy of
development — “Kenya’s Vision 2030”. It is a program of development for the period
of 2008-2030, aimed at turning Kenya into “an industrially developed country with

an average income that provides its citizens with high living standards™ [11].
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The document covers a quite considerable period of time and demonstrates a
general vision of what kind of nation the Republic of Kenya should become until
2030. This program distinguishes three integral parts in the country’s development in
economic, social and political spheres. The main objective pursued by Kenya’s
government is to create an internationally competitive on and prosperous Kenyan
society with high living standards.

Thus, foreign policy and diplomacy are important elements of the nation’s
strategic policy oriented on democratic social and political development, economic
progress, consolidation of national identity, protection of national interests and
human rights as well as on ensuring the security of its citizens and the state.

Nowadays, world economy increases pressure on the countries of the African
continent, accompanied by economic rivalry for regions of influence, especially — in
East Africa. The process gives the states of the African continent a unique
opportunity to change Africa’s role in the contemporary model of world economy
and to diversify African economies according to the new conditions and needs of
social and economic development of the 21 century. However, this opportunity can
be successfully implemented only under certain conditions, namely the improvement
of public education, perfection of workers’ professionalism, joint efforts and
coordinated actions of African countries in addressing crucial objectives of
development.

The qualitative changes in the Republic of Kenya 21* century foreign policy
include a transition to pragmatism in all areas. They are based on historical
background of the country as a former colony of Great Britain.

Large-scale changes in the social and political, economic and security situation
in the Middle East and North Africa, generally defined as “Arab Spring”, actualized a
task to take a new look at a role of African nations, including the Republic of Kenya,
in the globalized world and analyze their effective regional policy and diplomacy in

institutional, political and diplomatic dimensions.
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INTEGRATION PROCESS IN AFRICA:
ATTEMPTS OF REGIONAL INTERACTION
The integration processes that have spread in the world
since a crash of a bipolar international system are playing a
constructive role in many regions of the world. Along with
classic forms of European integration in the twentieth century,
new formats of Asian regional interaction appeared

unexpectedly successful. African countries are also striving for

integration of the region.

Objective circumstances promote developing of initiatives laid down by the
leading countries of the region in the late 1980s. At the beginning of the third
millennium, the African continent occupies a special place in the system of
international political and economic relations. Although Africa lags behind other
regions in terms of economic development, now it has one of the largest raw material
potential in the world. In particular, among minerals are 90% of the world’s resources
of platinum, 60% of cobalt and manganese, 40% of gold, diamonds and so on. Africa
produces 1, 5 million tons of cotton, over 1 million tons of coffee and other products
of tropical agriculture, timber and valuable species.

African countries are represented in many international intergovernmental
organizations. A larger part of UN members is composed by African countries; they
are also represented at the Security Council and other influential international forums.
It is obvious that development of world’s economic ties and the reproduction of an
integral system of international security are impossible without the countries of the
continent.

At the end of the twentieth century, the new trends and results of global
economic relations (the strengthening of financial and economic potential of the

developed Western countries, the success of Asian integration, the increasing
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economic impact of the EU, USA, China, India, ASEAN countries, etc. on Africa
prompted African countries’ leaders to take decisive steps to arrange their future.

The prerequisites for the trend were laid by numerous attempts to unite efforts
for the region’s economic development. Being quite different in terms of area,
population, level of financial and economic development and political stability, the
countries formed united unions and organizations, which mostly formed sub-regional
groups.

Nowadays, the most common category of regional integration associations in
Africa is sub-regional alliances representing different (by the number of members)
groupings of the sub-regional area [1]. It was they that laid the foundations for
mutually beneficial relations. The sub-regional level of integration appeared to be the
most appropriate one on the African continent. The member states strive for
agreement on joint efforts to improve economic conditions in the national economies
with the small and traditionally “known” group of actors which often have common
territorial borders, similar problems of economy’s management, the same goals and
objectives regarding the vision of future as well as analogous political, financial and
economic potentials to achieve them.

The projects of the economic development of African countries were
traditionally initiated and supported by the IMF and the World Bank. For example, in
the late 1990’s experts of World Economic Forum in Davos put forward initiatives
according to which the leading Western donor countries should reconsider the terms
of assistance to African countries, in particular, in supporting long-term scientific and
technological projects. Meanwhile, the USA and European countries were offered to
open their markets for African goods. In addition, the integration processes in Africa
are supported by large international organizations and associations which are a
current moving force of the reforms. Unlike European countries where economically
developed states (Germany, France) are carriers of material and institutional
foundations of integration, in Africa this function is performed by international

intergovernmental organizations. An example of this is the Organization of African
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Unity (OAU). Until the second half of the 1990°s the UAE’s strategy was to support
regional associations.

It was reflected in the creation of integration associations, based on two- and
three-level institutional structures, which except member states also included
organizational formations of sub-regional and cross-border nature. The latter, having
the certain autonomy in making economic policy, could coordinate their activity
better than at an interstate level. In particular, the African Economic Community
(AEC) started functioning on the corresponding basis. It was formed from 34 African
countries and as well as from SADCC, ECOWAS members and others. Finally after
the 1991 Treaty on the African Economic Community (AEC) was signed,
prerequisites were created not only for the functioning of the common market, but
also for a closer political cooperation.

The strive of African countries to integrate economically was based on the
necessity of providing favorable conditions for the development of the economy,
oriented on the satisfaction of the domestic market needs. Initially, the idea of the
African common market was reflected in the creation of the Southern African
Development Coordination Conference (SADCC) in the 1980°s. In 1992 it
transformed into the Southern African Development Community (SADC). Today the
Community is the most influential sub-regional organization in Africa.

The total population of the 15 countries — members of SADC is about 277
million people, the total GDP is about 575, 5 billion dollars [2]. The leaders of the
SADC states signed an agreement on establishing in South Africa a free trade area to
improve the competitiveness of African goods in the world market.

Almost simultaneously with the creation of the AEC and SADC in 1989 in the
northern part of the African continent was created the Arab Maghreb Union with the
participation of Algeria, Libya, Mauritania, Morocco and Tunisia. The agreement
envisaged the creation of expanded economic cooperation based on regional
integration. The integration was considered to be an alternative way of development
and a peculiar means of achieving economic growth by using internal potentials

of participants of the integration. The “self-reliance” concept envisaged that progress
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can be achieved through the use of local resources and mobilization of internal
factors of development. It was envisaged that in some regions will be set up domestic
markets that will form the basis for modernizing the economy. Characteristically, the
corresponding idea is present in the plans of the African Unity Organization to create
the African Economic Community prior to 2025. However, the economic
development of most African countries is currently a subject of discussion at
international forums as the one that needs to be supported. Most of the population of
the continent lives below the poverty line, and plans to revive economy result mainly
in the growing raw-mining sectors of the economy.

So, despite the poverty and low economic indicators of development, African
countries have gained some experience of developing various forms of regional
economic cooperation. Among them should be called the West African Economic
Community (WAEK), the Council Concorde, the Economic Community of Western
African States (ECOWAS), the Economic Community of Central African States
(ECCAS), the Customs and Economic Union of Central Africa (CEUCA), the
Economic Community of the Great Lakes region (Burundi, Zaire, Rwanda) mostly
based on bilateral relations, the Zone of preferential trade of East and South Africa
(ZPTESA), the East African Community( EAC), Common market of Eastern and
Southern Africa (CMESA), the South African conference on coordinating the
development of the West African Economic and Monetary Union (WAEMU), the
South African Development Community (SADC). African countries are also
members of the credit union of the Arab Monetary Fund, etc.

The new stage of development of international relations requires an adequate
response to the challenges of time. The problems of Africa’s current economic
development, in particular, such ones as the necessity of seeking ways to develop
modern technologies, creating a quite independent internal market of states,
involving mutually advantageous investment in the economy, etc., require new
approaches and mechanisms for their solution. African countries are facing the need
for a higher level of trust and unity based on the accumulated experience of joint

cooperation.
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An important event on the African continent was the creation of the African
Union (AU) — the largest international intergovernmental organization which
replaced the Organization of African Unity. The heads of the continent’s countries
endorsed the Constitutional Act of the African Union at the OAU summit in July,
2000 in the city of Lomo (Togo). At that very time the creation the African Union
was declared. The main difference between the OAU and the AU is their priorities of
activity. If the former aimed at political integration to strengthen the national
independence and territorial integrity of African states, the latter emphasizes the need
for economic integration on the basis of achievements of sub-regional integration of
the continent.

