Ursula von der Leyen will als EU-Kommissionschefin an der harten Linie gegen Russland
festhalten. Moskau reagiert entsprechend kiihl. Auch in Deutschland sorgt die Ankiindigung fiir eine
Debatte iiber den Smn der EU-Sanktionen.

Die kiinftige EU-Kommissionspréisidentin Ursula von der Leyen (CDU) hat mit ihrer
Bekriftigung einer harten Linie gegen Russland und threm Bekenntnis zu den Sanktionen Kritkk in
Moskau hervorgerufen. So sehe ein ,Fehlstart™ aus, urteilte der russische Auflenpolitiker Konstantin
Kossatschow. Die Politikerin habe offenbar ,,schlechte Berater, wenn sie glaube, dass der respektvolle
Umgang miteinander ein Zeichen von Schwiéche sei, erklirte der Vorsitzende des Auswértigen
Ausschusses im Russischen Foderationsrat, dem Oberhaus des Parlaments.

Von der Leyen hatte in emem WELT-Interview erklirt, dass die EU aus einer ,,Position der
Stérke* heraus auf die russische Politik reagieren miisse, und in diesem Zusammenhang auf die
Notwendigkeit der StrafmaBnahmen hingewiesen, die die EU infolge der unrechtméf3igen Annexion der
Krim gegen Russland verhdngt hatte. ,.Der Kreml verzeiht keine Schwiéche®, sagte sie im exklusiven
Gesprach. Gleichzeitig hatte von der Leyen aber betont, die EU miisse Moskau weiter den Dialog
anbieten.

Unterdessen nimmt i Deutschland die Debatte iiber eine mogliche Lockerung der
StrafmafBnahmen gegen Russland Fahrt auf Linke-Politiker Klaus Ernst, Vorsitzender des
Wirtschaftsausschusses im Bundestag, hatte von der Leyens Ankiindigung, die Sanktionen gegen
Russland aufrechtzuerhalten, kritisiert.

,Wenn man eine Medizin verordnet und man stellt fest, dass die Wirkung dieser Medizin
ausbleibt, dann muss man sich doch irgendwann iiberlegen, ob es vielleicht die falsche Medizin ist®,
sagte Ernst und verwies damit auf den Stillstand in den Verhandlungen mit Russland sowie die negativen
Folgen auch fir die deutsche Wirtschaft. Zuletzt hatten sich auch Ministerprisidenten aus
Ostdeutschland, darunter Michael Kretschmer von der CDU und Manuela Schwesig von der SPD, fiir
eine Lockerung der Strafimaf3nahmen ausgesprochen.

,An den Sanktionen gegen Russland kann sich nur etwas &dndern, wenn sich die Lage in der
Ostukraine verdandert”, erklirte hingegen Alexander Graf Lambsdorff, FDP-AuBenpolitiker im
Bundestag, und stellte sich damit hinter von der Leyen. Lambsdorff betonte im Gesprach mit WELT:
»Eine Lockerung der StrafmaBnahmen kommt nur infrage, wenn in der Ostukraine nicht mehr
geschossen und gestorben wird und wenn es belastbare Schritte hin zu emer friedlichen Losung des
Kontflikts in der Ukraine gibt.*



,Beispiellose Verletzung der europdischen Friedensordnung*

Dieser Haltung schloss sich auch Manuel Sarrazin an, der fiir die Griinen im Auswértigen
Ausschuss des Bundestages sitzt. ,,Die Politk des Kreml ist eine schwerwiegende und nach dem
Zweiten Weltkrieg beispiellose Verletzung der europdischen Friedensordnung, der Emhalt geboten
werden muss*, sagte Sarrazin.

Deshalb sei es richtig, dass die EU mit Sanktionen, also zivilen Mitteln, versuche, Russland zu
einem Einlenken zu bewegen. ,,Die Sanktionen konnen erst dann aufgehoben werden, wenn die Griinde
wegfallen, derentwegen sie verhdngt wurden, also nach der vollstindigen Umsetzung der Minsker
Veremnbarungen und der Riickgabe der Krim", ergdnzte der Griinen-Politiker.

Zustimmung flir von der Leyens Ansatz im Umgang mit Russland — Sanktionen und Dialog —
kam auch aus der SPD. Michael Roth, Staatsminister fiir Europa im Auswértigen Amt, sagte: ,,Sie sind
Teil emner gemeinsamen europdischen Strategie, um wieder Verdnderungen im zwischenstaatlichen
Verhiltnis herbeizufiihren.” Die Frage der Aufgabe von Sanktionen sei immer gekoppelt an die
Umsetzung des Minsker Abkommens.

HHier gibt es seitens Russlands noch viel zu tun“, mahnte Roth im Gesprich mit WELT.
Ausdriicklich lobte der SPD-Politiker dabei Formate wie den Petersburger Dialog, der am Freitag
endete. Der Konflkt in der Ostukraine war ein zentrales Thema auf dem russisch-deutschen
Gesprachsforum, an dem neben Politikern auch Akteure aus der Zivilgesellschaft teinahmen.

This week, former U.S. special counsel Robert Mueller is set to testify before the House Intelligence
and Judiciary committees. The hearing could shed new light on his investigation into Russian meddling in
the 2016 U.S. presidential election. U.S. President Donald Trump largely shrugged off allegations of
collusion with Russia, but the investigators brought criminal counts against six of his advisors and
officials.

One of'the many consequences of Mueller’s investigation was that it revitalized enforcement of a
previously obscure piece of legislation—the Foreign Agents Registration Act, or FARA. The law, long
widely ignored or skirted, came into force in 1938 to combat the spread of fascist propaganda into the
United States. It requires foreign agents to register with the Justice Department and disclose their
activities to the public. Failure to register under FARA figured prominently in the high-profile charges
brought against Paul Manafort, Trump’s former campaign chairman and a former lobbyist who notably
worked with a pro-Russian political party in Ukraine, and Michael Flynn, Trump’s former national
security advisor who acknowledged his own firm’s lobbying work related to Turkish interests. In a
spinoff prosecution, FARA was invoked i the case against Greg Craig, who served as White House
legal counsel under former President Barack Obama and whose firm had done work on behalf of
Ukraine.

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Protest against the EKRE joining the government and its views came in many forms, from a concert with
10,000 people to counter a far-right march to a movement calling itself “Koigi Eesti” (“Estonia for All”)
that quickly gained nearly 30,000 followers on Facebook—and politicians showing their indignation in
public, as seen perhaps most prominently by President Kersti Kaljulaid. During the government
swearing-in ceremony on April 29, Kaljulaid, whose position is separate from the coalition government,
left the parliament chamber, forcing an EKRE politician to salute to an empty chair. During the
government swearing-in ceremony on April 29, Kaljulaid, whose position is separate from the coalition
government, left the parliament chamber, forcing an EKRE politician to salute to an empty chair.
Kaljulaid also showed her support for press freedom at the ceremony by sporting a sweatshirt reading
“speech is free” in Estonian. In office since 2016, Kaljulaid is the fifth, first female, and youngest ever
head of state since Estonia declared independence in 1918. Acting as the economic advisor to Prime
Minister Mart Laar from 1999 to 2002, Kaljulaid also served as Estonia’s representative in the
European Court of Auditors from 2004 to 2016.

Just before the European Parliament elections in late May, in which the EKRE slightly increased its
share of seats, Foreign Policy spoke to Kaljulaid about the reasons for the party’s rise, how to counter
anti- Europe sentiments, and Estonia’s role as a digital peacekeeper.



Foreign Policy: EKRE politicians have made, among other things, misogynistic, anti-Semitic,
homophobic, and racist comments, including, “If you’re black, go back.” How concerned are you
about their behavior and them being in government?

Kersti Kaljulaid: I hate them for their behavior, and I apologize for the image this might give. Decent
people do not behave themselves this way. That it is in any way OK to show these signs is not a
viewpoint we share in Estonia. I now have to explain their stupid moves and claw back the territory.
I’ve been speaking to ministers from this party—our common understanding is that you cannot properly
function in an international, global society if you keep irritating people, whether you believe the things
you say or not. I have a nagging doubt that some of these people don’t believe what they do.

I think they are totally new to this level of politics, and they simply don’t realize what they do. I hope
they stop soon; if they don’t, I’ll keep apologizing for them. I really hope they will have no effect on our
economic and political development, but we have a coalition government where the EKRE only has
one-third [of 56 seats]. In parliament, we have a 68-seat liberal majority [of a total of 101 seats].
Again, I really hate it that they behave this way.

FP: Marine Le Pen met with several EKRE politicians in mid-May during her visit to Estonia, organized
by the Movement for a Europe of Nations and Freedom (MENF) as part of a European tour to drum
up support for the far-right in the EU elections. Were you uncomfortable with this meeting taking place
in Estonia?

KXK: I have absolutely no idea how the meeting came about. It’s just my mtelligent guess that the MENF
noticed that the EKRE now is in the Estonian government, and that’s why they organized this gathering
here. Like most Estonian politicians, I have not met with any MENF politicians. Of course, they are
citizens of the European Union, so they have the right to meet, the right to gather and freedom of
speech.

In Estonia, we are very adamant that these rights apply to everybody, no matter whether we like their
ideas or not. Of course, we do not share the views of Marine Le Pen on Russia. Even the EKRE has a
big difference of opinion in this basic question. But much like mainstream parties, populists are a varied
bunch. In some areas, we share their opmions; in others we don’t.

FP: What do you think fueled the rise of the EKRE in Estonia?

KK: In older democracies, big swaths of the population experience intergenerational poverty. They live
i areas with only bad schools. Their parents couldn’t go to a good school, either, and they know their
kids will also have bad schools. So the need for social mobility is a fair claim. If we cannot get it
evolutionary, some people will soon try to have a revolution. This is nothing new.

In Estonia, things are somewhat different. Our school system, for example, is extremely egalitarian, and
access to health care is very good. In the last 30 years, we caught up on decades of industrialization
under Soviet rule. It’s been an extremely quick change. Depopulation of rural areas, concentration in the
cities, and therefore the need to constantly react to social mequalities, happened to us at double the
speed. This has created a feeling among people in rural areas that life and developments pass them by.
Of course they notice that the average monthly Estonian salary has risen from 30 euros to roughly 1,455
euros today and that the minimum salary is 500 euros. Even in the poorest county, the average salary is
now 900 euros.



