An exiled former top ally of ousted Ukrainian leader Viktor Yanukovych on Monday launched
a shadowy committee to “save” the war-torn country, pledging to bring down the current pro-Western
government.

Ex-prime minister Mykola Azarov, wanted for corruption by Kiev after fleeing during last year's
protests that toppled Mr. Yanukovych, called for public demonstrations and early elections in Ukraine
at a press conference in a Moscow hotel.