Given the shortcomings of the previous stage of development marked with a
painful perception by African leaders of any pressure on national sovereignty and
distrust towards national initiatives, the way of economic cooperation as the main
dominant of relations of African states was chosen .

A new step toward the development of Africa became the NEPAD program
“New Partnership for Africa’s Development” which was adopted at the first summit
of the African Union (9 — 10 July, 2002) in the city of Durban (South Africa). The
large-scale program of Africa’s strategy of development determined a range of
measures to be implemented in the economy of the continent.

The need to escape backwardness of African countries as well as to promote
their economic growth and the expansion of their active participation in international
organizations was associated with the necessity of their self-reliance and attempts to
resolve the debt problems, for instance, in the 2000’s African contributions
amounted to 30% of total budget expenditures; in 2014 the volume of the AU budget
was 308 million dollars, including that the contributions of African countries
accounted for 46% [3].

The international community has shown support for the AU initiatives. In
particular, the “Big Eight” summit in the city of Kananaskis (Canada) in June, 2002
approved the Action Plan of the “Group of Eight” of Africa; at the summit in Evian
(France) in June 2003 the heads of states of the ‘“eight” adopted a number of new
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documents, including the Africa’s Plan of the “Group of Eight” to strengthen the
capacity of countries for conducting operations in support of peace as well as the
Action Plan to combat hunger. This program was also supported by the UN, the EU
and the WTO.

In the globalized world, African countries are trying to adequately respond to
challenges of time. The leading actors of international relations having their own
interests and goals in the African region, they act both as mediators and donors in
solving problems of countries and as disproportional consumers of the continent’s
resources. The accumulated experience of regional interaction enables African
countries to rise to a new level of relations both between the actors of integration
cooperation and between African countries as well as between the leading

countries of the world and influential players in contemporary international relations.
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FORMATION OF INDEPENDENT AFRICAN STATES AND
PROSPECTS OF THEIR FURTHER DEVELOPMENT

In the 30s of the past century the outstanding intellectual man of the Haus
people — Malla Aminu Kano wrote in the newspaper “Gaskiya Ta fi Kwabo” (“The
’ J truth is more precious than money”): “Some foreigners believe
that we can not make progress, but they forget that in the far-
away past the foundations of our culture, were laid, we created
independent states, had laws, spiritual life, money circulation,
foreign trade, and that our language has had its writing from

time immemorial”. The peoples, inhabiting the African continent,

had their long history and culture. Unfortunately, now there are a lot of stereotypes
about Africa as to its being doomed to everlasting backwardness.

In ancient times, to the south of the Sahara there were many states, some of
which were empires, including Ghana, Mali, Songhai, which successively replaced
one another. Today there is a rich heritage of the former empires, including the
cultural one. For example, in the city of Timbuktu alone over 30 thousand
manuscripts that survived are being kept. They were written not only in Arabic, but
also in many local languages. There were states and protostate formations much more
to the south of the Sahara, on the territory of modern Botswana, Namibia, Angola.
Colonialism ruined the gradual evolution of these state formations and brought about
a number of painful problems of political and economic nature that affected the
further development of these countries. After all, Europeans were not the only reason
of the destruction of these ancient state formations. In particular, the largest and
rather successful Songhai Empire, which was situated on the territory of modern
Mali, Niger and other neighboring states, was destroyed by Moroccans long before
Europeans appeared there [1, 4].

We should emphasize the fact of arbitrary division of areas where the peoples
dwelt including great ones because of colonialism. In large areas for a long historical
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time autochthonous peoples of the continent formed their cultural space and
developed political and economic relations, which were artificially changed right
away. Many people as well as single ethnic groups were separated owing to territorial
boundaries between different states. In particular, the Hausa people were divided
between Nigeria and Niger, and the people of Botswana are partially dwelling on the
territory of modern Botswana, while a large number of representatives of the people
are now living in the neighboring country — South African Republic, and its language
is one of the state languages there. Similar artificial divisions resulted in blurring
civic identity.

According to the researchers, “a man identifies himself primarily as part of a
particular ethnic group, tribe, clan or religious group. But he identifies himself as a
citizen of a definite state after his identification by the first signs has occurred. Over
the recent decades, the situation on the continent started changing” [2, 8].

European colonialists who divided practically al the continent according to
their interests used different management styles. The British kept the so-called
indirect management, leaving the local elite at power; as a rule, the French passed to
direct management; blatant leadership style was inherent in the Portuguese.
Consequently, nowadays the former Portuguese colony has the biggest problems. The
English indirect control led to the situation that in the north of Nigeria there are
dozens of sultanates the power of which are far from being “decorative” and the
influence of local leaders there is not symbolic either. For example, in Nigeria there
is the Agadez sultanate, the sultan of which solves far more issues than the central
government that exists there in name only. The problems the local authorities are
facing are caused by in-depth reasons enrooted in the social, cultural, ethnic, political
and economic history of the nations. In particular, the existence of the sect Boko
Haram, which initially appeared among the representatives of the Kanuri people, is
also based on the layers of cultural and religious life of Africa’s people.

Most often in the political life of the African peoples democratic processes
become more complicated and often are confined to formal attributes as leaders

and other respected persons supporting local cults just order their followers to vote
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only for certain persons. So, any observations will not fix any infringements, but the
expression of will as such is still absent. Only during the recent decades in most areas
of the continent the situation is beginning to slowly change.

We should also mention the fact that if for European countries the presence of
established traditions in the formation of states is the basis of their achievements,
then in the case of Sub-Saharan Africa one sees a different situation. The states
without state-established traditions, including Botswana, Namibia and others, become
more successful when they start building their state anew.

On the other hand, the imperial past of Africa’s peoples dwelling to the south
of the Sahara is an obstacle to them that prevents them from getting the expected
impulse for political and economic development. Practically the entire territory of
the region was colonized except Ethiopia. But there, on the contrary, we see that the
imperial legacy of the people excluded any plan development and caused great
damage to Ethiopians when they were fighting in Somalia, Eritrea that eventually
separated again. The division of the single political entity limited poor resources and
made the harm to further development.

After independence was gained in Africa’s countries took place the events that
shaped the development of the region for the future. In particular, it is connected
with the socialist experiments and the criminal activity of the Soviet Union which
ignited wars with a view to its henchmen’s coming, as well as with the euphoria of
political power, which proved false. Even such prominent figures as Kwame
Nkrumah, Leopold Sedar Senghor (an academician of the French Academy of
Sciences and a prominent poet, but this did not prevent him from becoming a famous
dictator who threw many intellectuals into prisons) could not avoid some socialist
sentiments [9, 7, 6].

The former parent states especially in the first years of Africa’s independence
imposed unequal treaties on economic cooperation, did not shun collaborating with
dictators, even with the most odious ones, such as Jean Bedel Bokassa in the Central
African Republic, the current Teodor Obiang Mbasogo Nhuema in Equatorial

Guinea, who 10 years ago declared himself a “god” and forced people to worship
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himself (on the radio the “worship” of his sect). At the same time this does not
prevent the Western world from cooperating with the dictator. So, the double
standards are quite acceptable in the policy of West toward African countries.

Signs of neocolonialism observed in economic relations between the West and
Africa have negative consequences both for the former and for the latter. Thus, the
company “Areva” in Niger, engaged in mining uranium ore in the 60’s, signed an
agreement that proved to be disadvantageous for the country and made it completely
dependent on the extraction of this resource. When in the 80’s the uranium ore prices
dropped, Niger experienced a peculiar kind of economic collapse, and only now some
diversification of the economy is taking place.

After all, now it becomes clear that neocolonialism is harmful not only to the
Africans, but also to the Europeans. Streams of migrants, extremism, based mainly on
economic factors, have and had its consequences for Europe and USA. For example,
in 2000 the United States adopted the law “On economic growth and trade
opportunities in Africa”, according to which 38 countries in sub-Saharan Africa,
which followed a series of claims (the main of which is the rule of law), have certain
preferences: reduced tariffs or for lack of them when exporting the products to US.
Every year the trade turnover between USA and the African countries increase by 6 -
7% [3, 5, 8].

One should also note such a factor as the struggle for resources between
countries as well as  between separate clans. For example, in the Democratic
Republic of Congo there are large deposits of precious metals and polymetallic ores.
Some local leaders and warlords took control of a territory, extracted resources and
exported them to the West. Now it is harder to do it and sometimes is not possible at
all, because sanctions have been introduced and it is demanded that the countries get
“clean” products, that is not from the zones of conflict, but rom ones controlled by
the government.