Still, we have not been able to react quickly enough. In the 1990s, we did not have the resources, and
we sometimes missed opportunities. Take road development: It makes no economic sense to put
asphalt around a few people. Politically, however, it makes a lot of sense. All of this has brought us to a
pomt with this feeling of discontent, which has made it possible for the EKRE to rise. Some of its
supporters have racist and other views we absolutely cannot share, and I myself had to remind them
that the Estonian Constitution includes liberal democratic values.

Those who say that everything is simple, and therefore don’t want to get complex questions from the
media, tend to put pressure on the media. But I’'m quite sure that Estonia’s 11th place on the media
freedom list [Reporters Without Borders 2019 ranking] and the rule of law in this country will prevail.
Estonia will remain a democracy, but it doesn’t happen by itself. It does happen because we, the liberal
democratic politicians, manifest our belief in institutions and in free media every day.

FP: What’s the state of the EU on the eve of elections to the European Parliament? How can we
counter antagonism toward Europe and convince people of its advantages?

KK: Even if we end up with a ratio of four liberals to two conservatives [in the European Parliament],
it’s not a big issue. Sometimes, it feels like we’re in a submarine where this horrible loudspeaker noise is
rising. But if you look at the latest Eurobarometer survey, support for the euro is at an all-time high.
People asking basic questions about liberal democratic values is a fair debate to have. What do
countries get out of Europe? Will our languages and multilingualism prevail?

I’ve been very critical in my statements during my 12 years in the European Parliament. Because of this
loudspeaker noise, though, today I cannot say that the European budget in my mind is dispersed into
too many budget spheres and should be concentrated on a few really good things like research and
development, that cohesion should be limited to two periods and thereafter should only remain safe, and
so on. If T say those things, Estonians will argue even the president is critical of the European Union.

The hysterical rise of “Europe is bad” and “Europe is regulating too much” limits our space for rational
debate. I’'m trying to overcome it by pointing out the basics so that our populations finally understand
that the European Union is good for them—that Greece is the only country not richer today than before
becoming a member state, that the EU has given us a digital Estonia, and that countries are no longer
struggling with banking stability. All this happened in the same European Union regulative straitjacket.
Europe is delivering.

Or mmagine settling any European issue with Conference of the Parties procedures. It would be hell on
earth. It would take three years to decide on a location of the congress, another two years to agree on
the agenda, and another year to agree on how we come to decisions—and only then we’d have the
congress. And then nobody implements the decisions. With the European Union, we all know when the
next meeting is, how we make decisions, how we negotiate, and who thereafter implements the
decisions. Yes, it does take some time, but the European Union simply makes sense. And you need to
be able to explain it—simply—to your grandmother and to your 3-year-old.

FP: Estonia’s e-Governance Academy has helped several countries adopt e-state solutions, including
Ukraine, Moldova, Kyrgyzstan, and Armenia, as well as the Palestinian territories. Do you see Estonia
as a digital peacekeeper?

KK: The short answer is yes. Estonia is a country with limited resources, but we want to do our part in
making our world safer and better. And indeed we think that our e-Governance Academy, which is a



joint venture between the Estonian government and the United Nations Development Programme, can
help bring better understanding in the crisis-hit corners of the world. Digital tools can help you keep
track of who is still alive, who has been born, and so on—without making people go to offices.

Similarly, we want Africa to use digital tools to a certain extent to leapfrog a few decades it lost. We are
very active in Smart Africa [a pan- African government mitiative to foster “sustainable socio-economic
development”].

We also want to be in the United Nations Security Council to make digital part of conflict resolution and
to understand how international law applies in the digital sphere concerning state sovereignty. Several
U.N. working groups haven’t managed to make significant progress. But if we can make digital the
domain where you act wherever you have a conflict to resolve—and unfortunately countries like
Ukraine with digital systems are in conflicts—then we can probably fast-forward this thinking a little bit.
It’s extremely important that while Estonia is promoting e-government globally, we also take
responsibility for the protection of sovereignty in the digital domain. You cannot do one without the
other.

arly results have shown that president Volodymyr Zelenskiy's new party is poised to win a majority in
Ukraine's parliamentary election, giving the former comedian free reign to enact sweeping
anti-corruption reforms.



If this bears out as the remamning votes are counted, it would be the first time in Ukraine's post-Soviet
history that a single party has controlled parliament.

The president called the snap election after he swept to power in April on promises to pass reforms like
a tax amnesty and an end to parliamentarians' immunity from prosecution. The old guard parliament has
so far stymied his initiatives and appointments.

His Servant of the People party, named after the television show in which Mr Zelenskiy previously
played a schoolteacher-turned-president, had the support of up to half of voters in polling before
Sunday's vote. It was reportedly holding preliminary coalition talks with Voice, another new party
founded by rock star Svyatoslav Vakarchuk that is now expected to get 20 seats.

But Servant of the People now stands to win more than half the legislative body through Ukraine's
mixed system. The party has done unexpectedly well in the 199 of 424 seats that are filled by
first-past-the-post district racesto

With almost two-third of votes counted on Monday, it was leading in 127 of these constituencies,
according to the central electoral commission. It had another 122 seats through the party list vote.

Twenty-six seats will remain empty as these districts in eastern Ukraine were taken over by
Russia-backed separatists in a conflict that has killed more than 10,000 people. Two Ukrainian soldiers
were killed on Sunday, the first day of the latest attempt to rejuvenate an oft-violated ceasefire.

The pro-Russian Opposition Platform-For Life, which is led by Vladimir Putin's longtime friend Viktor
Medvechuk, was on track to get 44 seats representing districts in eastern Ukraine.

The European Solidarity party of former president Petro Poroshenko and the Fatherland faction of
former PM Yulia Tymoshenko were set to win 27 and 25 seats, respectively, an embarrassing showing
that torpedoes their PM hopes.

Despite his anti-corruption rhetoric, questions remain about Mr Zelenskiy's ties to oligarch Thor
Kolomoisky, the owner of the television channel that broadcast his shows.

Servant of the People leader Dmytro Razumkov told journalists on Monday that the party was not
expecting to enter a coalition and dismissed the idea of appointing Mr Vakarchuk as a rock star prime
minister to complement the comedian president.

“I think there are enough people on our team who can meet the challenges that exist in the country,” he
said. “We have two to three people for every position.”



An outspoken opponent of parliament's infighting and old-school politics, Mr Zelenskiy is expected to
appoint technocrats and activists to key posts. Both Servant of the People and Voice refused to include
any serving MPs on their tickets, meaning parliament will now be dominated by political neophytes.

An April investigation found that Mr Zelenskiy flew to Geneva 11 times after Mr Kolomoisky fled there
to avoid charges in Ukraine.

He also appointed the oligarch's former advisor and lawyer head of the presidential administration.

Ukrainians gave their comedian-turned-president Volodymyr Zelensky a mandate to reboot the
country’s politics on Sunday by handing his party a record score in parliamentary elections, exit polls
showed.

Zelensky’s Servant of the People party — named after the sitcom he starred in before his shock

presidential win in April — took 43.9 percent of the vote in Sunday’s election, according to combined
figures from three pollsters.

It was the highest score in a parliamentary election for any party since Ukraine gained its independence
with the 1991 collapse of the Soviet Union.

The pro-Moscow Opposition Platform-For Life came second with 11.5 percent, the polls said.
The exit polls only showed results for the half of seats assigned by party lists. The rest, in which
members are directly elected in their districts, will be crucial in determining how Zelensky will try to

form a government.

Full, official results will be announced Monday.

Without a majority, he will need to form a coalition and has indicated a preference for another new
political force, the Golos (Voice) party of rock star Svyatoslav Vakarchuk.

It took 6.3 percent, crossing the five percent threshold needed to enter parliament.

The result is the culmination of a stunning turnaround in Ukrainian politics and will bring a host of
newcomers into parliament and government.

They will face a long list of challenges in a country heavily dependent on foreign aid and scarred by
years of war with Russia-backed separatists.

Speaking shortly after the exit polls were released, the 41-year-old Zelensky said his primary goals
were to bring peace and tackle corruption.

"Our main priorities — and I repeat this for every Ukrainian — are to end the war, return our prisoners
and defeat the corruption that persists in Ukraine," he said at his party’s election headquarters.

Zelensky’s victory in April was seen as a rejection of the country’s traditional elite for failing to end the
separatist conflict, revive the economy or tackle widespread graft.

Former president Petro Poroshenko’s European Solidarity party and former prime minister Yulia
Tymoshenko’s party Batkivshyna ("Fatherland") also entered parliament with 8.9 and 7.6 percent of the
vote, according to the exit polls.

Faced with a hostile parliament after his win, Zelensky quickly called snap elections and vowed to bring
in a new generation of politicians to lead the country.

Zelensky said after the exit polls that he would "be pleased to nvite Mr. Vakarchuk for talks" on
forming a coalition.

He also said he was looking for a "new face and a specialist in the economy" to become the next prime
minister.

Vakarchuk, the 44-year-old lead vocalist of one of Ukraine’s most successful rock bands, Okean Elzy,
only founded his party m May.

He said after the exit polls that it was "too early" to talk about the specifics of a coalition but that he was
"ready for talks with other political forces that have the same principles as us".

Both Zelensky and Vakarchuk packed their parties with young people new to politics and banned
candidates who had previously served as lawmakers.



Many voters seemed excited by the prospect of new political forces coming to power.

Kateryna, a 31-year-old Kiev woman on maternity leave, said she cast her vote for Vakarchuk
because she "believes in his young intelligent team".

"It is the first time I am voting for someone because I like them, not because I have to choose the lesser
evil," she said.

More than 20 parties fielded candidates.

The strong score for the Opposition Platform-For Life was expected as opinion polls had consistently
shown the party in second place.

One of'the party’s top candidates, Viktor Medvedchuk, is close to Vladimir Putin, claiming the Russian
president is his daughter’s godfather. The two met for talks in Russia just days before the vote.