The role of India and China is beyond any doubt. Persian Gulf countries,
Malaysia and Canada also activated, especially in such an important region as the

Sahel. This led to the fact that countries that once needed the assistance, now do not
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need it any longer. Some countries are now developing much more successfully than
Ukraine, and some, like Botswana, immediately took the right vector of development.
The world-famous agency “Moody’s” predicts the doubling of investment in Africa
over the next two years. There is an especially favorable prognosis or Nigeria,
Angola, Kenya, Ghana, South African Republic [7, 9].

It should be noted that in an increasingly greater number of cases of the
peaceful transfer of power occur in Africa one can observe the democratization and
liberalization of society. In particular, recently Muhammad Buhari became Nigeria’s
president. It happened as a result of a democratic process, and its predecessor,
Goodluck Johnson, lost power after losing elections. Twenty years ago this was
impossible to imagine. Similar things occurred in Guinea and elsewhere.

The solution of conflicts in Rwanda and in other states has led to an accelerated
economic growth. It must be said that here and there new conflicts broke off. For
decades the war in Sudan has been continuing which resulted in the separation of
South Sudan, but as early as a year later a war broke off inside the state. There are
still zones of tension in Somalia. Recently extremism is strengthening in the Sahel
region. In Mali, Niger, Mauritania, Burkina Faso, Niger, there are pockets of
extremism [8, 1].

An important role is played by environmental issues, global warming. Water
resources are becoming less available against the background of the growing
population. In deference of this one should mention not adequate development of
tourism, particularly ecotourism, and the beginning of a large-scale struggle for
preserving wild life. It is worth mention the name of Vanhori Maathai, a Nobel
laureate from Kenya, because thanks to her efforts about 30 million trees were
planted in the areas of active deforestation.

Speaking about Africa, one should take into account a certain conditionality of
statistics indicators such as the GDP and the medium incomes. In particular,
Equatorial Guinea has a very good indicator of the GDP per capita, but these are 99%
of the president’s and his entourage. The same may be said about Gabon, where over

forty years Omar Bongo ruled. He secured in the constitution his right for all entrails
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of the country. Now his son is continuing this tradition. On the other hand, people
who are formally unemployed are engaged in subsistence farming, retail trade and
can live quite well [3, 6, 8].

In general, there are no simple solutions in seeking advice on the development
of African countries. When studying these topics, one need to take into account all
the complex set of facts and draw conclusions only after analyzing them carefully. In
conclusion, I would like to emphasize that to study the formation of the African
countries is important in Ukraine given the problems of our country’s statehood

formation and prospects of cooperation with the countries of the African continent.

NAMIBIA: PROGRESS AND PROBLEMS IN THE CONTEXT
OF OVERALL DEVELOPMENT AFTER INDEPENDENCE

Recently, Africa is increasingly turning to itself the attention of the rest of the
world owing to the significant economic and political transformations taking place on
the continent. However, unluckily studies in this complex, important and largely
didactic processes in Ukraine are not carried out at a proper level,
although the economic cooperation of our country with African
countries is very promising and important.

It should be noted that despite a pronounced progress in

many areas in today’s Africa there are only a few states that may

be called truly successful. There are also some countries that are
actively and steadily moving towards success, overcoming a number of obstacles and
gaining certain achievements. One of these states is Namibia, which borders on the
most successful country in Africa, Botswana, and the economically powerful South
African Republic. Over the recent years, the country has turned to itself the attention
of the international community due to the fact that in 2014 it held continent’s first
entirely electronic general elections, and in 2015 its former President Hifikepunye
Pohamba was awarded a reward of the Mo Ibrahim Foundation for promoting the
development of democracy.

So, what is the profile of Namibia, what achievements has it gained and what
problems are still has to be solved? Namibia is the country in South-West Africa,
with the area of 825,418 square kilometers and the population of 2 million 400
thousand people. Its capital is the city of Windhoek with 320 thousand residents. A
larger part of Namibia’s territory is occupied by deserts and semi-deserts, a smaller
one is occupied by savannas and rare woodlands. In particular, about 20% of its
territory is made up by one of the driest deserts of the world, the Namib desert [1].

However, the nature of the country is unique and amazingly diverse. Namibia has a
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great number of reserves that attract tourists from the whole world and its
environmental protection is actively carried out [5].

It 1s necessary to mention the fact that Namibia gained independence much
later than almost all other countries of the continent, namely on March 21, 1990. The
history of the country was full of tragedies and specifics that influenced its further
development.

Portuguese D. Kahn and B. Dias (in the 80’s of the fifteenth century) were the
first Europeans to reach the territory of the current Namibia, but given the almost
complete absence of convenient bays and complex natural conditions its
colonization did not take place at that time. Till the second half of the XVIII century
these lands were visited only by whalers and hunters of seals. At the beginning of
the second half of the XIX century some local peoples were passing the stage of
formation of an early feudal state. We mean such peoples as the Ovambo, Nama and
Herero. In particular, the leader of the tribe Orlam of the Nama people (also known
as Hottentots abroad) Jonker Afrikaner, after leading the tribe from the territory
controlled by the Boers, founded his own headquarters near modern Windhoek,
created a 2000 regular army and took control over a vast area. The protostate he
created perished soon from the hands of colonizers like that of the people Ovambo
and Herero as well as the chiefdom of Herero’s leader Samuel Maharero [1, 3].

In 1884, German colonists declared their power over the country. Overcoming
the fierce resistance of the local population, they captured the whole territory of
modern Namibia till 1907. The number of the greatest crimes of the colonialists
includes the genocide of the Herero people, carried out by General von Trot after the
rebellion of 1904 — 1907 was suppressed. Over a year this general was blockading the
Herero people who had taken refuge in the desert Omahehe on the fringes of the
Kalahari. As a result, thousands of people died of starvation and heat while thousands
of others perished in the fighting [3].

However, researching the period of the German occupation from a modern
viewpoint, one should note that it had also a number of positive aspects. In particular,

it was then that Namibia’s quite developed transport infrastructure was laid (now
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except the developed network of railways and roads, it includes 112 airports),
cities of order were built, sea ports Walvis Bay and Luderitz appeared, mining and
astrakhan sheep breeding were started (German colonists brought about 10 000 sheep
from Bukhara, and nowadays Namibia provides over half of world production of
astrakhan), educational institutions, hospitals and newspapers appeared as well.

In 1915, Namibia’s territory was occupied by the troops of the South African
Union (which later became the South African Republic). From that time in the South
African Republic an apartheid regime was at power, the exploitation of the local
population and racial segregation were intensified and economic development was
distorted. The peoples of Namibia waged a long struggle for independence [3]. After
World War 11, local parties began to appear in Namibia while the leading political
force became the SWAPO — the People's Organization of South-West Africa which
still exists and has been at power since the moment when the country gained
independence. Among its founders were Toivo ya Toivo and Sam Nujoma. From the
start the party has adopted the ideology of socialist orientation, for this reason it was
assisted by the countries of the former Soviet bloc, including the Soviet Union and
Cuba. Since 1966, the SWAPO has waged a guerrilla war against the occupying
forces [7].

During the reign of the apartheid regime in Namibia the trend of the parallel
development of two types of conducting economy: African natural economy and
market economy based on the export of raw materials was finally shaped. The
dichotomy vector of economic development has not been overcome so far. At that
very time white settlers got the best lands of agricultural destination as their property
while local inhabitants were settled in the so-called “homelands”, which was actually
a kind of reservation. The occupation authorities tried their best to divide Namibia’s
population by national signs, and the country became a raw materials appendage of
South Africa and a consumptive market for its products [1].

For understanding the current situation in the country, the ethnic composition
of Namibia’s population should be discussed. Thus, the African population of

Namibia is divided into two groups: Bantu and Khoisan peoples who have racial
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differences. The oldest population in the present-day Namibia is the Nama
(Hottentots) and Bushmen (divided into the tribes of Kung, Khomani, Nusan, Sarva,
Awni, Auen and Zughassi). They have been living on this land for at least the last
three thousand years. Such peoples as the Mountain Damara, Herero are a product
of mixture of Herero and Nama; in terms of the language it belongs to the Khoisan
peoples, and by external appearance to the Bantu, Damara — the most black people in
Africa. Such as ethnic and social group of the population as Rehobot (rehobot
bastards) are a product of mixture of white men and hottentot women. The social
status and educational level of Rehobots in the apartheid times were far higher than in
other nations. Their native language is mostly Afrikan.