More than 13,000 people have been killed since the conflict with Moscow-backed separatists erupted
in eastern Ukraine in 2014. Sporadic fighting continues along the frontlines, with four Ukramian soldiers
killed by sniper fire and mine blasts since Friday.

Only 424 of the 450 seats in Ukraine’s parliament, the Verkhovna Rada, will be filled this election, as
the rest represent Crimea, annexed by Russia in 2014, or territories controlled by separatists.

Ofthe seats being filled, 225 members are elected from nationwide party lists, while the rest are directly
elected in their districts.

Comedian-turned-president Volodymyr Zelenskiy will try to take control of Ukraine's parliament in a
snap election on Sunday to begin enacting his programme of sweeping anti-corruption reforms.

Mr Zelenskiy called the early vote as soon as he was elected in a landslide in April, essentially moving
up the planned election by three months in an attempt to turn his initial popularity into a viable power
base.

Despite the new president's mandate, a recalcitrant old-guard parliament have refused to approve his
ministerial appointments or take action on his reform initiatives.

Mr Zelenskiy's new Servant of the People party, named after the hit television show in which he played
a teacher who becomes president, is expected to win 40 to 50 per cent of the vote on Sunday. None of
the party's candidates have previously served in parliament, meaning the lawmaking body is set to
receive a major influx of young blood.

In a sign of his intentions to shake up the existing system, Mr Zelenskiy, who has openly clashed with
the foreign minister appointed by his predecessor, fired 11 ambassadors on Friday.

Last week he called Vladimir Putin, whose government backs breakaway republics in a simmering
conflict in eastern Ukraine, to begin discussing a possible prisoner exchange.

Besides continuing Ukraine's bid to join the European Union and Nato, Servant of the People is
pledging to cancel MPs' immunity from prosecution, ban proxy voting in parliament and introduce prison
sentences for illegal enrichment. Mr Zelenskiy will also be looking to display his independence from Thor
Kolomoisky, the notorious oligarch who owns the television channel that aired his shows.

Servant of the People is hardly guaranteed a majority, however, as 199 ofthe 424 seats will be filled
not by party list but rather first-past-the-post races that could be dominated by local political players.

A pro-Russian opposition party led by Viktor Medvechuk, who counts Vladimir Putin as a friend and
godfather to his daughter, is polling in second place. Its calls to grant amnesty to Moscow-backed
separatists in eastern Ukraine and autonomy to the areas they control are extremely divisive after more
than five years of war and 10,000 killed.

Former President Petro Poroshenko's European Solidarity and former PM Yulia Tymoshenko's
Fatherland faction are also fielding candidates. Even rock star Svyatoslav Vakarchuk has thrown his hat
into the race as head of Holos, another new party that is refusing to put current MPs on its list.

Although Holos is only polling to get 8 to 10 per cent of the vote, it could become a kingmaker as the
most likely coalition partner for Mr Zelenskiy's party. Holos candidate Yaroslav Yurchyshyn told the
Telegraph that it was already holding talks with Servant of the People.

While a popular musician would seem like a natural fit for a TV comedian, Mr Yurchyshyn said the two
parties also shared a commitment to reform.

“We're not talking about rock star or comedian, we're talking about someone who can be part of a new
type of political leadership without any connection to oligarchs without any connection to pro-Russian
forces, without any connection with the past,” he said. “We need an example for our society, for our
people, that can rebuild trust in the political system.”

Nach einem in der Geschichte der unabhingigen Ukraine beispiellosen Wahlerfolg will der prowestliche
Président Wolodymyr Selenskyj mit emner Parlamentsmehrheit das Land aus der Krise fiihren. Der
41-Jéhrige gewann nicht nur tiber die Liste seiner in die EU und Nato strebenden Partei Diener des
Volkes eine Mehrheit, sondern auch iiberraschend viele Direktmandate.

Auch die Beobachter der Organisation flir Sicherheit und Zusammenarbeit in Europa (OSZE)
lobten die Wahl in der Ex-Sowjetrepublik als demokratisch. Sie sei transparent und gut organisiert
gewesen. Selenskyj hatte am Wahlsonntag noch von moglichen K oalitionsverhandlungen gesprochen.
Nun kann er mit einer absoluten Mehrheit alleine regieren.

Das hat bislang noch keine Partei der Ex-Sowjetrepublik seit threr Unabhéngigkeit geschafft. Nach
Auswertung von mehr als 60 Prozent der Stimmzettel lag die Partei Selenskyjs mit dem Namen Diener
des Volkes (Sluha Narodu) am Montagnachmittag bei knapp 42,68 Prozent. Beobachtern zufolge



wurde bei der Abstimmung eine ganze Abgeordnetengeneration abgewahlt, die m den vergangenen 20
Jahren das politische Geschehen in dem Krisenland mitbestimmte.

Die Erwartungen an Selenskyj sind nun gro83. Seine Partei versprach im Wahlkampf, den Krieg im
Osten des verarmten Landes zu beenden und die Korruption zu bekédmpfen. Dieses Ziel bekréftigte der
frithere Schauspieler auch am Wahlabend. Vorrangige Aufgabe sei z7udem, ukrainische Gefangene aus
Russland zurtickzuholen, sagte der Staatschef.

Mit der vorgezogenen Neuwahl erreichte Selenskyj sein Ziel, sich mit seiner neuen Partei eine eigene
Machtbasis im Parlament zu schaffen. Bislang war Diener des Volkes nicht in der Obersten Rada
vertreten, was eine Umsetzung der geplanten Reformen Selenskyjs behinderte. Er erzielte seinen Erfolg
allerdings bei der niedrigsten Wahlbeteiligung in der jiingeren Geschichte der Ukraine. Nicht einmal die
Hilfte der 30 Millionen Wahlberechtigten gaben ihre Stimme ab.

Prorussische Oppositionsplattform zweitstirkste Kraft
Urspriinglich sollte die Volksvertretung erst im Oktober neu gewiahlt werden. Selenskyj zog die
Abstimmung jedoch vor, weil es in der Rada keine regierungsfihige Koalition mehr gegeben hatte.

Zweitstirkste Kraft wurde die prorussische Oppositionsplattform mit knapp 13 Prozent der Stimmen.
Parteichef Juri Boiko sagte, dass die Wahl die krisengeschiittelte Ukraine wieder auf einen friedlichen
und normalen Weg zuriickbringe. An dritter Stelle landete die Partei Européische Solidaritidt von
Ex-Prisident Petro Poroschenko. Sie holte demnach rund acht Prozent.

Insgesamt schafften fiinf der 22 Parteien den Sprung iiber die Fiinf-Prozent-Hiirde. Darunter waren
auch die Vaterlandspartei von Ex-Regierungschefin Julia Timschenko sowie die Partei Stimme des
Kuschelrocksingers Swjatoslaw Wakartschuk.

Der Weg ist frei. Wolodymyr Selenski erwartet eine bequeme Mehrheit im ukramnischen Parlament, der
Rada. Mit der wird er nicht nur eine, sondern seine Regierung formen kénnen. Nach drei Jahrzehnten
voller Fehlstarts auf dem Weg zur Demokratie, von Revolutionen, denen nur der Wechsel von einer zur
nichsten Oligarchengruppe folgte, von immer wieder abgebrochenen Reformen und unséglicher
Korruption, setzen die Wéhler der Ukraine auf Risiko.

Tatsichlich aber versuchte die EU — und
vor allem ithr damaliger Erweiterungskommissars Giinter Verheugen — mit dem Abkommen, Kiew von
einer EU-Mitgliedschaft fernzuhalten.

Ein Wiederaufbau im Donbass wird Milliarden kosten

Geopolitisch wie wirtschaftlich liegt aus Sicht der EU ndmlich Moskau sehr viel ndher als Kiew. Das
war so, und das wird auch so bleiben. Man muss nur die Abhédngigkeiten des Westens von russischen
Energierohstoffen betrachten. Sie ist in den vergangenen Jahren sogar noch gestiegen.

Erfolgreich werden die Ukraine und Selenski also nur sein, wenn sie nicht in Widerspruch zu russischen
Interessen geraten. Doch welche sind das? Erstmals seit vier Jahren gibt es kleine positive Signale. Die
Présidenten haben telefoniert, schwere Waffen werden an emer wichtigen Stelle zuritickgezogen,
Gefangene sollen ausgetauscht werden, Experten bereiten ein Treften auf hchster Ebene vor. Ein
Durchbruch ist das noch lange nicht, aber vielleicht ein Zeichen.

In der krisengeschiittelten Ukraine ist die Partei des in die EU und in die Nato strebenden Prasidenten
Wolodymyr Selenskyj bei der Parlamentswahl Prognosen zufolge als Sieger hervorgegangen. Die Partei
Diener des Volkes (Sluha narodu) des prowestlichen Priasidenten kam demnach auf knapp 44 Prozent
der Stimmen. Das ging aus den am Sonntagabend in Kiew kurz nach SchlieBung der Wahllokale
verdffentlichen Prognosen her. ,,Heute kann unser Team entspannen, aber nur etwas, weil wir morgen
arbeiten miissen, sagte Selenskyj am Abend in Kiew nach einem ruhigen Wahltag. Seine Partei trat mit
dem Versprechen an, den Krieg im Osten des verarmten Landes zu beenden und die Korruption zu
bekadmpfen.

Fiinf Jahre nach dem Sturz des moskaufreundlichen Prisidenten Viktor Janukowitsch und dem Triumph
der proeuropéischen Proteste in Kiew schnitt aber auch die prorussische Opposition wieder stark ab.
Die moskaufreundliche Oppositionsplattform kam demnach aufrund 11,5 Prozent der Stimmen. 5 der
insgesamt 22 Parteien schafften wohl den Sprung tiber die Fiinf-Prozent-Hiirde.

Insgesamt konnten die rund 30 Millionen Wahlberechtigten iiber die Vergabe von 424 Sitzen im neuen
Parlament - der Obersten Rada - in Kiew abstimmen. Die genaue Verteilung war zundchst unklar. Erste
aussagekriftige Ergebnisse wurden in der Nacht zum Montag erwartet.