The largest people of Namibia is Owambo, which makes up nearly 50% of the
population, and their language Oshiwambo, especially the dialect Ndong, is the
most widespread language of the country. Owambo which like Herero appeared on
the territory of Namibia in the XVIII century, inhabit mainly the north of Namibia
(and are divided into tribes of Kwanhari, Kuanama, Okafima, Oombalantu,
Onhandzhera, Onhuanhu, Ukualuti, Shwale, Munda and Ondanga). Close to Owambo
are the peoples Yeyi, Herero and Himba. And in the region of Caprivi Strip, among
others, the people lozi dwells, the majority of which live in neighboring Zambia.

In Namibia there are still significant communities of Germans (35 000),
Afrikaners (104 000), the Anglo-Africans and Mulattos. Recently, the presence of
Chinese is becoming increasingly noticeable.

On the initiative of the SWAPO, the official language became English, which
now is obligatory for studying at schools. The languages Afrikaans, German, Herero
and Oshiwambo are widespread too. Most of the local languages have their writing.

Namibia belongs to the number of countries rich in natural resources. In
particular, in Namibia there are large reserves of diamonds, and 98% of them are of
jeweler value. Other precious and semi-precious stones: tourmaline, aquamarine,
agate, topaz are extracted too. In Omaruru and Rehobot there are deposits of gold.
Namibia has large deposits of uranium, copper and tin in the region of Tsumeb —

Hrutfonteyn — Ottawa. And in the area of Abenaba there is one of the world’s largest
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deposits of vanadium ore. There are deposits of iron, lithium and beryl ores and
manganese (Ochivaronho). Since 1972, tungsten have been exported. Lead and zinc
are exported as well. Namibia predominantly exports its raw materials and
concentrates while the final production of them, given high added value, is actually
absent, although the government is trying to change the situation (the government’s
efforts led to the opening of the diamond-processing factory “Naji”’). Namibia's
coastal waters are rich in fish, the country has a developed fish-processing industry
and the food industry, and a number of its products are exported, in particular to
Europe. But Namibia is poor in energy resources and has to import energy [2, 4].

When Namibia gained independence and leader Sam Nujoma became the first
SWAPO president, his government began to launch a policy of national
reconciliation. A general amnesty was announced to the participants of armed
conflicts, no matter which side they fought fort.

Importantly, the formed SWAPO government, despite the socialist views of it
leaders resorted to weighed economic and social steps, drawing as a whole correct
conclusions from the mistakes of those African countries that had been previously
engaged in socialist experiments. It was as early as in 1990 that a very important
document was adopted, namely the liberal act on foreign investment, which gave
guarantees against nationalization, guaranteed the freedom to use people’s own
capital and profits, currency convertibility and the fair hearing of disputes in the
court. This immediately produced positive effects on the country’s economy,
improving the investment climate in it. Currently, in Namibia there are large state-
owned companies, such as “Air Namibia”, “Transnamib”, “NamPost”, but they
require permanent subsidies from the budget for proper operation.

Land suitable for cultivation is just a bit over 1% of Namibia’s territory, but
agriculture employs nearly half of the working population, mostly farms and cattle
breeding being meant. There are about 4000 commercial farms in the country, the
overwhelming majority of which belongs to whites. They occupy over half of the
land suitable for farming. Since the late 1990’s the government launched a land

reform, Germany and the United Kingdom taking part in its financing. Importantly,

unlike Zimbabwe, in Namibia a forcible expropriation of land from whites with a
view to of redistributing it among black citizens did not occur. Despite the
attractiveness of such steps in terms of populism, the government abstained from
hasty steps, being aware of their harmfulness for agriculture.

Namibia’s GDP is 17.79 billion dollars, and the rate per capita — 8200 dollars,
exceeding the similar indicator for Ukraine. The economic growth is 4.4% annually.
But we should remember about the conventionality of such an index as the average
per capita income. The distribution of Namibia’s GDP is extremely uneven, so the
Ginny index, which indicates such a parameter as uniform distribution and income
inequality is one of the worst in the world. About one third of the population lives
below the poverty line — on less than $ 1 a day, about 50% more live on less than two
dollars a day. The unemployment rate is high — about 27% while the median age of
the population is 21.2 years [6].

It is interesting to pay attention to the GDP distribution by sectors. Unlike most
African countries, the agriculture accounts for a modest share — 9.5%, the mining
industry — for 12.4%, the production of goods — for 15.4%, and services — for over
60% (by this indicator Namibia is approaching developed countries). However, 47%
of workers are employed in agriculture, 33% — in services, 20% — in the industry.
According to the Easy Doing Business rating, Namibia occupies the 88-th place.
Tourism accounts for 14.5% of the GDP. This sector employs 18.2% of the employed
population. In recent years ecotourism has been actively developing [6].

Exports account for 2.04 billion dollars and imports — 2.35 billion dollars. That
is, the trade balance, though negative, is not critically shaken. Budget revenues are
1.945 billion dollars and expenditures are 2.039 billion dollars, so the budget deficit
is low. The public debt is 28% of the GDP, which is relatively acceptable compared
to other countries not only in Africa but also around the world.

To negative aspects and challenges one should attribute Namibia’s huge
dependence on the import of consumer goods from the South African Republic —
about 90% of all imports are coming from there, although South Africa gets slightly

more than one third of exports. The country imports about half of the consumed
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food. Namibia belongs to the South African Customs Union, which also includes
South Africa, Botswana, Lesotho and Swaziland. Within the organization, there are
no fees for products manufactured on the territory of the Member States. This is one
of the main problems of development of Namibia’s processing industry, because it
looks noncompetitive against the background of the dominance of cheap imports
from South Africa [3].

But the country has achieved noticeable successes on the way of establishing
democracy and ensuring human rights. Once independence was gained, Namibia
started transmitting power and holding regular elections at all levels.

According to the Constitution, the president may occupy his post for no more
than two terms, so the first president, Sam Nujoma, who is still alive and takes an
active part in social activities, resigned and handed his power over to Hifikepunye
Pohamba, who in 2015 handed over his power to the current President Hahe
Heynhobu [7]. In Namibia there is opposition and a number of parties operates, but in
terms of press freedom it occupies the 21-th place in the rating, sharing it with
Canada. After gaining its independence Namibia had only one conflict, a relatively
short one and with few victims, namely, the attempt of a separatist mutiny in the
region of Caprivi Strip, made by the Caprivi Liberation Army led by Muyongo
Mishake. The rebels, who belonged to the people of the Lozi, wanted to gain the
region’s independence and to form there the Itenhe state with the capital in
Katima-Mulilo, but the government troops quickly suppressed the rebellion and in
2002 declared the Caprivi region safe for tourism. Rest of Namibia’s territory is
safe as well. In general, it should be noted that, although the leading role in the
country’s political life is played by representatives of the people Owambo (and partly
Herero), the representatives of other nationalities are not subject to discrimination [4].

The level of Namibia’s education is also quite high. School education is free
and compulsory, the government allots for intensive reforms in the field of education
8% of the GDP, in the country there are two universities. The health protection sector
is in a suitable state according to WHO standards, but the average life expectancy is

only 52.2 years, this indicator is one of the lowest in the world. A big problem is also
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the fact that 13.1% of the population are infected with HIV / AIDS, though recently
the situation has begun to improve [8].

Namibia succeeded in achieving some successes in the fields of culture and
science. Worldwide known are the name of Joseph Diyesho (Diescho), author of
the first Namibian novel “The Birth of the Sun” (1988) and the novel “Alarmed
water”, the name of the well-known political analyst — Neshani Andreas (1964 —
2011), a writer who depicted the women’s role in traditional society (novel “The
violet purple of Oshantu”), as well as those of the intellectual and the analyst Alfredo
Thiurimo Henhari and Hal Shityuvete, a commander in the war for independence and
author of interesting memoirs. The world also knows the names of Gladys Karirirue
Kahaka, a well-known scientist-biochemist of plants and of the famous
mathematician Gunter Heymbek.

Especially famous in the world is the national hero of Namibia and the leader
of the Herero Hosea Komambumbi Kutako (1870 — 1970), who was able to
significantly influence the UN for it to contribute to the gaining of the country’s
independence, promoted the education and cultural development of his people,
disseminated the Herero written language and fought for the equality of all citizens
before law. His memory is honored in Namibia at the level of the Institute of
National Remembrance established immediately after the independence was gained,
and his remains are in the National Pantheon near the Arch of Heroes.