Der Wahlbeteiligung war mit knapp 50 Prozent geringer als vor flinf Jahren - wohl auch, weil der
Termin fiir die vorgezogene Wahl in die Sommerferien fiel. Urspriinglich hatte die Abstimmung erst im
Oktober sein sollen. Selenskyj hatte aber im Parlament in Kiew keine eigene Machtbasis. Weil es
zudem keine handlungsfihige Koalition mehr gab und der Prisident nichts bewegen konnte, hatte er das
Parlament nach seiner Amtseinfiihrung im Mai aufgelost.



Der Préasident muss wohl eine Koalition eingehen

Es wird damit gerechnet, dass der Président eine Koalition eingehen muss, um mit einer Mehrheit in der
Rada die dringend ndtigen Reformen in der Ex-Sowjetrepublik anzugehen. Den Posten des
Regierungschefs will Selenskyj mit emem Wirtschaftsexperten besetzen. ,,Ich finde, dass sollte ein
absolut professioneller Okonom, ein absolut unabhéingiger Mensch sein, der niemals Regierungschef,
Parlamentssprecher oder irgendein Fraktionschef war®, sagte der 41-Jéhrige bei der Stimmabgabe. Er
habe bereits Vorgesprache mit potenziellen Kandidaten gefiihrt.

Der frithere Schauspieler gewann mit seiner Partei in der Hauptstadt Kiew tiberraschend alle
Direktmandate. Er bendtigt die Parlamentsmehrheit auch, um den Krieg im Osten des Landes zu
beenden. Die Rada muss zum Beispiel Schritte beschlieBen, die eine Umsetzung des Minsker
Friedensplans ermdglichen. Nach UN-Schitzungen sind bei dem Konflikt seit 2014 rund 13.000
Menschen gestorben.

Nicht abgestimmt wurde in den umk&mpften Gebieten in der Ostukraine. Die selbst ernannten
Volksrepubliken Donezk und Luhansk hatten in der Vergangenheit eigene und international nicht
anerkannte Wahlen abgehalten. Es handelt sich um Regionen, die von prorussischen Separatisten
kontrolliert werden.

In der Kriegsregion galt Waffenruhe

In der Kriegsregion galt seit kurz nach Mitternacht am Sonntag eine neue Waffenruhe. Sie wurde nach
offiziellen Angaben aus der Hauptstadt Kiew und aus den Separatistengebieten weitgehend eingehalten.
Die Waffenruhe war zuvor immer wieder gebrochen worden. Sie ist Teil des in der weirussischen
Hauptstadt Minsk ausgehandelten Friedensplans.

Durch die Wahl in der Ukraine soll das unter Vermittlung von Deutschland, Frankreich und mit
Beteiligung Russlands ausgehandelte Abkommen wieder belebt werden. Zuletzt hatte es auch nach
Einschétzung der Organisation fiir Sicherheit und Zusammenarbeit in Europa (OSZE) erstmals seit
langem kleinere Fortschritte geben.

Koalitionspartner von Selenskyj konnten die nationalliberale Partei des Rocksidngers Swjatoslaw
Wakartschuk oder die Vaterlandspartei von Ex-Regierungschefin Julia Timoschenko werden. In die
Rada zog auch die Partei Européische Solidaritit von Ex-Président Petro Poroschenko ein. Er war im
April abgewiéhlt worden.

Geografisch gesehen ist die Distanz zwischen dem Présidentenpalast in Kiew und dem Parlament nicht
grof3: nur rund 800 Meter Luftlinie. Politisch liegen zwischen diesen beiden Orten seit dem Friihjahr
jedoch Welten. Im April hatte Wolodymyr Selenski die Prasidentenwahlen in der zweiten Runde mit 73
Prozent der Stimmen gewonnen und war als Staatsoberhaupt der Ukraine vereidigt worden. Bereits mit
seiner ersten Amtshandlung machte er sich die Abgeordneten des Parlaments, der Rada, zum Feind.
Selenski ordnete in seiner Antrittsrede die Auflosung der Versammlung und vorzeitige Neuwahlen an.

Die finden nun an diesem Sonntag statt. Alle Umfragen sehen Selenskis Partei ,,.Diener des Volkes®, die
erst im Frithjahr aus dem Nichts entstanden ist, als sicheren Sieger. Unklar scheint nur, ob es zur
absoluten Mehrheit reicht.

Aus Sicht Selenskis war die Auflosung des Parlaments ein logischer Schritt. Der vollig unerfahrene
Polit-Neuling, der den Présidenten zuvor nur in emner satirischen Fernsehrolle gespielt hatte, verfiigte



iiber keinerlei Riickhalt n der Rada. Das zeigte sich rasch und deutlich: Die Abgeordneten lieBen
Selenski mit fast allen Initiativen gegen die Wand laufen. Manche Vorlagen schaflten es nicht einmal bis
auf die Tagesordnung des Parlaments.

Wie die Abgeordneten, so flihlte sich auch die Regierung nicht zur Loyalitéit gegeniiber dem neuen
Staatsoberhaupt verpflichtet. Alle mnenpolitischen Prozesse sind faktisch seit einem viertel Jahr
blockiert. Daran éndert auch die Tatsache nichts, dass Selenski damit begonnen hat, rigoros jene Amter
neu zu besetzen, auf die er direkten Zugriff hat. 56 Amtstréger in 13 Regionen verloren bereits ihre
Posten.

Er braucht das Parlament

Ein richtiger Prisident aber, sagen viele in Kiew, wird Selenski erst mit dieser Wahl, wenn er dann das
Parlament hinter sich hat. Die ersten Verlierer der Abstimmung stehen bereits fest: Die grole Mehrheit
der bisherigen Abgeordneten wird der neuen Rada nicht mehr angehdren. Damit hat Selenski sein
wichtigstes Ziel erreicht. Die Mandatstriger der Prasidentenpartei werden wie Selenski selbst Neulinge
sein, schon weil die Liste der Kandidaten auf ungewdhnliche Art zustande gekommen ist. Praktisch
jeder, der nicht zum bisherigen politischen Establishment gehort und ein Amt innehatte, konnte sich
bewerben.

Was Selenski mit seiner vollstindigen Macht dann anfangen will, ist bislang nur in Grundziigen
erkennbar. Angekiindigt hat er den Kampf gegen Korruption und die alten Eliten — und einen
wirtschaftsliberalen, pro-westlichen Kurs. Von seinem Wahlkampfteam auf einen Satz gebracht lautet
Selenskis Programm bisher: ,Fiir alles Gute — gegen alles Schlechte®. Ein wenig mehr ist da aber schon.
Das zentrale Versprechen Selenskis, an dem er gemessen werden wird, ist dieses: Der Prisident hat
angekiindigt, er werde den Krieg gegen die von Russland gefiihrten und finanzierten Separatisten im
Osten der Ukraine beenden.

Moskau sendet Signale des Dialogs

Zu den Verlierern dieser ukrainischen Abstimmung wird auch der russische Prasident Wladimir Putin
gehoren. Vor sieben Jahren, bei der letzten Parlamentswahl in Friedenszeiten, hatten die pro-russischen
Kréfte noch eine Mehrhett erzielt und die Regierungskoalition gebildet. Diesmal wird die Partei, die
offen die Positionen des Kremls vertritt, zwar zweitstarkste Kraft im Parlament, aber sie kann nur noch
mit zehn bis 15 Prozent der Stimmen rechnen.

Chef der pro-russischen Partei ,,Oppositionelle Plattform — Fiir das Leben™ ist der in Sibirien geborene
Medienzar Viktor Medwetschuk, ein enger personlicher Freund Putins. Der russische Président ist
Patenonkel einer Tochter Medwedtschuks.

Der Krieg im Osten der Ukraine hat sein Ziel verfehlt und Moskaus Einfluss in dem Nachbarland nicht
gestarkt, sondern im Gegenteil einen entscheidenden Beitrag geleistet zur Festigung der Ukraine als
Nation. Moglicherweise ist das auch der Grund dafiir, dass es zum ersten Mal seit vier Jahren positive
Signale aus dem umkédmpften Donbass und aus Moskau gibt.

Zwei Straflen neben dem ukramnischen Parlament sind vor emem Lokal ein paar Glastische an eine
Mauer geriickt, die hohen Baumkronen der Allee spenden Schatten, und immer wieder eilen Passanten,
telefonierend und mit Aktenkoffer, an Nadija Sawtschenko vorbei, deren Blicke kurz auf ihr bleiben.

Nadija Sawtschenko, einstige ukrainische Kampfpilotin, die sich im Sommer 2014 einem
Freiwilligenbataillon in der Ostukraine angeschlossen hatte und von pro-russischen Separatisten
gefangen genommen und nach Russland entfiihrt wurde. In einem Schauprozess wurde ihr vorgeworfen,
einen Angriff auf zwei russische Fernsehjournalisten gesteuert zu haben. Die Volksheldin, die in der
Ukraine als ,unsere Nadija“ verehrt wurde, als Nationalheilige und Mértyrerin — zugleich in Russland
aber als ,,Faschistin“ beschimpft.

Man schimpft sie ,,Kreml- Agentin und ,, Terroristin‘

Sie war zwischendurch Russlands prominenteste Kriegsgefangene, fiir die russische Propaganda war sie
die ,,Mordmaschine im Rock*®, wie sie der staatliche Fernsehsender Rossija 24 im Juli 2014
bezeichnete. Spater dann wurde sie auch in ukrainischen Medien immer wieder mit drastischen
Attributen beschrieben, als ,,Kreml- Agentin bezeichnet, zuletzt als ,,Terroristin“ beschuldigt. Aber auf
keine Zuschreibung reagiert Sawtschenko heute so entriistet und verstdndnislos wie auf die Frage, ob
sie ein Opfer sei. ,,Ich bin eine Kdmpferin®, sagt sie. , Kein Opfer. Wenn es hier ein Opfer gibt, dann ist
es die Ukraine.*

Seit fast fiinf Jahren ist die heute 38-Jéhrige offiziell Abgeordnete des ukramischen Parlaments, der
Werchowna Rada. Mehr als die Hilfte der Zeit davon verbrachte sie im Gefingnis. Zuerst in Russland,
dann in der Ukraine.