So, Namibia, existing in the difficult conditions in the moment of its becoming
independent, was able to achieve a number of successes. Despite serious problems, its
economy shows stable development, but in the realm of political life the country has
achieved truly outstanding results compared to that of the other countries of the
continent. An in-depth analysis of Namibia after it gained independence seems useful
and necessary in the context of global transformation processes. Also, it should be
recalled that Ukraine and Namibia established diplomatic relations at an
ambassadorial level as early as in 1992, and the development of trade relations
between our countries have great prospects, given, in particular, the fact that Namibia

is trying to achieve the diversification of imports, while Ukraine is seeking to come
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out with its products to new markets, looking for a replacement of the Russian
market in the context of Russia’s aggression against Ukraine. Therefore, the
development of relations between Ukraine and Namibia has a great potential and can

be equally and mutually beneficial.

STATE AND PROSPECTS OF UKRAINE’S COOPERATION
WITH AFRICAN NATIONS
First of all, the conference on African issues and publishing
its materials are of great importance since attention of Ukrainian
media and research centers and institutes to Africa is not sufficient.
Along with it, the African continent has recently become an
influential player in global international relations. Primarily, this is
happening due to the economic growth of the continent and the
attention of the world community and international organizations
to the issues of domestic politics and human rights in the region. We emphasize that
there are positive trends and developments in the sphere.

In particular, the researches of American scholars show the prospects of growth
of explored energy resources in Africa. Thus, recently the explored oil reserves of the
continent have increased by 120%, gas — by 140%. There has been a significant
increase in foreign investment in the region. An important factor in the development
of Africa’s consumption is a rapid growth of its population. According to some
forecasts, in 2015 - 2050 the pace of it will be the fastest in the history of the African
continent and in 2050 African population will reach 2.4 billion people. This is an
important trend that should be taken into account.

At the same time, the economic market will remain vulnerable to certain crisis
factors. They are terrorism, illegal trafficking of drugs and weapons, spread of viruses
of dangerous diseases, stagnating quality of health care, illegal immigration,

criminality, cyber criminality, dangerous climate changes and so on.
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However, there are some positive features as well. Thus, the World Tourism
Organization marks the rapid growth of tourism in the region, the second place in the
world by its amount. Moreover, interest in African tourism and its popularity are
increasing.

An important trend in Africa is presented by the integration processes on the
continent. Regional associations exist in East, West and South Africa. Pan-African
agreement on the trilateral Free Trade Agreement was reached in 2015. Africa is
looking for the ways for developing, and its countries will try to join the new global
and inter-regional integration structures.

Ukraine is interested in cooperation with Sub-Saharan Africa. In general, I will
remind that on the African continent there are 11 diplomatic missions of Ukraine. In
addition, our honorary consulates are operating in Guinea, Cote d’Ivoire and the
Democratic Republic of Congo. When the Ukrainian diplomatic institutions are
appealed to by local citizens, Ukrainian experts help and assist them properly in
resolving various issues.

Our presence enables us to develop military-technical cooperation. Ukraine’s
Foreign Ministry is making efforts to develop a political dialogue with Africa. Let us
recall that over the past two years Ukrainian-African political contacts both at the
multilateral and bilateral level have become more active. In particular, in 2015 Dakar
(Senegal) was visited by Ukraine’s Foreign Minister P. A. Klimkin who took part in
the forum of the International Organization of La Francophonie. In the same 2015
Ukrainian-Moroccan political consultations took place, and in April, 2016 Ukrainian-
Egyptian political consultations were held. In May 2016 Deputy Minister of Foreign
Affairs of Ukraine visited Nigeria, where Ukrainian-Nigerian political consultations
took place.

It should be emphasized that throughout 2015 the total volume of Ukraine’s
trade turnover with Africa amounted to the $ 4.4 billion mark, we having a solid
surplus, since Ukraine’s exports to African markets is 3.8 billion dollars (According

to the State Statistics Service of Ukraine).
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In Africa Ukrainian peacekeepers are serving, and in particular this touches
upon Liberia, Cote d’Ivoire, the Democratic Republic of Congo, Sudan, South Sudan.
Ukraine has been using its status of a non-permanent member of the UN Security
Council to consolidate the positive results in the development of relations with
African countries.

Our contacts are developing in the field of education and culture — here we can
rely on African students and graduates of Ukrainian higher educational institutions
(HEI). They have the opportunity to study Ukrainian culture, master the Ukrainian
language, create and spread the positive image of our country in their countries. We
still have an opportunity to rely on graduates of Ukrainian universities (as early as
since the Soviet times) who occupy high positions in their homeland. We also strive
to maintain informal dialogues with our African graduates concerning non-
governmental organizations, associations of friendship that are called upon to
strengthen comprehensive ties between Ukraine and African countries.

In summary, it should be emphasized that Africa has been and will remain in
the field of foreign policy and economic interests of Ukraine, although we should
recognize that a mention of Africa is sometimes absent in many official documents.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine is grateful to the Department of
Asian and African Nations’ History of the World History Institute of the National
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine for information and analytical papers for diplomatic
purposes. They are very useful for elaboration a policy, aimed at developing

Ukraine’s relations with African nations.

AFRICA IN THE PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE:
PROSPECTS OF ECONOMIC RELATIONS WITH UKRAINE

Africa is a continent with 54 National States, over 65% of
its inhabitants are under 20 years old. The continent which is
considered to be the cradle of mankind and a source of a
plenty of natural resources and human potentials continues to
be the most backward in terms of the average per capita
income.

Fate forced this continent to overcome the chaotic way

of development, that is to pass through slave trade, which in
its the time took the best forces of the population; through the colonization with its
worst manifestations, the effects of which still haunt peoples of different countries;
various coups and civil wars; all kinds of diseases, the origin of some of which is
still unclear, and other ailments. But now the consciousness of the continent peoples
is awakening and they are beginning to control their own destiny.

Radical positive changes are observed in different parts of the African
continent. They are especially noticeable among the younger generation, which
thanks to the mastering of high technologies, information and communications
stimulate the development of African nations. New horizons are opening, appears an
increasingly great number of young creative people who are leaders and develop the
more mature and less mobile (but conscious of the need for changes) older
generations of the continent. The trend to make serious decisions and bear
responsibility at a young age is enrooting. Youth’s activity gives reason to expect a
more dynamic pace of economic development. Due to this factor, as well as to a
number of other administrative, economic and socio-cultural measures of the African
leaders, the lagging of the continent is gradually decreasing.

Today Africa is a huge investment platform, where all or nearly all areas of

the people’s economy need to be developed: the construction and manufacture of
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building materials, machinery, agricultural technologies, production of fertilizers,
construction of hydroelectric power plants, aviation, medicine, education, etc. At the
same time, Africa has the huge natural and mineral resources, which causes great
interest to the continent on the part of the world’s leading economic and political
development.

Ukraine is a relatively young state, which is of tremendous interest for a
number of African countries. Ukraine’s relations with many countries of Africa go
back to the times of the Soviet Union. Even as a part of the USSR Ukraine played a
great role in training qualified personnel for the young African states which had
gained independence. A plenty of Ukrainian experts rendered significant assistance in
creating and developing the most important industrial and agricultural facilities,
research centers, institutions in the field of the education and training of professionals
in many countries of the African continent.

In the 90’s of the last century, after the USSR collapsed and Ukraine gained
independence, started the formation of new Ukrainian-African relations, based on the
principles of equality, mutually advantageous cooperation and international law.

At the same time, Ukraine has not inherited the previously created (under the
Soviet Union) framework for continuing trade, economic, scientific and technical
ties with African countries, so it had to create a lot of things anew, depending on the
diplomatic, political and economic expediency. It is worth noting that the
establishment of one diplomatic representation alone requires significant financial
investments the young state does not always dispose of (in particular Ukraine), so it is
not represented on the African continent wide enough. However, certain progress has
been made by trade-economic ties. The following tables provide an opportunity to
analyze the structure and peculiarities of trade (export and import) between Ukraine

and Africa in recent years.

The public (nongovernmental) organization “African Council in Ukraine” is
undertaking significant efforts in this direction and is a peculiar kind of the
“connecting bridge” between Ukraine and Africa, directly contributing to the

strengthening of Ukrainian positions in the markets of Africa and African ones in

Ukraine.

Ukrainian products are competitive on the African market, but the products do

not arrive on the market by their own, even if they are of great need. Market and
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international trade laws are such that to enter any market, they require apart from the
quality of goods and services large public and private efforts.