Sawtschenko, die Terroristm? Was auch immer an den Vorwiirfen dran ist — Sawtschenko ist ein
besonders krasses Beispiel dafiir, wie schnell aus Helden der ukrainischen Politik Schurken werden
konnen. Die Sehnsucht nach einer Erloserfigur, die zugleich zur Projektionsfliche fiir emen wirklichen
demokratischen Umbau wird: Es ist dieser Widerspruch, an dem sich die ukrainische Politik immer
wieder zerreibt. Sawtschenko wurde noch vor wenigen Jahren als mogliche Prasidentschaftskandidatin
gehandelt, heute wire allein thr Wiedereinzug in die Werchowna Rada eine Sensation.

Bis vor wenigen Wochen im Geféngnis

Am Sonntag finden in der Ukraine vorgezogene Parlamentswahlen statt. Die Partei des ehemaligen
Fernsehkomikers Wolodymyr Selenskyj, der die Prasidentschaftsstichwahl gegen Amtsinhaber Petro
Poroschenko im April mit einem Rekordergebnis von 73 Prozent gewonnen hatte, steht vor einem
fulminanten Sieg.

Sie heilt wie die Fernsehserie, in der Selenskyj emnen fiktiven Prisidenten spielt — Sluga Naroda,
»Diener des Volkes®. Laut Umfragen liegt sie bei 47 Prozent, gefolgt von der pro-russischen Partei



,yOppositions-Plattform — Fiir das Leben®, der Poroschenko-Partei ,,Européische Solidaritit* und der
neu gegriindeten Partei eines Rocksdngers, ,,Die Stimme*.

Es ist ein heier Juni-Tag, Sawtschenko sitzt an emem der Glastische in der Kiewer Innenstadt und
spricht von ihren politischen Zielen, als sei sie nicht bis vor einigen Wochen im Gefingnis gewesen,
wegen vermeintlicher Umsturzpldne und eines geplanten Anschlags auf das Parlament. Am Nebentisch
sitzt Sawtschenkos jlingere Schwester Wira und blittert in emem Hochglanzmagazin.

,»Weder rechts noch links*

Den Tarnanzug von einst hat die Kampfpilotin gegen eine schwarze Bluse und schwarze Hosen
getauscht. Sandalen und Ledertasche, nur die braune Kurzhaarfrisur ist geblieben. Sie ist ungeschminkt,
thre Gesten sind fahrig und ungezwungen, beim Reden zieht sie immer wieder ihre Augenbrauen
zusammen, selten hellt sich ihr strenger Blick zu einem Lachen auf. Atemlos, wie ein Maschinengewehr,
rattert sie ihr Parteiprogramm herunter und ziindet sich eine Zigarette nach der anderen an. Sie spricht
tiber Referenden und Selbstverwaltung, liber einen garantierten Mindestlohn und den ,politischen
Wandel“, den die Ukraine brauche. Es dauert fast 20 Minuten, bis sie die wichtigsten Themen
aufgezihlt hat, mit denen sie das Land verdndern will. ,,Wir sind weder rechts noch links®, sagt sie.
»Sondern vor allem gegen die Korruption.*

Eigentlich wollte Sawtschenko mit threr Partei , O ffentlich-politische Plattform von Nadija
Sawtschenko* bei den Wahlen antreten. Doch nachdem es der Partei nicht gelungen war, die notige
Geldsumme von umgerechnet 14.000 Euro dafiir aufzubringen, bewirbt sich Sawtschenko nun fiir ein
Direktmandat, in emem Wahlkreis an der Front in der Ostukraine.

Sie will kdimpfen. Wie jedes Mal

Ihre Schwester bewirbt sich auch fiir eines, in der vom Krieg gezeichneten Frontstadt Awdijiwka. Dort,
an der Front, wollen die Schwestern auch die letzten Tage vor der Wahl verbringen. Thnen werden
kaum Chancen eingerdumt, den letzten Umfragen zufolge wire ihre Partei auf 0,6 Prozent der Stimmen
gekommen. Doch Sawtschenko will kéimpfen. Wie jedes Mal.

Als man sie 2014 gefangen nahm und nach Russland brachte, wurde Sawtschenko tiber die Grenzen
der Ukraine hinaus bekannt. Die ihr im Prozess gemachten Vorwiirfe — der Tod der beiden Journalisten
— gelten als fingiert, da sie sich laut Mobiltelefondaten zu diesem Zeitpunkt bereits in Gefangenschaft
befunden haben soll. In ihrer Zelle trat sie in den Hungerstreik, beim Prozess streckte sie den Richtern
durch die Gitterstabe den Mittelfinger entgegen, stimmte die ukrainische Hymne an. Vor laufenden
Kameras wurde sie am 22. Mérz 2016 verurteilt, zu 22 Jahren Haft.

Unter dem Hashtag #SaveOurGirl wurde in den sozialen Netzwerken ihre Freilassung gefordert; ein
TV-Sender richtete eine Webseite zu threm Fall ein; in Kiew kam es bei Demonstrationen zu
Vandalenakten gegen die russische Botschaft. Mehr als zwei Millionen Briefe soll sie im Gefingnis
bekommen haben, erzihlt sie heute. Noch wihrend sie in Haft saf3, wurde Sawtschenko i das
ukrainische Parlament gewéhlt. Die Partei ,,Vaterland*, gefiihrt von der Ex-Ministerprésidentin Julia
Timoschenko, hatte bei der Kriegsgefangenen angefragt, ob sie antreten wiirde. Sie sagte zu — zum
Spal3, wie sie spéater erzihlte: ,,Jch dachte nicht, dass ich da lebend wieder rauskomme. Wenn dein
Leben am seidenen Faden hingt, kannst du es dir erlauben, so zu scherzen.

Parlamentarier beschimpfte sie als niedertrachtig



Als sie 2016 im Austausch gegen zwei russische Kriegsgefangene freikam und in die Ukraine
zuriickkehrte, wurde sie von Prisident Poroschenko personlich als ,,Heldin der Ukraine®, der hochsten
ukrainischen Auszeichnung, geehrt, zog tatsachlich in die Rada ein — um sich innerhalb weniger Wochen
mit Timoschenko und ihrer Partei zu iberwerfen.

Sie beschimpfte Parlamentarier als faul und niedertrachtig, die Stimmung wendete sich gegen sie.
Abgeordnete beargwohnten ihre fiir eine Soldatin angeblich bemerkenswerten Rhetorikfihigkeiten, wo
sie die denn beigebracht bekommen haben mag? Und trotz Hungerstreik: Sie sei ja in erstaunlich gutem
Zustand aus Russland heimgekehrt.

Vor einem Jahr dann: Die Behorden warfen Sawtschenko vor, mit moskautreuen Separatisten einen
Terroranschlag mit Granaten und Maschinengewehren auf das Parlament in Kiew geplant zu haben, ihr
wurde die Abgeordnetenimmunitiit entzogen. Der Generalstaatsanwalt sprach von ,unwiderlegbaren
Beweisen®, ihr droht lebenslange Haft. Vorwiirfe, die sie zurtickweist — wenngleich Videoaufhahmen
zeigen, wie Sawtschenko mit einigen Méannern dariiber spricht, man miisse einen ,,politischen Coup*
durchfiihren und Parlamentarier ,,physisch vernichten®. Zuvor hatte sie das Parlament schon als
»leufelswerk bezeichnet, eine ,,Heimat von Freaks®, in der sich , Jauter Puppenspieler und
Marionetten* tummeln.

Die Justiz gilt als korrupt

Worte, von denen sie sich auch heute, wieder in Freiheit, nicht so wirklich distanzieren will. ,,So reden
die Leute bei uns nun mal, sagt sie. Und das verschworerische Video? Ein Verwirrspiel, nicht ganz
ernst gememnt und mit den Sicherheitskréften abgesprochen. ,,Eine Provokation, um mich aus der
politischen Arena zu drdngen und vor den Prisidentschaftswahlen loszuwerden®, sagt sie. ,,Aber eines
ist klar: Eine Terroristin bin ich nie gewesen.*

Die ukrainischen Behorden sahen das anders: Im Mérz 2018 wurde sie in U-Haft genommen. Im April
dieses Jahres kam sie wieder frei, als die Richterin entschieden hatte, die Haft nicht zu verlingern. Dass
ihre Freilassung in die Zeit fillt, als Prasident Poroschenko, den sie zuletzt immer besonders scharf
attackiert hatte, abgewahlt wurde, ist ihr Beweis genug, dass der Fall politisch motiviert sei.

Was an den Vorwiirfen gegen Sawtschenko wirklich dran ist, ldsst sich schwer einschidtzen. Bei den
Videoaufhahmen, die veroffentlicht wurden und deren Echtheit sie selbst nicht bestreitet, machte sie
jedenfalls keine gute Figur. Doch andererseits hat die ukrainische Justiz unter Poroschenko, allen voran
sein Generalstaatsanwalt, der die Vorwiirfe erhob, vor allem bei politischen Gegnern nicht gerade mit
Unparteilichkeit geglinzt. Sie gilt als unreformiert und korrupt.

,Lady Dynamite‘* nannte man sie im Scherz

Sawtschenko war die erste Frau, die an der Universitit der Lufistreitkrafte in Charkiw studierte und zur
Kampfpilotin ausgebildet wurde, sie lebt heute noch mit threr Schwester und ihrer Mutter im Plattenbau
n einem schmucklosen Kiewer Schlafbezirk ohne Metroanschluss. In schlaflosen Néchten beantwortet
sie Anfragen ukrainischer Biirger. Als sie nach ihrer Freilassung als Abgeordnete in der Rada sall und
ihr Termmnkalender immer voller wurde, hielt sie Sprechstunden auch um vier Uhr morgens ab. Wenn
Anti-Korruptions- Aktivisten vor einer wichtigen Abstimmung den Druck auf Abgeordnete erhdhen
wollten, riefen sie bei den Sawtschenko-Schwestern an, die dann wirklich wenig spéter in threm wei3en
Skoda Fabia um die Ecke gerast kamen, um die Aktivisten zu unterstiitzen. ,,Lady Dynamite®, so nannte
man sie damals schon halb im Scherz.