Africa is a huge attractive market both for Ukraine and for many interested
countries. Now and in future for the majority of African countries it is topical to
develop bilateral and multilateral, regional (inland) and interregional
(intercontinental) mutually beneficial trade relations. In addition, it is necessary to
bear in mind that the representatives of the United States and many Western and
Eastern countries use a variety of advanced technologies, compete with each other for
zones of influence in Africa and the conquest of the promising African market.

There is every reason to believe that the Ukrainian-African economic and trade
relations can develop successfully in the future. However, the Ukrainian government
should not sit back and watch the other active subjects of international relations
successfully conquering this promising market. Despite the temporary economic,
political and socio-cultural difficulties, Ukraine needs to show a greater interest and
activity in strengthening its position in the African continent, taking into account the

foregoing.

SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA IN THE XXI CENTURY:
NEW MARKETS FOR UKRAINIAN EXPORT

Sub-Saharan (or Black Africa) is now turning into one of the most promising
and developing markets for Ukrainian goods due to some next factors.

Firstly, the countries of Sub-Saharan Africa (SSA) has long
demonstrated the highest rates of the population’s growth, but
the local production of a number of foodstuff and other goods is
significantly lagging behind. According to UN assessments, the

total number of African population has amounted to 1 billion

residents, which is not much less than in China or India, and twice
as much as in the EU or North America. By 2050, it will have doubled. The growth
of the population of the Black Africa’s nations is able to provide the necessary
demand for Ukrainian foodstuff which production is expected to grow in the coming
decades.

Secondly, the increase in the number of inhabitants is occurring simultaneously
with rapid urbanization — the outstripping population growth of cities, especially
large ports and metropolitan agglomerations. Sub-Saharan Africa already numbers
more than fifty agglomerations where over 1 million persons are dwelling. Some of
them are much larger than any in Europe, being inferior only to some mega cities of
Asia and America. Large metropolitans of Sub-Saharan Africa, the population of
which is growing rapidly, create most of the demand for food by imports.

Thirdly, Africans have enough monetary funds to pay for the growing import of
goods, including foods as the rates of the economic growth of Sub-Saharan Africa are
steadily ahead of the population growth. Recently the annual increase in the GDP of
the SSA is in average 4 — 5 %. In a number of predominantly less developed
countries it reaches 7 — 10% and more, for example, in Ethiopia: 8,.5 — 11.5%, in

Tanzania and in Mozambique over 7%, in Kenya: 6 — 7%.
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According to the IMF data, in 2015 the nominal GDP of Black Africa
amounted to € 1.33 trillion and to € 0,72 trillion in 2008. And the crisis in 2008 — 2009,
from which Ukraine still can not recover, in the SSA countries manifested itself in a
temporary inhibition of the growth rates from over 7.5% to 4%, but the decline did
not occur. In 2015 the real GDP of the SSA was by 39% higher than in 2008, and
that of the regional leader of economic growth — Ethiopia was almost twice as
much as in 2008.

So, despite the rapid pace of increase in the number of Africans they are
becoming increasingly solvent all the same annually. In average the regional GDP’s
purchasing power parity (PPP) per capita increased from § 2.5 thousand PPP in 2005
to $ 3.06 thousand in 2009 and to $ 3.8 thousand in 2015 (for comparison: in Ukraine
this indicator in 2015 was $ 8 thousand.). Experts estimate that up to 2050, the gross
national product of Sub-Saharan Africa can increase at least 5 — 7 times as much
(despite the abovementioned problems). For us it is important that in such a situation
local African residents are in an increasingly greater need to purchase scarce goods
from abroad.

In 2015 the imports of Sub-Saharan Africa’s goods overcame a € 300 billion
mark (for comparison, the Russian Federation where the market for Ukraine is
gradually closing at the same time imported goods alone for € 164 billion).
However, only € 40 — 45 billion are purchases in the countries of other parts of
Africa, while the bulk of imports arrives from outside of the continent.

At the same time, important differences between the countries of the region are
hidden behind average indicators. The peculiarities and specificity of these
phenomena is that if import to the relatively wealthy countries of the region is
growing slowly, then it is growing rapidly to poor ones (40 — 50% annually). And this
is largely due to food and consumer products.

Finally, the predominantly low incomes of majority of SSA countries leads
to the fact that the lion’s share of their expenditure accounts for cheap foods in the
production of which Ukraine has a great competitive advantage over other foreign

suppliers.
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Despite the strong potentials of Black Africa, the current presence of Ukrainian
suppliers there is negligible even if compared to the African Arab countries north of
the Sahara. The latter in 2015 received Ukrainian goods for € 2.8 billion, and this
figure appeared to be 4.3 higher than five years ago (€ 1,6 billion in 2010). But as to
Sub-Saharan Africa it remained virtually at the same level and amounted to only
€ 0.64 billion.

As before, the main items of Ukrainian export to the SSA are rolled steel (for
€ 262.9 million), semi-finished products from it (€ 31 million) and wheat (€ 180
million), accounting for nearly 3/4 of total exports to these countries. However, in
several recent years one can see changes: Ukrainian producers have significantly
reduced the supplies of rolled metal and especially mineral fertilizers, at a time one of
the main products of our export to the countries of Black Africa.

The main consumers of Ukrainian products are four countries in the Northeast
region (these imports in each of them are indicated): Ethiopia (€ 125 million in 2015),
Djibouti (€ 53.9 million), Kenya (€ 45 million) and South Sudan (€ 20.1 million).
However, these amounts do not correspond to the potential of these countries and can
be increased in many times. The situation with the presence of Ukrainian goods in
the markets of the two largest economies in Sub-Saharan Africa is as follows: Nigeria
(€ 108.3 million) and South Africa (€ 49.2 million). Apart from the mentioned
countries, regular consumers of Ukrainian products remain West African Senegal
(€ 47.9 million), Ghana (above $ 37.5 million) and Ivory Coast (€ 21.4 million),
which will continue to buy a lot of Ukrainian rolled metal. Large supply of wheat
increased the presence of Ukrainian products in Mauritania’s markets (€ 21.2
million).

In recent years, lower prices and lower competitiveness in the world market of
certain Ukrainian products (metallurgy, fertilizers, etc.) led to a drop in supplies to
the countries of Black Africa, mainly in the area of the Gulf of Guinea. The loss of
the local markets of rolled metal products in favor of the Chinese suppliers is a result
of the declining competitiveness of outdated Ukrainian metallurgical enterprises and

a developing of current capacities in China. To restore and especially to increase
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presence in this market will be impossible. The rise of gas prices for Ukrainian
enterprises also led to the loss of fertilizers market in Africa. However, there is every
possibility of not only compensating the mentioned losses, but also of increasing
export to the region manifold at the expense of a number of “new” and potentially
competitive Ukrainian goods.

First of all, it is corn. The expected medium term growth of its production in
Ukraine is to 100 — 120 million tons, and at least the doubling of export require new
intensive markets. And the SSA region with its rapid growth of demand could be the
key here. Moreover, its current potential is used minimally.

In 2015, Sub-Saharan Africa’s countries purchased wheat alone for € 3.7
billion, in particular, Nigeria — for € 0.98 billion, South Africa — for € 0.43 billion,
Ethiopia — for € 0.39 billion, Kenya for € 0.25 billion, Tanzania — for € 0.16 billion,
Mozambique — for € 0.13 billion. However, Ukrainian wheat export there amounted
to only 0.78 million tons (€ 0.18 billion), mainly to South Africa, Kenya, Ethiopia,
Mozambique, Djibouti, Mauritania, Namibia and Tanzania. So, Ukrainian wheat was
less than 5% of African imports. Besides, in fact it was absent in the market of the
largest importer — Nigeria.

Despite the currently small presence in the markets of the African region,
volumes of supplies are increasing and the geography of import of Ukrainian maize is
expanding, although their volumes now, so to speak, are experimental. Thus, in 2015
— 16.5 thousand of tons of it (€ 2 million) were exported to the Ivory Coast
and 2 thousand tons (€ 0.25 million) — to Angola, and for the first four months
2016 — 37.5 thousand tons (€ 5.1 million) to South Africa and Cameroon.

SSA countries are a large importer of poultry meat — another kind of Ukrainian
products, which is highly competitive and has a high potential for increasing exports
from Ukraine. In 2015 it was supplied to the region for € 1.33 billion. The largest
importers were South Africa (€ 330 million) as well as Benin, Angola, Congo, Ghana
(at € 100 — 200 million each). The main share of these products is supplied by EU

countries (about 58% of South Africa’s import and over 76% of Benin).
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Currently, Ukrainian exports of chickens to the SSA, although growing rapidly,
still has a very small volume: 8.3 million kg. (= € 7.9 million) in 2015 and 6.3 million
kg. (= € 5 million) for the first four months of 2016. On the one hand, it is about the
same as to Jordan, which i1s 100 times as little than the Black Africa. On the other
hand, now poultry meat supplies to Sub-Saharan Africa’s countries are only 1.5
times as little than to the EU (9.1 million kg for four months in 2016), though the
average price is almost twice as little (respectively € 0.76 / kg to 1.8 € / kg).