Der Geheimdienst verhinderte die Reise

Bei Sawtschenko liegt die verlorene Gunst vieler Ukrainer nicht zuletzt an ihren AuBerungen, der Dritte

Ukraine’s comedian-turned-president is on course for full domination of the country’s political scene
after results from Sunday’s parliamentary elections indicated his newly founded Servant of the People
party would win a majority of seats.

Volodymyr Zelenskiy, a political neophyte whose only previous experience was playing the president in
a television sitcom also called Servant of the People, won presidential elections in April and called for
early parliamentary elections soon after his inauguration.

With 70% of the votes counted on Monday, Servant of the People was projected to win 43% of'the
vote. Combined with a strong showing in single-mandate districts, Zelenskiy was on course to win an
absolute majority in the Rada, Ukraine’s parliament. If confirmed, it would be the first time in Ukraine’s
post-Soviet history that a single party commands an outright majority.

Four other parties were set to clear the 5% threshold required for getting into parliament through the
party list seats. The pro-Russian businessman Viktor Medvedchuk, who visited Vladimir Putin in
Moscow days before the election, came second in the vote with 13%, gaining the majority of his
support from the Russian-speaking east of the country.

The party of former president Petro Poroshenko, who was trounced by Zelenskiy in the presidential
elections, came third, while parties led by veteran politician Yulia Tymoshenko and the country’s
best-known rock star, Svyatoslav Vakarchuk, were also set to gain seats.



Prior to the vote there had been suggestions that Servant of the People could form a coalition with
Vakarchuk’s Voice party, given that both parties ran on a platform of reforms and political changes.
With an absolute majority, that will not be necessary.

Speaking on Sunday night at his campaign headquarters, Zelenskiy said his main priorities were “to end
the war, return our prisoners and defeat the corruption that persists in Ukraine”. He said he wanted a
“new face and a specialist in the economy” to become the next prime minister.

Zelenskiy’s popularity has come amid widespread disillusionment with politics in Ukraine, five years
after the Maidan revolution brought a change of'the political guard. Most Ukrainians were disappointed
with Poroshenko’s tenure, believing he did not do enough to tackle entrenched corruption and the grip
over politics of powerful oligarchs.

Poroshenko’s time in office was made more difficult by Russia’s backing for a separatist movement in
east Ukraine. The separatist territories, funded and armed by Russia, are not under the control of Kyiv
and the war has cost more than 13,000 lives.

Now, Zelenskiy will face the same challenges, and could see his popularity fall fast if he does not make
progress. He has already faced questions about his closeness to controversial oligarch Thor
Kolomoyskiy, who returned to Ukraine from exile shortly after Zelenskiy’s victory.

In the east, occasional fighting continues, and four Ukrainian soldiers were killed by sniper fire and mine
blasts over the weekend. Zelenskiy has used the language of compromise and dialogue, discarding
Poroshenko’s more divisive nationalist rhetoric, but how much progress he can make will depend in
part upon the will of the Kremlin. Zelenskiy held his first telephone conversation with Putin recently, but
the two have yet to meet.

As if a comedian becoming the president wasn’t enough, Ukraine now has a rock star as a potential
political kingmaker.

Svyatoslav Vakarchuk, the 44-year-old lead singer of rock band Okean Elzy, is set to enter Ukraine’s
parliament after exit polls showed his newly created Golos (Voice) party taking six percent in Sunday’s
parliamentary vote.

Volodymyr Zelensky, the sitcom star who shocked his nation by winning the presidency in April,
immediately said he was ready to start talks with Vakarchuk on forming a government coalition. Exit
polls showed him far ahead of all other parties although possibly short of a majority.

The rocker packed his party’s election list with young professionals, many of them western-educated,
and banned current and former lawmakers from entering the party.

“People voted for changes and we are happy to be part of these changes,” Vakarchuk told cheering
supporters at Golos party headquarters after the exit polls were released. “We are ready to take
responsibility.”

The singer did not stop performing during the campaign, making concert gigs an essential part of party
tours across the country.

And while he only set up Golos two months before the vote, Vakarchuk has long eyed a career in
politics. The singer was a supporter of Kiev’s pro-western Orange Revolution in 2004 and joined the
bloc of then president Viktor Yushchenko.

He won a seat in parliament in 2007, but quickly became disillusioned with politics and gave up his seat
after barely a year.

In 2014 he passionately supported the Maidan revolution that eventually ousted a pro-Moscow leader,
with one of his concerts in support of the protesters attended by more than 100,000 of people.

He has said he wants Ukraine to join the European Union and Nato.
Vakarchuk was born in the town of Mukachevo close to the Hungarian border. He followed in the

footsteps of his father, a former education minister, and trained as a physicist in Lviv close to the Polish
border.



While pursuing an impressive music career during which he produced nine albums, Vakarchuk also
studied for a doctorate in physics.

In 2015, he took part in an mternational fellowship programme at Yale University and in 2018 he jomned
Stanford University as a visiting scholar.

Volodymyr Zelensky’s habit of defying odds has continued, with Ukrainian election authorities
projecting an outright majority for the president’s Servant of the People party in Sunday’s general
election.

With 79.15 per cent of votes counted, Mr Zelensky party was on course for a total of 253 seats in
parliament, comfortably beyond the 226 needed to form a government.

The projected result, which concentrates executive and legislative powers in the hands of the former
comedian, is a first for modern Ukraine. It means Mr Zelensky now has full control of his coalition and
cabinet of ministers, and will be able to pick a prime minister of his own choosing.
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“Welcome to the new reality,” said Tatyana Slipachuk, Ukraine’s top election official, when briefing
journalists on the sensational results.

Exit polls had indicated the former showman had performed well, and would at least be able to form a
coalition with like-minded partners. On Sunday evening, the smart money was on a showbiz political
pact with a new party fronted by musician Svyatoslav Vakarchuk, one of five parties to make past the 5
per cent voting threshold and into parliament.

But once counting began, it became clear Mr Zelensky’s party had disproportionally benefited from
Ukraine’s mixed voting system, outperforming all other parties in first-past-the-post constituencies.
Candidates running on the presidential ticket swept home across the country. There were especially
strong performances in the centre and east.

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With the votes to do most government business, there was no apparent need for Mr Zelensky to reach
out to Mr Vakarchuk and the 20 projected deputies in his fraction. But some suggested the maverick
president might all the same look to form a coalition of progressive unity. One possible advantage of
such a move is that it would inch the president nearer to a two-thirds majority required for constitutional
changes.

On Monday, Dmytro Razumkov, leader of the victorious fraction, suggested Mr Zelensky was minded
to go it alone: ”"We will co-operate with political forces who share our views and outlook for the
country. But for the moment there is no need to talk about a coalition. Our results aren’t bad at all.”

Those results completed a spectacular reset in Ukramnian politics — one that began with the former
comedian’s unexpected landslide in April. The new parliament will be unrecognisable to the one that
went before it, with more than three quarters of deputies being elected for the first time. Many political
dynasties, some of whom has invested big in re-election, were toppled in the process, as traditional
voting patterns collapsed.

“Money is no longer a guarantee of victory,” wrote the popular blogger Denis Kazansky. “This was
simply a massacre.”

Mr Zelensky’s victory also brings its own problems. Managing expectation will be difficult, but a
potentially larger problem is managing egos and unchecked power. The overwhelming nature of the win
sets up the prospect of a fundamental change in the way Ukraine is governed: moving the country from
a system of balanced, competing oligarchy to something different, but as yet unclear.

Dealing with that will require serious statebuilding, says Balazs Jarabik, a nonresident scholar at the
Carnegie Endowment for International Peace. Unfortunately for Ukraine’s rookie president, there are
no off-the-shelf models to choose from. Instead Mr Zelensky will have to come up with an entirely
“Ukrainian solution.”

“We know the road to EU integration is closed, and it’s also clear there can be no geopolitical return to
Russia,” Mr Jarabik said. “Between those poles, Zelensky is going to have to come up with his own
script. And we don’t yet know ifhe is up to it.”

As Europe gets ready for its biggest nation in the west of Europe to say goodbye under a nationalist
leadership, and a parliament unable to control the executive at the other end of Europe, the parliament
of Ukraine has just been elected with serious hopes for the first time since the Berlin Wall fell that it can
lead Ukraine out of bad politics and worse economics.

Ukraine has had two revolutionary moments this century. First when its people arose in the 2004
Orange revolution in Kiev and then again in Maidan in Kiev in the winter of 2014/14.

It was not so much that Vladimir Putin wanted Ukraine to rejoin the Russian Federation but it was vital
that the Russian system of a corrupt economy controlled by oligarchs loyal to the boss, and an absence
of effective rule of law for the political-oligarch complex, should continue in Ukraine with the 48 million
strong nation being protected from a European future.
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After the humiliation of the two Kremlin endorsed presidents in 2004 and 2014, new presidents were
elected who proclaimed the wish to turn Ukraine towards the EU or Nato but did little to break up the
oligarch-politics networks.

In addition, Ukraine’s president and its parliament were controlled by different opposing forces which
made difficult if not impossible to pass laws to reform and update the country.

After five years of the presidency of an oligarch, Petro Poroshenko, who protected his fellow oligarchs,
a young reformer, Volodymyr Zelensky, was elected with a massive 73 per cent of the vote in the
presidential election.

He needed however a majority in parliament to pass the laws required for reform. Votes are still being
counted from Sunday’s parliamentary election but it looks certain that Zelenksy has won an overall
majority of seats in the Ukraine parliament which is elected partly on a party list system and partly on
constituency MPs elected on a first past the post system.

This the first time a president and parliament are in lock-step.

Some political analysts in Kiev hope the new parliament, where two-thirds of MPs elected on national
party lists are first-timers, can turn Ukraine round.

None of'the other parties including the pro-Russian Opposition Platform or the Russian-speaking
Ukrainians who have never really given up hopes of reuniting with the motherland got much over 10 per
cent.

Other parties headed by oligarch-friendly politicians like Poroshenko himself or the blonde-tressed
Yulia Timoshenko each won 8 per cent.

Zelensky won an estimated 126 seats with his share of the list system elections but is estimated to have
won a further 100 seats in the first-past-the-post section of the election to have a majority in the 450
seat parliament.  In the past these individual seats, elected locally by majority votes were much closer
to Ukraine’s oligarchs and business men who have vote buying operations in remoter, poorer or
anti-Kiev cities and regions of Ukraine to make sure their men and women or indeed themselves get
elected.