In this situation the distance from the EU supplies to which is limited with
quotas is rapidly declining. So we can expect that soon at first by physical volumes
(in kilograms), and then by proceeds from the sale of Ukrainian poultry meat the
market of Saharan Africa will be larger for Ukraine than that of the EU. Finally, it
is legitimate: the SSA has consumers at least twice as much, for whom cheap poultry
meat is attractive against the background of deficit of its own production.

The African market also has great advantages as a compensation for the lost
Russian pork market, which has not been found an alternative to so far. Unlike
poultry pork is not bought t to Arab countries, but the SSA countries in 2015
imported a total of € 245 million (for comparison the volumes of supplies of
Ukrainian pork to the Russian Federation before the embargo amounted to € 47.5
million in 2015). We also mean a rather capacious market, which also has growth
prospects. The main buyers here are countries in the south of the continent — Angola
(€ 72.1 million), South African Republic (€ 66.9 million), Congo (€ 18.4 million),
DR Congo (€ 15.8 million), Gabon (€ 13 2 million) and Namibia (€ 8,2 million)

The further progress on the African market enables to fully compensate
Ukraine’s losses from the embargo for the corresponding products on the part of the
Russian Federation. By the way, Embassy of Ukraine in South Africa appealed with a
proposal organizing Ukrainian export of pork there. Like poultry meat, 40% of
Angola’s import and over 80% of South Africa and Congo are made up by supplies
from the EU with which Ukrainian ones can compete quite well given the price

indicator which is important for the region.
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SSA countries are large importers of dairy products. In 2015, they imported
condensed milk and cream for t € 1.1 billion (Nigeria: for € 295 million, Angola: for
€ 85 million, Somalia, Ivory Coast, Mauritius, Cameroon, Ghana, Senegal: for € 40 —
60 million each). However, today Ukraine’s share in this market is less than 0,5%
(€ 4.7 million) and is in times or even dozens of times inferior to that of Poland,
removed Malaysia and even Saudi Arabia, which have no large production of
milk and sugar. Apart from it the countries of Black Africa also import cheeses for
€ 183 million. Given the low incomes of local people it may look promising to
supply here from Ukraine cheap cheese products, which not long ago were sold only
in the post-Soviet countries and the export of which suffered very much from the
restrictions imposed by the Russia. Promising is to increase export to the market of
Saharan Africa and some other food products from Ukraine. They are supplied to
different countries in the region already today, though mostly in small volumes.

A promising segment of Ukrainian exports to the SSA is the pharmaceutical
branch. On the one hand, the region is a great importer of drugs, the volume of
purchases of which are growing rapidly (€ 6.9 billion in 2015 against € 4.1 billion in
2011). Most of them are imported by South Africa (€ 1.5 billion), Nigeria
(€ 0.8 billion), Ethiopia (€ 0.5 billion), Kenya (€ 0.4 billion), as well as Uganda,
Tanzania, Mozambique, Ghana and DR Congo (each at € 0.2 — 0.3 billion). On the
other hand, Ukraine is already an important exporter of packaged medications
(for o € 126 million 1in 2015), many of which are supplied to countries with a
climate similar to the African one — Uzbekistan (€ 33.6 million), Brazil (€ 5 million),
Vietnam (€ 4.2 million), Tajikistan (€ 2.3 million), Turkmenistan (€ 1.5 million).

The region is already one of the key markets for our aviation production. Last
year, Ukraine exported to Africa aircraft and their spare parts for € 28.3 million
(mainly to South Sudan, Uganda, Congo and Liberia). However, it is less than 1% of
import of the region in 2015, which amounted to € 4.2 billion. Additionally,
Ukrainian engines were sold to them for € 4.3 million (DR Congo, Equatorial
Guinea, Angola, CAR, South Sudan and Uganda). In 2016 the supplies of the latter

provided the domestic suppliers with € 2.6 million only during the first four months.
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However, it is also still less than 1% of import of turbo-engines to Sub-Saharan
Africa’s countries, which in 2015 amounted to € 1.18 billion. Various Ukrainian
electric machines and equipments, in particular radars, were sold in 2015 to SSA
countries for over € 20 million (Ethiopia, Chad, DR Congo, South Sudan and South
Africa).

In 2015 Sub-Saharan Africa’s countries purchased tractors for € 1.55 billion
and trucks for € 4.9 billion. However, unlike Egypt (which is north of the Sahara
where corresponding products came from Ukraine annually for tens of millions of
euros). Ukrainian export to the SSA was confined to symbolic volumes. In 2015
Ukraine sold to Ethiopia and Congo tractors for € 0.45 million, various agricultural
technique and equipment to Angola for € 1 million. The delivery of trucks was not
committed throughout 2015 (they were sold only in 2014 for € 2 million to Nigeria
and several hundreds of thousands of them to Angola and Ethiopia). These are minor
volumes and a narrow geography against the background that Ethiopia in 2015
imported them for € 955 million, South Africa — for € 710 million, Kenya — for € 374
million, Namibia — for € 323 million, Mozambique — for € 293 million, Nigeria — for
€ 267 million from other countries of the world .

The great variety of Ukrainian equipment (especially engineering products) can
find its buyer in the African region. For example, last year Ukraine sold special
techniques to Nigeria and Ethiopia for € 7.2 million, to Guinea — 11 self-loading cars
for € 0,66 million and to Mauritania and Tanzania we supplied more than € 0,73 million
spare parts to cars, to the Congo — auto-boring ones and during the first four months
of 2016 in Ethiopia got Ukrainian internal combustion engines for € 1.8 million.

Sub-Saharan Africa’s countries can become an important export destination of
a number of types of finished products of Ukrainian engineering. To make it
successful and to develop Ukrainian-African trade and economic cooperation further,
Ukrainian businesses will have to promote their goods more actively and provide
their with service support, while the Ukrainian government will have to support it

with insurance and credit.

PROBLEMS OF AFRICAN STUDIES DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE
(SHORT REVIEW OF HISTORIOGRAPHY)

Modern world is characterized by close interaction,
interdependence and considerable inequality of contemporary
civilization development. Despite humanistic ideals of modern
society, the subjects of these relations relate to the directions,
forms and content of world changes in different ways. They are

based on their own cultural and civilization principles and socio-

M conomic tasks.

In this difficult process African countries constitute a significant and
influential component of the world system. Huge part of planet’s population live here
and it has a complex of economic, demographic, socio-cultural problems, but in spite
of this Africa is a treasury of cultural, religious and historical achievements of
humanity and world’s future will depend on successful solutions of African
problems. Modern development trends should also consider history, cultural and
civilization features of African society.

This article is the first attempt to make a short review of Ukrainian
achievements of historiography in the investigation of African countries’ past and
present.

First of all it should be noted that Ukrainian developments and researches on
African issues originate from Soviet times when Ukraine was a part of the Soviet
Union, where this region had a special place in the context of political, economic
relations and scientific researches (including humanitarian investigations and
analytical materials).

At soviet period (1959) African Institute of Academy of Sciences of the
USSR admitted next directions of its work as the main ones: a comprehensive study
of economic and socio-political problems of African countries, relations of the USSR

with independent African states, place of Africa in the world, struggle against
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apartheid and racism, national liberation movement on the continent, social structure
of African countries, place and role of African cultures in world development,
problems of cultural construction on the continent.

But critical approach should be used for these works. Many of them was
written in the conditions of ideological interest and political subordination, for
example, works of Ukrainian scientists such as R. M. Brodsky, V. K. Hura, M.
D. Nesuk, A. A. Ozadovsky, Y. H. Plyasun and others.

Soviet African studies of the 1980°’s and a little bit different Ukrainian
African studies of the 1990°s are the periods of constant correction, search and
development of new methods and horizons of scientific researches. In 1990’s
ideological studios were closed. After the collapse of the bipolar system, a radical
reorganization of ways and patterns of world development forces a new generation of
Ukrainian specialists, as well as their foreign colleagues, to seek answers to new
challenges of our time.