The cost of buying a seat in the Ukraine parliament is about US$2-3 million but if the public sector
contracts come to the different oligarchs with the help of their rotten borough MPs it is money well
spent from their point of view.

This rotten system means Ukraine per capita GDP is only about a quarter of neighbouring Poland. If
seats with their parliamentary immunity can be bought by oligarchs and even criminals then this



corruption spreads throughout the economy and state administration down to small towns and even
villages.

If Zelensky can convert his presidential and now parliamentary majority into reforming the police, public
prosecutor’s office, the security services and judiciary by appointing clear reformers to head these
public agencies, Ukraine can move forward.

Economist Anders Aslund, the leading expert on the post-Soviet economies of Russia and Ukraine,
suggests the legalisation of private sales of land, and attracting investment from abroad as well as
domestic savings can raise Ukraine’s growth rate from today’s 2-3 per cent to 7 per cent.

A more prosperous Ukraine where good money from legal economic activity drives out bad money
from corruption and illegal trading will worry Putin.

Russian annexation of the Crimea remains unsolved. Most of those elected in Ukraine reject the
Kremlin’s military occupation and activity of both the Crimea and the Donbas. But a growing, energised
Ukraine fully entering the European democratic orbit is a strategic loss for the Putin, Russian nationalist
world view.

Putin sits in the Kremlin looking at the inability of the EU, let alone the US or Canada with its 1.3 million
Ukrainian diaspora, to help Ukraine. The list of Europe’s unsolved borderland problems from Brexit
Britain, the Western Balkans, the southern and eastern Mediterranean failed states spewing out refugees
and migrants, Turkey with its destabilising drilling for energy in the seas off Cyprus, as well as Ukraine
since 2004, is not getting smaller.

But there is now a glimmer of hope that the Ukrainian people who have twice staged peaceful
revolutionary protests are finally using the ballot box to replace oligarchical politics with the democratic
variety.

Ukraine’s most unexpected president Volodymyr Zelensky appears to pulled off another extraordinary
act, with voters granting his untested party a commanding victory in Sunday’s general elections.

Exit polls indicated that Mr Zelensky would likely fall short of the 226 seats required to form a
single-party majority in the Supreme Rada. But the strong projected showing of preferred coalition
partner Holos, a new party fronted by the musician Svyatoslav Vakarchuk, means the president will be
able form a workable coalition of likeminded forces.

The polling data, released at 8pm local time, suggested that Mr Zelensky’s Servant of the People party
would win 44.4 per cent of the vote. The pro-Russia Opposition Platform For Life comes next with
12.5 per cent. European Solidarity, the vehicle of former president Petro Poroshenko, is projected third
with 8.5 per cent. Fatherland, the vehicle of former prime minister Yulia Tymoshenko is on 7.7 per cent.
Holos is the last to pass the 5 per cent parliamentary barrier on 6 per cent.

Ukraine’s complicated, mixed first-past-the-post and party list voting system means that it will be some
while before an exact picture is formed, and the exit polls are likely to have a high margin of error.

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Earlier on Sunday, Mr Zelensky described today’s vote as possibly more important than the presidential
election, a nod to the wide-ranging powers enjoyed by Ukrainian legislators. He had asked for a strong
mandate to implement reforms ranging from removing immunity for deputies, a tax amnesty and
extending lustration, the process of barring previous officials from power. Today’s result appears to
have granted him those powers.

Svyatoslav Vakarchuk, Ukraine’s other showbiz politician, was the other main winner from the election.
The “Ukrainian Bono” was long touted as a possible president before he withdrew earlier this year. For
many, he was a more natural fit for politics than Mr Zelensky, having already served as a
parliamentarian over 2007-08. But in the subsequent months, it was the comedian’s star that rose at the
expense of the more famous musician. Some doubted he was ready for popular politics following a
high-brow but lacklustre campaign. Now, he could be set for a junior role in coalition.

The presence of Holos in parliament has removed a major headache for Mr Zelensky: the prospect of
negotiations with Yulia Tymoshenko’s Fatherland fraction. Ms Tymoshenko, a crafty and vastly more
experienced former PM, had been angling for a return to her previous role.

For the members of the previous governing powers, the results represented a humiliating rejection.
Former president Petro Poroshenko, who just two months ago held all the shots, now looks forward to
life in the second tier of Ukrainian politics. The nationalist-populist vote was also decimated, with former
coalition party People’s Front out before the race even began, and populist Oleh Lyashko’s Radical
party swept aside in the Zelensky revolution.

The election saw a final run out for Ukraine’s unusual mixed system that sees deputies elected via party
lists (225) and first-past-the-post constituencies (199). While election observers said the vote was
largely free and fair — it was in the latter category that the dirtiest battles took place.

District 94, which covers a strip of sleepy suburbia to the south of Kiev, was perhaps the most
scandalous. Here, the choice essentially boiled down to two political beasts: Igor Kononenko, the grey
cardinal of Petro Poroshenko’s administration regularly named in corruption investigations, and
Alexander Dubinsky, a journalist of dubious ethical repute running on Mr Zelensky’s ticket.

Those were the only two candidates with the chance of winning, but the ballot paper offered voters a
bewildering choice of another 40 names. The list included three Kononenkos, three Dubinskys, one
Dubynsky and even a Holoborodko, the name assumed by Mr Zelensky in his long-running comedy
series. The clones appeared designed to con voters into voting for the wrong candidate.

The use of such clones had increased since the last elections in 2014, Vika Dumanska, coordmator of
Chesno, a NGO monitoring organisation, told The Independent. But it was only one hit in an album of
tested electoral bribes ranging from free food to children’s parties, she added.

The counting in district 94 as well as other first past the post constituencies is likely to stretch many
days. But Dmytro Razumkov, leader of Mr Zelensky’s fraction, told journalists on Sunday evening that
the party was polling unexpectedly well in such constituencies. He predicted the presidential ticket
would take all of Kiev’s 17 districts.

That, says the independent political expert Vladimir Fesenko, opened up the possibility of Mr Zelensky
forming a government on his own, or with the help of just a few independent MPs.

“Zelensky is set for about 120 deputies from the proportional vote, and would need another 80-90
deputies from first past the post.” he said. "It would be unprecedented, but we’ve come to learn with
Zelensky that you can’t rule anything out.”

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Two soldiers, civilian killed in east Ukraine ahead of polls

KIEV: Two Ukrainian soldiers and one civilian were killed in incidents involving Kremlin-backed
separatists, Kiev said Saturday, a day before the country votes in a parliamentary election. The
Ukrainian army’s press secretary, Dmytro Gutsulyak, said the two soldiers were killed by sniper fire,
and added that four other servicemen were injured. In a separate incident, a 60-year-old civilian was
killed just outside the separatist stronghold of Donetsk, he added. The latest casualties were reported
hours before a ceasefire was due to start early on Sunday. Ukraine is to hold a parliamentary election
on Sunday in which President Volodymyr Zelensky's party is expected to win the largest share of votes.
Since 2014, some 13,000 people have been killed in the war which erupted after a popular uprising
ousted Ukraine’s pro-Kremlin president and Russia annexed Crimea. Kiev and its Western backers
accuse Russia of fnnelling troops and arms across the border to fan the flames of the conflict. Moscow
has denied the claims despite overwhelming evidence to the contrary. Zelensky, a former comedian,
discussed the conflict in eastern Ukraine in a first telephone conversation with Russian President
Vladimir Putin last week. Zelensky has suggested that the US and Britain should also be ncluded in
peace talks that currently mvolve Germany, France, Russia and Ukraine.

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Ukraine’s Zelensky looks to consolidate power in parliament vote

KIEV: Ukrainians went to the polls on Sunday to elect a new parliament as comedian-turned-president
Volodymyr Zelensky seeks to consolidate power and bring in other political newcomers. Opinion polls
show Zelensky’s Servant of the People party — named after the sitcom in which he played the
president — expected to win roughly half of the vote, well ahead of any rivals.

The 41-year-old TV star faced a hostile parliament following his shock win in April’s presidential
election. He quickly called a snap election and has promised to bring in a new generation of politicians
to lead the country.

Even with a loyal parliament, Zelensky faces a slew of challenges in a country heavily dependent on
foreign aid and scarred by years of war with Russia-backed separatists.

His victory in April was seen as a rejection of the country’s traditional elite for failing to end the
separatist conflict, revive the economy or tackle widespread corruption. Casting his ballot at a Kiev
polling station, Zelensky rejected any coalition with the “old authorities” and said he would be looking
for a “professional economist” to become prime minister.



He was dressed in a casual blue shirt, reflecting a change in style that saw Zelensky walk to his
inauguration and announce plans to relocate the presidential administration from a hulking Soviet-era
building,.

Zelensky is expected to look for a coalition partner in another fresh movement — the new Golos
(Voice) party of Svyatoslav Vakarchuk, the 44-year-old lead vocalist of one of Ukraine’s most
successful rock bands, Okean Elzy. Vakarchuk set up his party in May and opinion polls show it with
support of between four and seven percent. It will need to cross a threshold of five percent to make it
mto parlament.
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Will Zelensky’s Big Act get the Ratings?

Zelensky knows that in addition to swapping out the cast, altering the set can also lead to a major plot
change.

In what would be television gold, the comedian-turned-politician Volodymyr Zelensky has won a
resounding plurality in the parliamentary election, allowing him and his newly founded party to begin
governing Ukraine. Like his television show Servant of the People, an outsider is set to disrupt Ukraine
politics. Having won the presidency in April and now securing a strong base in Ukraine’s parliament, the
Verkhovna Rada, it is now time for the next season to begin. Zelensky must put on a great following act
and utilize his new office to push his reformist brand to the Ukrainian public. However, it remains to be
seen if the president’s showmanship can face reality, and if his government can follow through on his
anti-corruption promises with substantive reforms and govern effectively.