The research projects of Ukrainian scientists covered a wide range of issues,
from the studying of general historical evolution of African communities in the
Ancient and New times up to the Modern times. All projects of Ukrainian scientists
related to African history could be divided into several groups: 1) projects devoted to
pre-colonial, colonial and post-colonial periods, 2) projects devoted to development
problems of countries, 3) local conflicts studies, 4) Ukrainian-African relations
exploring, 5) comprehensive projects in history of Asian and African countries.

The colonial period in African history was studied by S. M. Lutsenko [1], V.
V. Dolid [2], O. M. Tavshunsky [3]. They explored foreign policy on Africa—
German, British and Belgian colonial policies in the African region in the end of XIX
— early XX centuries.

Famous Ukrainian scientist V. K. Hura studied problems of development of
African countries in post-colonial period. He had country studies, for example,
devoted to Morocco. The profile of his research was quite broad, he also studied
Ukrainian-African relations, processes of economic growth of the countries of Sub-

Saharan Africa, analyzed the main factors of their economic potential accumulation
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in the context of modern global processes, prospects and areas of beneficial
development cooperation between the states of the region and Ukraine [4].

Significant contribution to the formation and development of African studies
in Ukraine was made by another well-known Ukrainian researcher — K. O.
Knyazhdvirska (K. O. Yurchenko). She studied and analyzed issues of relations between
Ukraine and Africa in her works, considered the resource potential of African
countries in energy sector, in particular the availability of oil and gas fields; ways of
using these resources by developed countries, as well as potential opportunities of the
Ukrainian state on the African continent. She also has experience in African
integration questions and democratization [5].

Problems of Sub-Saharan Africa in the post-colonial period were investigated
by another Ukrainian expert — V.V. Burenkov. He analyzed conditions of state-
political systems’ formation in African countries, their evolution and formation in the
context of gaining independence by the states. V.V. Burenkov also investigated the
processes of economic growth and political evolution of the sub-Saharan region’s
countries [6].

West-Saharan conflict was investigated by another Ukrainian historian O.
V. Bikla. Her publications were devoted to problems of historiography and
geopolitical distinctions of West Sahara. She also studied foreign countries participation
in this contflict, for example, the USA participation. Furthermore, O. V. Bikla studied Ukrainian-
Maghreb relations [7].

In Ukrainian historiography country researches in the field of African studies
are also presented. It’s already mentioned the work written by V. K. Hura about
Morocco; it has to be said about another famous Ukrainian orientalist M. D. Nesuk and his
research devoted to Zimbabwe [8], and researches of other Ukrainian experts such as
Y. A. Kosenko — Botswana [9] and S. V. Hladchenko — Tunisia [10].

It should be noted that Ukrainian historiography in the field of African studies
has a rather long history and today has a number of works dealing with various

aspects of the political, economic and cultural life of African countries at different
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stages of their historical development. However, this scientific field of research is
only at the stage of formation in Ukraine and continues to develop.

It should be noted that over last decades there were not defended a lot of
dissertations on African problems (for example, not as many as on European
countries). The following projects made and defended in Ukraine deserve mention
and special attention. First of all dissertation by K. O. Yurchenko (K. O. Knyazhdvirska)
“Integration processes in Africa: factors, levels, directions and patterns of
development (1960 — 2005)” (2006) [12]. She showed the significance of the
Organization of African Unity (OAU) established in 1963 and its descendant from
2001 — the African Union (AU). K. O. Yurchenko comprehensively studied the
phenomenon of African integration and its components, origins, stages of
development, goals, objectives, driving forces, in creating a coherent picture of the
process of integration processes in the African continent. She expanded theoretical
ideas about the ways, criteria and standards of integration processes in the modern
world.

V. V. Burenkov in his dissertation “Evolution of Sub-Saharan African
political systems in the post-colonial period” [13] at first time was talking about the
artificiality of the state division of Sub-Sahara Africa and the political systems of the
African communities that were imposed on them during the process of
decolonization. It was made as a result of conspiracy by the metropolis with the
majority of the leaders of the African national liberation movements. The author
reveals the concept of the creation of balanced hybrid political models of the
continent since the second half of the 1980s and shows the factors of their viability
and performance parameters.

Next dissertation — S. V. Hladchenko “Gender aspect of the modernization of
Tunisian society” [10]. The author studied modernization of the Tunisian society in
the context of gender issue since the beginning of this modernization in the 1900s up
to the beginning of the XXI century. Also it is showed the division into periods of the
women’s movement in Tunisia in the modern history and the specificity of gender

concepts and practices of the Tunisian society in historical retrospective. The
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influence of the French colonial regime on the modernization of the Tunisian society
in the gender context is determined and it is presented the analysis of the specifics of
the gender relations in the Islamic society.

Gender issues are raised in next work — “The UN activities in the field of
women's rights protection in the countries of the Middle East and the Maghreb (1975
—1995)” by O. S. Lishchynska [14]. She showed the work of the governments of the
Arab countries of the Middle East and the Maghreb to resolve the status of the
Muslim woman in 1975 — 1995. The UN made a lot of international legal acts, which
became the basis of the process of provision for gender equality and these acts were
also investigated by O. S. Lishchynska. She also explores the peculiarities of the
UN’s interaction with national governments from 1975 to 1995 in providing Arab
women with the rights and freedoms established by international conventions.
Furthermore, O. S. Lishchynska brought some new sources into Ukrainian historical
science. It should be said separately about the publication of O. S. Lishchinska on the
UN Decade for Women in the Middle East and the Maghreb in 1975 — 1995 and the
problems of its implementation [11].

O. V.Bikla in her dissertation “Transformation of the Western Sahara
national question in 1956 — 19917 [15] characterizes the nature of the Western Sahara
problem, which is in the political construction of the Moroccan political nation and
the Saharan ethnic group in the post-colonial historical space. She formed the
conception than Western Sahara problem was established as ethno-political question
and correlated with the primary problem of reproduction of the contour of the
newborn Saharan ethnicity and Moroccan, Moorish and Algerian political nations.

V. V. Dolid in dissertation “Transvaal crisis in the assessment of British
politics and society (1895 — 1896)” [16] reveals the problem of Anglo-German
relations that aroused in connection with the Transvaal crisis of 1895 — 1896 and
highlights the mutual influence of British government policy and public opinion on
this issue. In addition, the study of the point of view of the English press also presents

the scientific interest, which was not only a source of information (or disinformation),
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but also instrument for influential England groups interested in carrying weight to the
British government and public opinion.

In the study of S. M. Lutsenko “German colonial communities in Africa:
formation and everyday life (1884 — 1918)” [1] at the first time in Ukrainian
historiography German communities in Africa were investigated. The features of
economic development, social and cultural life of these communities are highlighted
and social structure of the German communities in Africa is analyzed.

Significant  scientific interest was aroused by dissertation of
O. M. Tavshunsky “Belgium and the colonial division of Africa (1876 — 1918)”[17].
It’s the first project in Ukraine which comprehensively shows Belgium’s
participation in the division of Central Africa. The author for the first time examines
the history of the Belgian Congo after 1908. This assisted to determine the specifics
of Belgian colonialism and to reveal the essence of the phenomenon of a “private”
colony, to analyze the influence of world public opinion on the change of Belgian
colonial policy, to investigate the course of military action in Central Africa during
the First World War and its impact on the Belgian Congo. The researcher proposed
clarification to the division into periods of the Belgian colonialism history in a new
time. O. M. Tavshunsky also introduced new archival materials into the scientific
circulation.

It should be mentioned that this is not a full list of scientific researches in
African studies in Ukraine. We made a short review those of them, which cause the
biggest scientific interest, in our opinion. It is obviously true that African continent,
especially the countries of Sub-Saharan Africa, needs more detailed and profound
study from historians, political scientists, economists, sociologists, cultural scientists
and other scholars and experts. This task is very relevant now if to mention the
strategic goal of making international, cultural and scientific relations with such a
powerful center of world policy and economy as Africa.

According to this it must be emphasized that preparation of skilled Ukrainian
specialists, scientists and experts, development of comprehensive scientific

researches devoted to Africa, creation of new Ukrainian-African relationships,
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studying of the meaning of Africa for modern Ukraine are extremely relevant
nowadays.

In the nearest future important tradition of preparing, writing and publishing
of comprehensive scientific papers on African studies — dissertation researches,
collections of scientific articles, monographs needs to be continued and developed.
We sincerely hope that this collection of articles devoted to various aspects of the
development of countries of Sub-Saharan Africa will make a contribution to the

building of this important scientific direction in Ukraine.
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