By calling for the snap election on July 21, Zelensky has started his first term on a bold note. The
outgoing parliament is dominated by Petro Poroshenko’s “European Solidarity” and other loyalist
parties. The parliament plays an important role in policy implementation, as the body can constrain the
president in nearly all executive decisions, including the appointment of key government officials. Exit
polls show that Servant of the People obtained roughly 44 percent of the vote, which means that
Zelensky is now well positioned to build a coalition. He has already stated his intent to begin talks to
that effect with Holos, a political party led by the former musician Svyatoslav Vakarchuk. In reshaping
the Verkhovna Rada, many traditional parties will take major losses. Poroshenko’s European Solidarity
now accounts for 9 percent of the vote and former Prime Minister Yulia Tymoshenko’s Fatherland
party accounts for 7.6 percent of the vote. Many other parties, including former Prime Minister Arseniy
Yatsenyuk’s People’s Front and the Western-based Self Reliance party, didn’t meet the mmimum 5
percent for parliamentary representation. In looking to how the president has transformed Ukrainian
politics, one must look to the crowd-stirring actions that Zelensky accomplished as president.

Zelensky has sought to shape his cabinet in the same reformist image that contributed to his landslide
victory. In the month since his election, Zelensky demanded that parliament dismiss the foreign minister,
chief of the SBU Security Service of Ukraine, prosecutor general, and minister of defense. In attempting
to recast these and other positions, the president has nominated many notable figures. Replacing
Foreign Minister Pavlo Klimkin will be Vadym Prystaiko, the current deputy foreign minister of Ukraine
and the head of the Mission of Ukraine to NATO; former minister of economic development and trade,
Aivaras Abromavicius, who had served under Poroshenko until his protest resignation, has been
appointed to sit on state defense firm Ukroboronprom’s board of directors; bolstering Zelensky’s
reformist image, a former top official in the National Agency for Preventing Corruption and well known
reformist, Ruslan Riaboshapka, has been nominated for chief of staff in charge of anti-corruption policy.



Having assembled a lneup that will be sure to impress many within Ukraine and abroad, Servant of the
People’s strong parliamentary base will now be able to confirm these appointments to serve in the
Zelensky administration.

Given the president’s television experience, Zelensky knows that in addition to changing the cast,
changing the set can also aid in encapsulating a major plot change. In an effort to remove symbols of
opulence from his administration, Zelensky announced his intention in June to relocate the presidential
administration building away from its current grandiose building to the aptly named Ukrainian House
near Kiev’s Maidan square. This move mirrors a similar event in Zelensky’s show, where his character
relocated to modern offices in Kyiv’s outskirts, highlighting a shift from opulence to functionality. The
choice of relocating to the Ukraine House also bodes well for the president’s reformist image. The
Ukrainian House became an important staging ground during the Euromaidan protests after protestors
besieged the building and forced over two hundred officers to escape. Having the president move to this
symbolic location will resonate with Zelensky’s pro- European audience and allow him to revive the
post-Maidan fervor, something that led to radical electoral changes in 2014.

Zelensky also aims to go beyond his Euro-friendly West Ukrainian audience and present himself as a
president representing all Ukraine. In contrast with his predecessor, who sought to promote a sense of
Ukrainian nationalism, Zelensky has shifted course to be more inclusive of Russian-sympathetic Eastern
Ukrainians. Through the promotion of the Ukrainian language and the granting autocephaly for a new
Ukramian Orthodox Church, Poroshenko had alienated many still sympathetic to Russian cultural
mnfluence. Zelensky however presented himself in a different light. While touring towns near the front, the
Ukrainian president openly spoke Russian, projecting a common Ukrainian identity saying to the crowd
gathered, “To be honest, it does not matter to me what language you speak, you are always Ukrainians,
we all understand each other.” While not reversing Poroshenko’s language law, Zelensky has shown his
mtent to be seen as representative of all Ukraine. As for the church, Zelensky has seemingly dropped
the promotion of the church from the state agenda, no longer promoting the conversion of Russian
Orthodox Churches in the east and allowing a greater degree of religious autonomy. Unlike his
predecessor, President Zelensky has presented himself to the eastern regions as a character that they
can root for too.

While Zelensky has been receiving high marks from the Ukrainian public, there is still uncertainty as to
whether he can follow through on his pledge to fight corruption. Despite positive signals so far, there has
been little substantive policy mitiatives or progress on reform. It’s worth noting that Poroshenko had
also appointed many reformist characters to his cabinet when first elected, including Abromavicius, yet
had done little in pursuing substantive reform policies. In addition, while Zelensky has been able to
garner support among Eastern Ukramians, his anti-corruption message is less accepted in the East
because more people there are interested in ending the ongoing war in the Donbass, and while Zelensky
and Russian president Vladimir Putin have agreed to continue high-level discussions over the conflict in
eastern Ukraine, it seems unlikely Zelensky can keep his promise to pursue EU and NATO alignment
while also appeasing Russian interests.



These are the difficult decisions that Zelensky must face. Proposing or implementing substantive policies
could yield considerable backlash. Any attempt to fight corruption would be met with instant opposition
from the Opposition Bloc and the entrenched oligarchs. To tackle corruption, the president would have
to make difficult decisions around contentious issues such as land privatization and energy reform while
engaging in difficult battles with powerful oligarchs, with any negative effects produced potentially
swaying Ukrainian voters against Zelensky. While Servant of the People has a commanding plurality,
implementing reforms will be difficult. In addition, Servant of the People’s meteoric rise has forced many
of Ukraine’s well-known reformest figures out of office. Instead of incorporating these reformist
members into his own party, Zelensky has ridden the parliament of many proven reformists in favor of
his pledge for political outsiders. This preference was pursued even above ideology, with party being
united only by the broad and ill-defined goals of fighting corruption and ending the war in the Donbass.
Leading a coalition, let alone his own party, will prove difficult, especially since Zelensky himselfis a
political novice. Given this and the powerful influence of oligarchs in the opposition parties, pursuing
reforms could prove perilous. Keep in mind that even as a minority, an opposition in Ukraine can be
hazardous; just look to the Maidan protests to see the effects a minority can have.

This has been the show to watch leading up to the snap election. Filled with drama and flare, Zelensky
has given his own political show a run for its money. While there are concerns that the symbolic moves
Zelensky have made will not live up to the hype he has created, it has proved enough to win over his
Ukrainian audience. It will be interesting to see what happens with a Servant of the People coalition.
Will Zelensky’s “Servant of the People” be able to govern effectively, or will Ukrainians endure another
five years of stagnation? What’s undeniable is that Zelensky has the support of the public. They see him
as a political outsider who can represent a diverse Ukrainian constituency. With the numbers seen in the
exit polls, he has been given a mandate. If he wins the plurality with the numbers expected, then he will
be given a mandate. For now, Ukrainians are loving the president’s show, and perhaps soon he may
convert these ratings into real political gain.

Ukraine and the Russian-backed, separatist forces of Donetsk and Luhansk remain locked in a shooting
war that, since 2014, has claimed around thirteen thousand Ukrainian lives and displaced over two
million more.

Ukraine’s Armed Forces entered the Donbass conflict in a decrepit state; in the words of Ukrainian
General Viktor Muzhenko, as “an army in ruins.” Kiev was confronted with two principal challenges:
Ukraine sold or decommissioned a great swathe of'its vast, but aging, Soviet military inheritance over
the 1990s and 2000s; and the Ukrainian army suffered from poor training, rampant corruption, and
flagging morale.

With the assistance of U.S. and NATO military advisors, Ukraine has made significant strides in
addressing the latter problem over the past several years; though much remains to be done, Ukraine’s
army is slowly taking the shape ofa centralized professional fighting force.

The same, however, cannot be said of Ukraine’s difficult path to military hardware modernization.
Congress has so far approved two lethal aid packages to Ukraine, with Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelensky expected to request further military aid at his upcoming summit with President Donald Trump.

What does Ukraine need, what is it asking for, and what has it gotten thus far?

Prodigious price tags and congratulatory news headlines belie an altogether unsettling reality: U.S.
military aid to Ukraine has been strategically, and even tactically, inconsequential.

The bulk of previous military aid shipments consisted of small arms, anti-ECM (electronic
countermeasures) technology, and miscellaneous personnel gear such as night-vision goggles. These are
all important tools in their own right, but not nearly enough to guarantee Ukrainian success in retaking
the separatist-held regions of Donbass, let alone in fending off a hypothetical Russian military invasion
west of Donbass. Experts agree that the centerpiece of the previous 250 million dollar lethal aid
package, Javelin anti-tank missiles, are “mainly symbolic” due to the dearth of heavy armor operated by
the Donetsk and Luhansk separatist forces. The current congressional plan to provide Ukraine with
portable surface-to-air missile launchers is even more symbolic—the separatists have no fighter jets,
and the Russian air force cannot conduct military operations over Donbass airspace without triggering
an international crisis that would increase the chances of direct Western intervention.

The Washington-Kiev military relationship finds itself entangled in a Catch-22 situation: If the goal of
U.S. lethal aid is to shift the balance of power in the Donbass or to prepare Ukraine to singlehandedly
resist a full-fledged Russian military offensive, then much more drastic action is needed—however, said
action would only mvite Russian escalation and thus leave Ukraine’s security interests even worse off. It
is for this reason that Ukraine is unlikely to receive strategically meaningful military aid, such as the
Patriot missile system that Kiev sought to purchase earlier last year.

There are, however, pragmatic military reforms that the Ukrainian army can implement in the short term
to stake out a better position in the Donbass war. Main battle tanks (MBT’s) like Ukraine’s T-84 and
T-80 are unwieldy given the urban nature of the conflict, but there is a clear operational rationale for
replacing Ukraine’s bloated, aging roster of over 800 BMP-2’s with a leaner force of modernized
heavy infantry fighting vehicles. Ukraine is reportedly taking steps in this direction with their upcoming
BMP-1UMD, an evolution of the Soviet BMP-1 with digitized controls, a german-made engine, and
revamped armaments suite. Meanwhile, a more robust network of counter-battery radars and modern
transport vehicles can mitigate the impact of separatist artillery attacks.

Future lethal aid packages would reflect a more realistic vision of Ukraine’s military needs if they were
grounded in these kinds of practical concerns, rather than niche missile launchers that may never see the
operational light of day.
