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SYNERGY - THE WAY FOR COMPANY TO OVERCOME

FINANCIAL CRISIS

The financial crisis results in a loss of paper wealth. If this decrease is significant and involves
several economic sectors it can develop into an economic recession or even depression. In this case crisis

consequences are experienced by many companies. One of the reasonable solutions in company level is to

As one knows the term financial
crisis is applied broadly to a
variety of situations in which some
financial institutions or assets suddenly
lose a large part of their value (Haidar,
2009). Sometimes it leads to economic
recession or depression. This impacts
many companies and especially small
business via decrease in trade, late
payment and access to finance. The
relevant solution to these problems is
managing costs, managing cash flow
and increasing business volume. And
this can be accomplished through
synergy effect. Iversen (1997) stated
that synergetic companies are more
resistant to financial crises.

So what is synergy? First of all,
it is joint actions. In economics’
literature it is analyzed as the form
of corporate acquisitions or mergers.
It is worth to mention the recent
the frequent
cases of unsuccessful consequences
(Cartwright & Schoenberg, 2006). In
short term the shareholders of acquired
company experience the positive
effect, but the probability of positive
impact for the purchaser is much less
apparent (Agrawal & Jaffe, 2000).
This situation is defined as negative
synergy. So, the synergy can be defined
as situation when the sum of two or
more parts are grater then they are
summed independently.

Synergy can be expressed in
the following way. Suppose V(A) is
a profit, sales or other measure of

studies which reveal

company A performance and V(B) is a
measure of B company performance. A
measure of joint company V(A+B) is:

V(A+B) = M(A) + (B}+AS. (1)
Here AS is synergy. It can be expressed
as:

AS = V(A+B) - (A) - (B).  (2)

Here can be three cases. The first, then
AS=0. This means that joint company
does not gain any additional value and
no synergy occurs. The second, then
AS<0. In this case there is negative
synergy. The value of joint company
is less than they were separated. The
last case, then AS>0. This means that
synergy is positive and joint firms gain
additional value.

The first
this term was Ansoff. He argues that

one who mentioned

synergy can occur in these processes
(Ansoff, 1987):

e Increase in profit;

e Operating cost decrease;

e Investment needs’ decline.

This list can be extended by these
elements:

e Increase in market share;

e Revenue increase;

e Technological advances;

e Labor productivity increase;

e Brand name improvement.

First element from extended list
means, that the situation of acting
together is interpreted by demand as a
sign of superior product. In long run
this increases market share. Second
factor occurs then joint companies sell
each other’s products. This is how they
increase their sales. Third element reflects
situation then companies share research
and development results or know-how
knowledge. Forth factor increases as
unnecessary staff or duplicated human
resources are eliminated. The last one
element reveals situation then joint
companies strengthen each other’s
marketing strategies.

Charterjee (1986) proposes other
classification. He defines these types of
synergy:

e Hidden;

e Financial;

e Operational.

This list can be extended by

Paper deals with the analysis of different synergy manifestation and types. The new method is formulated.
This approach allows companies to gain competitive advantage and overcome the difficulties that are caused
by financial crisis or even strengthen its position.

forth type — management synergy.
It is described by Trautwein (1990).
According to him, this synergy is
realized then one firm uses others
planning and monitoring resources.
Charterjee’s classification corresponds
to firms relations. Hidden synergy
arises from horizontal merger, financial
synergy from unrelated activity and
operational synergy from vertically
related actions.

the possible ways to achieve this is

decrease of capital cost.

diversification strategy. By distributing
investment portfolio, company can
reduce risk and lower its capital costs.

Other factor that reduces capital
costs is company size. Large firms
can establish internal capital market.
This functioning of a market is based
on more accurate information and
more efficient capital distribution
system (Got & Sanz, 2002). This
internal system can bring synergy
for two reasons. The first one, these
resources can be distributed at an easy
rate compared to banking system. The
second one, transaction costs are much
smaller. These factors play the main
role at the presence of financial crises
then it is extremely difficult to borrow.

Operational synergy is related to
productivity. Its’ mechanics is based on
decrease of marginal costs. According
to Porter (1985), operational synergy
occurs from knowledge distribution.

So far discussed synergies are
based on cost reduction. Seth (1990)
looked from different perspective. He
connected synergy to process of value
creation by distinguishing these types:

e Market power;

e Economies of scale;

e Economies of scope;

e (Coinsurance;

e Financial diversification.
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Market power is proportional to the
possibility to influence the price, sales
amounts or sales types. Economies
of scale are the most common
consequence of horizontal merger.
Economies of scope can occur in joint
actions producing and selling different
types of products. Other two types are
already discussed.

A little bit different vision was
proposed by Porter (2008). According
to his
company is exposed to competitors,

five forces framework,

new entrants, substitute producers,
suppliers and customers. These forces
put firm under pressure. This pressure
can be compensated through synergy
effect that
integration. Synergy can be achieved

caused by horizontal

by two ways: sharing resources and
activities or eliminating unnecessary
ones. Strategy that is based on sharing
between different units
is called interrelationship strategy
(Porter, 1985). Two different relations

are  distinguished:

resources

tangible and
intangible. The last one is very similar
to Charterjee’s Hidden synergy that is
mentioned supra.

Tangible relations occur from
customers, sales channels and technology.
According to Porter, intangible relations
include management skills, know-how
and relationship with suppliers and
government. These subjects motivate
companies to merge in order to achieve
synergy.

Based on Porter’s view it is
possible to construct new synergy
type concept. It is based on relations
to company partners. Partners mean
customers and vendors. Relations here
are sales and purchases. This synergy
can be positive or negative and occur
in a form of revenue, profit, brand and
etc.

This type of synergy is conditioned
when a customer is also a vendor. Let’s
define this concept. Suppose firm’s
sales are P_, and part of these sales are
to vendors P .. Then sales synergy S

is defined as:

possible a priori to say is it positive
or negative synergy. From one point
of view it is clear that company is
dependent on partner. In case of
partner failure, the company loses
customer and vendor at the same
time. That is why this is negative
side. The positive side effect is the
possibility to give partners each other
discounts.

The indicator synergy balance (B)
is only for internal use, because sales to
vendors or purchases from customers
can only be calculated by person who
has detailed accounting information.
This is probably the main drawback of
this method.

So, synergy seeking is useful in
order to overcome financial crisis by
lowering costs and sustain or even
increase revenue. Proposed synergy
model that is based on cooperation
with business

partners brings the

possibility of implementation of
vertical

strategy.

he volume of consumption is of great importance in

the economy and determines the volumes of produc-
tion, rates of economic growth and development. Sometimes
ideas about consumption propensity over time are reviewed,
overvalued, supplemented in the course of time alongside
with other approaches.

Even theorists, who accept that the consumption pro-
pensity is a constant value, do not deny that it can be
changed over time. Particularly, in 1929-1941 propensity
to consume was 0.73 in the USA, in 1970-ies it was 0.64
in GFR, and in 1990-ies it was 0.62 in Russia.! Accord-
ing to the institutionalists it is the product of the institu-
tional differences between countries. More output of time
was included in the researches of S. Kuznets. Particularly,
propensity to consume strived to 0.86 for 1869-1938 in
the USA. It arose more interest among the specialists to-
wards the theory of Keynes. There were three possible
versions among the cause- effect explanations: 1. the im-
pact of the relative income, 2. permanent income value,
3. life cyclicity.

According to D. Duisenberg, the consumption level in-
cludes the psychological factor and it is determined along-
side with the society development at the same time with
competitive relations inside the social group in which high
quality of life and the simulation tends are the cores.

According to M. Freedman the household incomes are
subjected to more and more fluctuations in comparison with
expenses done by them. The consumption expenditures were
observed through the factor dependence not at the level of
the current income but at the average income. According to
this idea when getting a maximum income in the certain pe-
riod of time the household later also tries to build its con-
sumption by adjusting it to the consumption level of the fol-
lowing income.

At last the research of the Nobel Prize winner (1985)
F. Modigliani is built on the principle that the level of the
household expenditure depends not only on the current level
of the income but also on the income level expected in the
course of life.

Besides the economists believe that the changes in aver-
age propensity to consume could be expected by the influ-
ence of institutional factors.?

Thus, equilibrium in the economy is established by

the interaction of various cause-effects factors as invest-
ments, propensities to consume and save. According to
Keynes the classical “invisible hand” cannot provide
equilibrium in economy in the case of full employment.

In the Keynesian theory the tax burden relieve or the def-
icit financing of the government purchases was considered to
be the way out in the case of minimum level of the consump-
tion volume recorded in recession period.

In the C, C, segment, when the expansion period in the
economy is observed, it was important to reduce the mar-
ginal utility of the money among the “rentier or the rich by
means of wealth redistribution.

To maintain the economy at the full employment level
C, and to avoid further negative situations it was neces-
sary to increase the investments opportunities. As since in
comparison with C, C, segment the households prefer to
preserve financial resources in cash. Later on slowdown
of business activities were observed. In order to avoid all
these it was necessary to increase the amount of money. In
this case real interest rate would be reduced in the econ-
omy and broad member of the society would not be inter-
ested in keeping their savings in cash. In the result the C
= C,+ C(Y) curve was coming closer to Y = C curve as
possible and an attempt was made to establish an equilib-
rium in the preferable highest segment in the intersection
point for C = C,+ C(Y) " Y = C curves.

The consumption function could be expressed through
non linear dependence from disposable income and in
practice it could have the below mentioned form. Let us
show the differences in consumption value in the case of
the same disposable income through Keynes and classical
explanations. According to the main psychological law of
Keynes people are more inclined to increase the consump-
tion along with the income increase although not with the
same size with which the income increased.? In this regard
it is remarkable that the human’s “psychology” is that in the
case of income lower than cost of living the consumption
will not exceed that value. (Picture 2.)

Let us suppose that in the income interval CA — n the
value of consumption will not increase continuously and
will be equal to the autonomous consumption value of
CA.

According to the classical theory in the case of F¥, J¥ ,
KY_ values of income the consumption will be C,, C, C,,
and according to Keynes theory it will be C?, C?, C?. In
accordance with the classical theory the income and the con-
sumption values will be equal and according to the Keynes
theory the consumption value will increase corresponding to
the income increase.

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and Agent-Based Modeling as a platform for creation an Agent-Dynamic model, and also analysis

of the combined models from different areas is made and the methods of combining approaches are
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In a rapidly evolving business

environment the question of searching
of new tools for studying and analyzing
economic  entities becomes more
important. One of the ways of information
support for decision-making is a creation
of the models using simulation tools.

Simulation modeling allows study-
ing the problems of complex systems, for
which analytical solutions are not avail-
able. It includes four approaches: System
Dynamics, Dynamic Systems, Discrete
Event and Agent-Based Modeling. This
paper discusses the integration of the two
of them — System Dynamics and Agent-
Based Modeling.

Recent years a considerable interest
in the study of the synergy between Sys-
tem Dynamics and Agent-Based Model-
ing was shown and it was noted that they
can be combined in order to find solu-
tions for complex problems [1].

By combining these approaches a
number of factors that lead to improved
quality of output information and, thus,
to improved quality of decision-making
can be taken into account.

The purpose of this work is to iden-
tify the practical methods of combining
of System Dynamics and Agent-Based
Modeling as a platform for creation an
Agent-Dynamic model for IT-project
management. To achieve this goal it
is necessary to analyze the combined

models from different areas and to
explore the methods of combining
approaches.

Popkov thinks that combining of Sys-
tem Dynamics and Agent-Based Modeling
can take place in three cases [2].

When different objects of one system
can not be modeled using the same
approach.

When different objects of one system
belong to different levels of abstraction.

When the use of the two approaches
in one model facilitates the description
and the creation of this model.

One of the earliest examples of the
synergy between System Dynamics and
Agent-Based Modeling is the model by
Dong-Hwan and Jae-Ho, established in
1997 [1]. In their model they used ar-
ray variables and, as a main method of
combining, the modeling agents in Sys-
tem Dynamic environment. As a result
of simulation, they showed that the new
model, that was developed on the basis
of System Dynamic and Agent-Based
models, differs significantly from the
original ones.

Through the cross-study of these two
approaches Scholl gave an overview of
the general modeling principles and iden-
tified areas in which the two approaches
complement each other, and where they
overlap [3].

One of the most detailed compari-
sons of System Dynamics and Agent-
Based Modeling was done by Nadine
Schieritz and Peter Milling [1]. A new
method of integrating the two ap-
proaches was applied to the field of sup-
ply networks [4]. The model consists of
two levels of aggregation. On the macro
level a discrete Agent-Based Modeling is
applied for modeling the interaction be-
tween companies-agents with each other.
On the micro level the System Dynamics
is used to model the internal structure of
the company.

The integration of System Dynam-
ics and Agent-Based Modeling was
also used for modeling cellular recep-
tor dynamics [5]. In this model the
System Dynamics was applied in the
part of systems simulation at a high
level of aggregation and abstraction. The
Agent-Based Modeling part was used
for studying phenomena at the level of
individual receptors and molecule.

Recently was made a cross-study
of these approaches for tumour growth
modeling [6]. Due to the developed
model, which is based on the interaction
between tumor cells and immune effector

cells, it became possible to study specific
problems of immune system.

levels, a detailed description of the
socio-economic and dynamic complex
system automotive market was made. As
a result, product strategies with special
regard to alternative fuel and powertrain
technologies could be developed.

Jim Hines and Jody House created
a theory of policy formation in orga-
nizations that explains the appearance
of policies similar to biological evolu-
tion [8]. Their model consists of some
projects (modeled as System Dynamics
environment) each with a certain
manager (modeled as agent). After the
completion of the project every agent
learns and adds new knowledge to its
policy. The next project agent controls
with updated policy.

Tobias Lorenz and Andrea Bassi
combined two approaches for mod-
eling the attractiveness of hotels for
tourists [9]. For model creation they
identified two methods. The first
method considers modeling agents in
the System Dynamic environment. The
second one is modeling agents, that
consist of System Dynamic structures,
without predefined System Dynamic
environment.

Borshchev also identifies two meth-
ods of combination [10]. According to
the first method, a System-Dynamic
submodels are created inside discrete
interacting agents. A good example
of it is the model of supply chains, in
which processes are modeled by System
Dynamics, and the interaction between
the companies by Agent-Based Modeling
The
modeling of agents that are situated

tools. second method implies
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in the environment that is created by
System Dynamics.

The following example of a combina-
tion is presented in the field of strategic
management in agro-industrial coopera-
tives [11]. With the help of System Dy-
namics it became possible to predict the
complexity of strategic management in re-
gard of the need for conciliation and equi-
librium of economic interests between the
cooperative and its members. Through the
Agent-Based Modeling the behavior of the
cooperative’s members was set up.

In the bank field is also an example of
integration of approaches - it is a model
of assessing the sustainability of a com-
mercial bank [12]. This model includes
the
(System Dynamics part), which affects

macroeconomic environment
the subsystem of autonomous reactive
agents - businesses, owners, etc.

A similar combining of approaches
occurs in 3-agent model «state - the of-
ficial - the owner,» which allows to study
the behavior of agents under the condi-
tions of conflict of interest, in order to
simulate the shadow economy and cor-
ruption mechanisms [13]. In this model
the method of modeling agents in System
Dynamic environment was used.

An exploratory approach by Jim Dug-
gan involves the use of System Dynam-
ics models as a basis for Agent-Based
Modeling [14]. His model includes the
System Dynamics modeling of aggregated
level, which consists of a large number of
subsystems of agent level.

A good example of combination
modeling approaches could be found in
the field of corporate networks dynam-
ics. Akkermans created a model of 100
agents in a System Dynamics simulation
environment [15]. In his model, each
agent has models of the performance of
the agents, with whom he interacts and
each agent differs in the degree in which
he assesses long-term relationships over
short-term performance.

On the basis of analyzed combi-
nations, it can be concluded that for
integration of System Dynamics and
Agent-Based Modeling into one Agent-
Dynamic approach one of the following
methods can be used.

Modeling of interaction of agents at
the macro level (the part of Agent-Based
Modeling) and their internal structure at
the micro level (System Dynamics part).

Modeling of one system at the macro
level (System Dynamics part) and a
certain number of interacting agents at
the micro level (the part of Agent-Based
Modeling).

Modeling of a certain number of ob-
jects on the macro level (System Dynam-
ics part) inside which agents are modeled
at the micro level (the part of Agent-
Based Modeling).

Thereby, for selection of the most
appropriate method of combining System
Dynamics and Agent-Based Modeling
for creation an Agent-Dynamic model
of IT-project management it is necessary
to define the structure and nature of
the relationship of objects that will be
included in the model.

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INNOVATION ACTIVITY AS AMAJOR FACTOR IN

DEVELOPMENT OF AGRICULTURE

Intensive innovation activity has become an essential part of development in agricultural sector
nowadays. Moreover, it is considered to be the major factor in the system of those contributing to
the development and efficiency of production in the market economy. The strategy of shaping and
advancing of the innovation system in the sector is aimed at creating and assimilating the novelties
which will make it possible to launch a new technological structure of production and ensure

enterprises’ competitiveness in both domestic and international markets. The given article deals with
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At present a new innovation-based
paradigm of development in
world economy is being established.
Russia cannot remain indifferent to
the processes and is due to promote
innovation activities in all the sectors
of its national economy, including
agriculture. Transition to the innovative
type of development is caused not only by
the urgent need for solving the problems
of the Russian agricultural sector, but
also by the goals and objectives set in
this area.

Innovation activity has become
a major factor in development of
agriculture in the modern world while its
maximum employment is the only way
to overcome the crisis and to promote a
steady progress in farming. Considering
the ever-increasing dynamism of social
and changes alongside
with the growing pressure from the
world economy Russia has to make a
rapid transfer to the innovative mode
of development in agriculture, to re-
establish the strategically important
economic sector on the qualitatively
different technical basis meeting the
up-to-date tendencies. Otherwise, the
agrarian sector of the economy of
the country is doomed to desperately
lag behind and ultimately
noncompetitive. [5]

Farmers all over the world strive
for reinforcement of high-technology in
their production of which economically
developed countries can serve as the best

economic

turn

example. It is this particular tendency
that enables them to keep the balance of
food demand and supply in the domestic
market, provides the opportunities to
easily penetrate into the leading world
markets, to oust and bring to ruin the
national commodity producers. Hence,
the Russian Federation has no other way

but to set and consistently fulfill the task
of innovative development in agriculture.
A laborious study of Russian and foreign
sources of information on the subject
proved that innovative development
implies, first and foremost, constructive
and creative dynamics paving the way
for creation and implementation of
novelties. Some researchers regard
innovative development in complex with
science, while others believe it to be a
post-scientific activity when a complete
innovative product comes into practical
use. So, what is meant by the term
“innovative product”?

An innovative product is an outcome
of innovative activities which meets the
following requirements:

e it is an implementation of an
object of intellectual property;

e it fits the required scientific and
technological levels;

e it is an original product or it
manifests higher scientific and economic
performance than its counterparts;

e it is competitive.

An  innovative  agro-industrial
enterprise is a medium for an innovative
product. The question arises: “What
is an innovative enterprise?” It has
become universally accepted to refer to
an enterprise as an innovative if over
70% of its total output in monetary terms
for an accountable tax period is gained
Should

this criterion be applied to Russian

due to innovative products.

enterprises, it will reveal that the number
of innovative enterprises in the agrarian
sector is really small.

Taking all
into account, the problem of innovative

the above-mentioned

development can be formulated in the
following way: what measures must be
taken in order to promote innovative
activities in the Russian farming. The

conditions and factors affecting the innovative development of farming as well as describes priority
trends in development of innovation activities in agriculture of the region.

problem has grown particularly acute
since the country’s transition to market
economy.

The urgency of the problem has been
repeatedly highlighted in the annual
messages of ex-President V.V. Putin to
the Federal Assembly of the RF. The
issues concerning legislative support of
innovative activities have been discussed
in parliamentary hearings of the State
Duma. The quantity of articles, books
and textbooks published as well as
the number of conferences and other
events related to innovative policies in
the Russian economy in general, and in
farming in particular have significantly
increased. Innovation activity can be
defined as the activity which results
in production of radically new goods,
services and knowledge based on
scientific research findings, and this, in
its turn, helps develop something which
has never existed before. A distinguishing
feature of any innovative activity is
appearance of a competitive product
on the market. A combination of all the
ideas represents an innovative activity in
its traditional interpretation. [1]

In the foreign countries the
transformation of scientific and technical
achievements into market products is
the most prestigious and significant
business. Today the greatest benefit is
derived from selling intellectual products
(software, licenses, know-how and trade
marks). In recent years for some reasons
there has been a certain recession in
the innovative activity of the agrarian
science. Even the existing innovative
potential of the agrarian and industrial
complex is used within the limits of 4-5
%. For comparison - this parameter in the
USA exceeds 50 %.

Many technical

scientific  and

products do not become innovative; every
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year many innovative products remain
unclaimed in the sphere of agriculture.
The analysis of the scientific basis of
the agrarian and industrial complex has
shown that out of the general number
of the finished, accepted and paid-up
products and out of the applied scientific
and technical products which were
recommended for adoption - only 2-3
% were produced in the limited amount,
4-5 % were produced in one or two
sectors, and as for 60-70 % of products,
2-3 years later customers, development
contractors and consumers of scientific
and technical products did not know
what had happened to them.

This situation is a consequence
of the significant deterioration of the
financial condition of the organizations
of the agrarian and industrial complex.
In the recent years there has been a
sharp reduction of money spent on the
scientific and applied research. Per 1
hectare of farmland it has been reduced
by more than 2 times in comparison with
1990. At the same time in 18 developed
countries within the last three decades it
has been increased from 0,96 up to 2,2 %
of GDP related to agriculture. It turns out
that all the world increases its spending
on agricultural research while in our
country these expenses are reduced.

In the formation of the effective
innovative progress of the agrarian and
industrial complex little attention is paid
to studying the demand for innovations.
Marketing has not become the integral
element of orders for scientific research
and products yet. As a rule, when
the projects are selected no profound
economic expertise is conducted, the
parameters of efficiency and risks are not
analyzed, the diagrams of the received
results in manufacture are not presented.
It leads to what we have mentioned
before - many products do not become
innovative.

The researchers note that in the
current conditions of the innovative
agricultural development the role of
the information and advisory services
their
activity needs to be improved, new

significantly increases while
employees are demanded. The reason
why it is so important is that nowadays
people working in the sphere of farming
do not pay much attention to the scientific

innovations, which is connected with

the low economic development of the
enterprises.

The experience of the countries
abroad (Japan, China, South Korea, the
United States, Germany and others)
proves that the key element in the
successful promotion of products to the
market is the level of the management
of the design cycle. According to the
statistics, overseas for one scientific
developer there are 10 managers who
complete the work according to the
standards demanded, so the products can
be introduced. In Russia at the moment,
unfortunately, there is an inverse
proportion.

The current state of the innovation
sphere in Russia indicates serious prob-
lems of its functioning — they include
lack of clear government policy. Also,
agricultural commodity producers have
little motivation and interest in the devel-
opment of innovations. In recent years
the modern agricultural science has been
investigating the problem of develop-
ment of the agricultural production in a
consistent innovative way, the experts
analyze the current state of the industry,
the main directions of restoration and
further development of the material and
technical basis of crops and livestock,
the role of the agricultural science in
innovations. However, there are some
theoretical, methodological and practi-
cal problems related to the processes
which still need to be solved and argued.
These problems are getting more and
more topical nowadays, as on the basis
of innovations in agriculture we need
to face the challenges of the sustainable
development of rural areas, we need to
improve the quality of life in rural areas
for further increases in the efficiency of
agricultural production. [3]

The innovation process includes
the following steps «science - technol-
ogy - production - consumption.» In the
agrarian and industrial complex the in-
novation process represents a constant
transformation of scientific research and
development into new or improved prod-
ucts, materials, new technologies, new
forms of organization and management,
and applying them in the production for
obtaining some effect.

The intensification of the innovation
processes is closely connected with the
ability of the agrarian economy to cope

with the crisis, also, with the ability of
the rural economy and other areas of
agrarian and industrial complex to stably
function and to be able to compete in the
sphere of food production.

The analysis of the social and eco-
nomic situation in the agrarian sector
of the last post-reform years shows that
they use the outdated technology, plant
varieties and breeds of livestock as well
as imperfect methods and forms of orga-
nization of production and management.
There are no well-tested mechanisms of
the innovation activity, there is no sys-
tem of scientific and technical informa-
tion that could be corresponding to the
market economy and there are no proven
effective schemes of cooperation of re-
search institutions with the innovation
structures.

The extremely low innovation ac-
tivity is also connected with the imper-
fection of the organizing and economic
mechanisms of introduction of innova-
tions. This contributes to the degradation
of the complex industries, which leads to
the increased production costs and low
competitiveness of production, impedes
social and economic development of the
rural areas, drastically reduces the qual-
ity of life in rural areas.

The innovation processes in the
agrarian and industrial complex have
their own specific features. They are
distinguished by a variety of regional,
sectoral, functional, technological and
organizational features. The analysis of
the conditions and factors influencing
the innovation progress of the agrarian
and industrial complex, has allowed us
to divide them into negative (constrain-
ing the innovation progress) and positive
(assisting the acceleration of the innova-
tion processes) conditions (fig. 1). [5]

The conditions and factors that
contribute to the innovative development
of AIC include the transition to market
natural

resources, significant scientific and
educational potential, a large domestic
food market, the ability to produce
ecologically safe natural foods.

This
specificity makes it difficult to manage
the agrarian research and the agricultural
science in general.

of young scientists.

One of the features of agriculture is
that along with the industrial means of
production living organisms — animals
and plants — are actively involved in the
reproduction process. Their development
is subject to the action of natural laws, and
it depends on such factors such as climate,
weather, heat, moisture, light, and food.
V.R. Williams wrote: “For their flourish
plants require of a continuous presence or a
continuous inflow of four groups of factors

for science

— light, heat, water, and nutrients under a
continuous condition of simultaneous and
joint presence of all four factors in optimal
quantities, in absolute equivalence and
independence”. [2]

of economic and natural biological
processes. That’s why in innovation
management it is necessary to consider
not only requirements of economic laws,
but also laws of nature: equivalence,
indispensability and complexity of vital
factors, law of minimum, optimum and
maximum. The law of indispensability
of factors of production is reflected in
the fact that it is impossible for example
to compensate through
selection, the problems of agrotechnics
through sort, food through breeding.
According to the law of minimum,
the growth of production can be held
back because of the factor, which is the
minimum. For example, the level of

fertilizers

productivity of livestock is determined
by the substance, most of which is in
the food ration. According to the law
of maximum the exceeding of some
nutrient over the need of animal will not
lead to the increase of its productivity.
The complex character of innovations in
agro-industrial complex makes special
demands on innovation mechanism
(regulatory and legal framework of the
innovation development, organization
and management, innovation marketing,
development of innovation structure).

In the agriculture even a slightest
omission causes unwanted aftermath.
K.A. Timiryasev noted: «Nowhere, may
be in no other activity is not necessary

to weigh so many different conditions of
success, nowhere you need so multilateral
data, nowhere can the exceeding of one-
sided point of view lead to such failure as
in argiculturey.

The difficulty of agriculture and its
features predetermine the singularity of
approaches and methods of management
of the innovation process, the combination
of different types of innovation, the
amplification of the role of the state in the
stimulation of the innovations.

It should be noted, that the difficulty
and the peculiarities of agriculture are
characterized by high level of risks of
innovation processes in the agrarian
sector. The risk of the financing of the
scientific-production outcomes, the risk
of the temporary gap between the costs
and outcomes, the uncertainty of demand
for innovation production are the causes,
why the investors don’t want to invest
into the development of the agriculture.

For activation of the innovation
processes it is necessary to provide the
conditions for the extended reproduction
in the agrarian sphere, primarily to
improve the financial state of enterprises.
To the conditions and factors which
inhibit the extension of innovations
also belong the decline in domestic
demand on food, the reduction of the
state support of agricultural sector and
of the state financing of scientific and
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technical programs, underdevelopment
of the credit system, high rates on loans,
absence of innovation infrastructure and
state innovation policy and strategy,
insufficient level of training of personnel
staff in the agrarian enterprises in area of
innovation management.

One of the main obstacles of
transition to the path of innovation
development is acute shortage of well
qualified managers and specialists.
Innovative type of development of the
agrarian economy is highly determined
by the scientific and technical policy
of region, by the formation of regional
innovation mechanism. Subjects of the
Federation have an important role in
the realization of the antirecessionary
program, by using of novation in genetics
and selection, technology, organization,
management and social sphere.

To the number of priorities of the
development of innovation processes in
the regional agriculture belong:

Technological equipment of the
agricultural organizations;

Energy- and resource-saving

technologies of production, storage and
recycling of the agricultural production;
fertility,
prevention of all kind of its degradation,

Reproduction of  soil

development of adaptation technologies
of agroecosystems and agrolandscapes;
Development of production of
organic products in agriculture. In the
North there is an unique possibility
to concentrate the production of
environmentally friendly products on
huge land resources, to work out the
technologies of organic husbandry;
Creation of modern system of
information and infrastructure support of
innovation activity in agriculture;
Development of state innovation
policy and strategy on federal and
regional level targeted on the formation
of advanced technological structures;
Formation of organizational and
economic mechanism of functioning of
the agriculture on the innovational level;
Strengthening of the role of state
organizations in the activation of
innovation activity;

‘s objectives;

c. technical: the use of techniques
and devices of intervention ‘s realization
— the motivation, the communication, the
involvement, the participation, taking
decisions, the coherence, the formation
and the examination;

d. methodical: that supposes the ef-
ficient use of all resources, the efficiency
of the process of personal change, and
institutional.

3. It is necessary to form managerial
competences and abilities to managers of
the agricultural educational institutions and

to develop and to through a conceptual,
curricular, technological renewing, the
behavior renewing, the professional be-
havior, parents’ involvement, community’s
involvement in order to offer some social
and educational qualitative services.

4. The problem of implementation
of a new behavior needs the revising and
the reevaluation of the theory of man-
agement regard to social situation and
characterizes all levels, but it takes place
regard to the society.

5. The opportunity of the manage-
ment’s modernization of the agricultural
vocational institutions from Republic of
Moldova is necessary due to the point of
view of the tendencies of the democratic
development of the society and the Euro-
pean integration, that implies the need of
participation at the globalization and Euro-
peanazion processes, specific for European
countries. These demand a new type man-
agement — the human resources manage-
ment, that pay attention on studying and
valuing of the new agricultural vocational
competences, that demand a permanent
evolution and self — organization.

6. The act of building of a new
modern agricultural education, a flex-
ible and a wide one, suitable to a demo-
cratic society and to the demands of the
requirements of the market economy, the
individual options of self achievement it
is possible through the implementation
of a new managerial paradigm.
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The aim of this paper is to set the task of evaluating and optimizing the processes of international
technology transfer. This paper analyzes the main approaches to assessing the effectiveness of technology

transfer and the proposed architectural approach to solving this problem.
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Intemational technology transfer (ITT) is a comprehensive
term covering mechanisms for shifting information across
borders and its effective diffusion into recipient economies[5;
6]. Thus, it refers to numerous complex processes, ranging from
innovation and international marketing of technology to its ab-
sorption and imitation. Included in these processes are technol-
ogy, trade, and investment policies that can affect the terms of
access to knowledge. Policy making in this area is especially
complex and needs careful consideration, both by individual
countries and at the multilateral level.

ITT is a comprehensive term covering mechanisms for
shifting information across borders and its effective diffusion
into recipient economies. Technology transfer is an area of in-
terest not just to business, economists, and technologists but
also to other disciplines (Zhao and Reisman, 1992), so it has
multidisciplinary base.

For economists, as argued by Mansfield (1975), the focus
is on economic growth and achievement of economic goals.
However, from the perspective of business and technologists
the main focus of technology transfer is to improve the compet-
itive advantage of firms through the enhancement of customer
value (Ramanathan, 2001). It is envisaged that, through the
improvement of competitive advantage, a firm and its partners
collaborating in the technology transfer will gain financial and
other strategic benefits.

In the initial ITT equilibrium between two countries, the
terms of trade settle somewhere within the range set by the
comparative cost ratios in the two countries, ratios that would
reflect autarky prices: a, denote the labor cost of producing the
i™ commodity at home, a* the labor cost per unit produced
abroad.

The sizes of the two labor forces relative to productivities
are such that in the trading equilibrium the terms of trade settle
at a value strictly between the autarky ratios so that each coun-
try is completely specialized in the commodity in which it pos-
sesses a comparative advantage.

The effects of ITT are divided into two base components:

- technology transfer from national companies;

- technology transfer from foreign companies (companies
with direct investments and importers).

In each of them there are three levels of technological
excellence:

— entire industry;

— technological direction where there is a world-class
design;

— separate technology with the world level, but relative to
the industry in which the country is lagging behind the world
level (eg, biotechnology).

Traditional approach assesses technology transfer as a
knowledge transfer between research laboratories and industry
and is influenced by four main components[3]:

a) level of collectivization or/and globalization;

b) availability of new facts (knowledge);

c) personnel skills and abilities to adapt, use, improve and
innovate;

d) availability of advanced machines and equipment.

The results indicated that culture, physical environment,
and geographical location all have significant effects on tech-
nology transfer; necessary accommodations for these adapting
factors then become vital to the success of technology transfer
and will strongly facilitate the effectiveness of the technology.
We will check this hypothesis in the Ukrainian conditions.
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Despite the importance of qualitative criteria, we believe
that it is necessary to develop criteria for evaluating the eco-
nomic efficiency of the processes of ITT.

The priority for us is a turn-based assessment of the stages
of transfer (the life cycle of a transfer), as it allows you to:

1) to forecast technological development;

2) realistically assess the existing capacity;

3) to produce “dynamic” technology assessment.

The “Life Cycle Approach for Planning and Implementing
a Technology Transfer Project” (Table 1) is based on the stage-
gate structure developed by Jagoda and Ramanathan (2005) for
developing a systematic approach for planning and managing
ITT.

We propose to use a matrix to assess the potential effective-
ness of technologies for making decisions about appropriate-
ness of transfer. The matrix has the next form (figure 2).

Patent transfer counts between priority office and duplicate
office are extracted from the PATSTAT database while trade data
between countries comes from the UN COMTRADE database.

To substantiate the use of patent data as a measure of
technological transfer, we would expect trade and patent flows
to be strongly positively correlated as indeed they are found
to be (Table 2). Firstly, each export-import pair (1988-2005)
is correlated at 0.69. Aggregating over time for each export-
import pair gives a correlation of 0.74. And finally, when
aggregating trade and patent data for each exporter (regardless
of who imports) gives a correlation of 0.88.

Technological transfer occurs through many channels,
although trade, foreign-direct investment and licensing are
the most important. Using this approach and taking into
account the multifactor process of international technology
transfer, we propose to identify the factors using correlation

From the American cities nearer
than all Austin (state Texas) which only
for seven years very closes got around
the level of development of Silicon
valley walked up to the deep European

In a modern world the cities compete not for firms, but for people, thus not for ordinary,
but for formed and creative. And already then firms carry the production capacities,
investment streams and headquarters into place of residence of workers. Moreover, today
in the developed countries, when firms try to hire or entice valuable specialists, they entice
them by not large pay-envelopes, bonuses and insurances, and even no suggestion of the
share holding, and prospect of residence in a good place. If business is located on territory
which creativni people can not examine as a place for the residence, as heavy as lead to
attract them on work.

understanding of cultural resources -
world to the standard in this region. This
city was able to attract the considerable
number of young and talented specialists
in the field of high technologies from
Silicon valley, as prices on habitation
were substantially below in it, than in
the capital of computer world. However
much these specialists chose exactly
Austin from a few thousand American
cities, which the life is cheaper in,
than in the suburbs of San Francisco.
The reason of this consists exactly in
carefully thought out the policy of city
and regional (Texas) guidance, and also
director general of company of «Dell»
Maycla Della, that includes development
of university, musical festivals, club
culture and forming of prestige image of
city.

Saving of unique cultural assets and
variety of city environment became the
main task of strategy of city development.
Austin became a creative city in all
respects, in a counterbalance it is simple
«cities of high technologies». Austin was
able to attract a capital (how human, so
then and financial) due to combination
of technologies and progressive, creative
way of life, developed modern youth
culture.

Consequently, cultural resources are
initial material of city, raw material for
production of his base values and assets,
that comes on the change to the coal,
steel and gold. Creativity is the method
of exploitation and renewal of these
resources. The most important problem
at the use of such resources is no methods
of their exposure, and that, how to limit
own imagination, because possibilities
of the use are limited. Task of city
planners - to expose such resources, to
operate them and to maintain them with
all responsibility. The culture in that
case should outline technical details of
city planning, instead of be perceived as
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insignificant and remunerative addition
to such important questions as housing
construction, transport and land tenure.
On the contrary, cultural filled long-
term plan should predetermine priority
directions of attraction of investments
for an economic and social development

of the city.

In this plan experience of a
development of the city Sumy is
interesting.  This  regional  center

(population about 300 thousand) small
on the quantity of habitants is located
on environmentally clean territory
between such large industrial centers,
as Kiev and Kharkov in immediate
proximity from the Russian Federation.
A city has all necessary pre-conditions,
to produce in a civilized manner the
conditioned strategy of the development
and successfully to realize her. For this
purpose it is necessary to cultivate a
cultural environment friendly to the
high-quality residence of his habitants,
to produce a positive cultural image
which will help to attract both internal
and external investments in development
of city.

The policy of city organs of
management must be directed on
development and support of the city
cultural system, however necessary it is to
understand that the cultural phenomenon
allows to approach investment and tourist
streams, and labour of economists and
politicians is needed, that to retain them.
. We should be interesting not only the
unique cultural person of a city, but also
the developed economic infrastructure,
only in this case to us will pay attention
in the future.

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Reliability of the administrative
systems in the theory of management
of social systems has evolved quite
recently. That might explain the lack of
fully developed theories and approved
methods of estimating and providing
reliability of management systems,
which could be the subject of a detailed
analysis.

The category “reliability” originated
in engineering. Technological progress
consistently set a task to ensure durability
of building units and machines, reliable
transmission of electric power and the
like. Safety margin was considered to be
a natural way of providing reliability at
that time.

About twenty interpretations of the
concept “reliability” have been identified
as a result of the study of printed
resources in the field of engineering. We
can distinguish the following definitions
among a great number of similar ones
[1-15]:

reliability is an integral function of
distribution of the probability of faultless
work uptime since the moment of
switching on to the first refusal.

reliability of unit (or a system) is the
probability of the fact that the unit (or the
system) will not break down for some
time.

reliability of a system is its ability to
smoothly work over a certain time under
prescribed operating conditions at the
minimum time needed for the removal of
failures and for preventive activities.

Thus, the term “reliability” refers to
the ability of a unit (system) to provide
and maintain the prescribed values
of the generalized co-ordinates and
transmission ratio under the operating
conditions within a specific time frame
and prescribed tolerances. Though, in our
opinion, it is possible to use a simpler and
shorter definition, within the framework

of which reliability is considered to be a
property of an object which ensures its
normal functioning.

A general engineering theory of
reliability can be a methodological
basis for the study of reliability of
only autonomous technical devices the
functioning of which has a somewhat
determinate character. However, a
system approach makes it possible to
borrow a number of principles of the
theory of reliability of technical systems
and to adapt them to the general theory of
management.

Thus, the major task of this study is
to define the concept of reliability from
the management point of view and the
ways of its application in the theory of
management of socio-economic systems.

If we examine the evolution of ideas
on reliability, we can track it closely con-
nected with the formation and develop-
ment of cybernetics and information the-
ory. The problem of reliability appears to
be closely associated with fundamental
applicability of ideas and methods of
cybernetics and related sciences in vari-
ous fields of knowledge. The concept of
reliability begins to be widely used and
in relation to social systems and their
components. Thus, a special feature of
cybernetics is a study and synthesis of
complex dynamic systems of different
physical nature. It breaks away from the
matter content of systems, striving to
formulate their common laws of orga-
nization and information links. With the
development of cybernetics new ideas
and principles become part of the theory
of reliability. They result from the cyber-
netic analysis of reliability in the wildlife
(the synthesis of reliable systems from
unreliable components on the basis of the
principle of redundancy, the study of the
properties of codes of error detection and
correction) [1, p. 121; 12, p. 35].

This paper focuses onthe concept of reliability from the management point of view and the
possibility of its adaptation to the socio-economic systems.
Keywords: reliability, stability, efficiency, adaptability, continuity.

The next step of our study is to
explore how management systems are
divided depending on the degree of
human involvement in implementing
managing effects on this system. Thus,
depending on the degree of human in-
volvement in implementing managing
effects the systems are divided into
technical, man-machine (ergatic), orga-
nizational. The systems which function
without human involvement belong
to the technical ones. The examples
of the man-machine (ergatic) systems
are management information systems
(MIS), in which people are connected
with technical devices, and the final
decision is made by people, with the
means of automation only supporting
the decision making process. The orga-
nizational systems include social sys-
tems - groups, communities, society on
the whole.

Modern organizations represent a
certain synthesis of the systems of all
three indicated classes and are consid-
ered to be socio-technical ones. The of-
fered definition allows us to use the con-
cept of reliability in relation to the sys-
tems of management of socio-economic
systems as well.

In the process of functioning of any
system, regardless of the class it belongs
to, it is possible to distinguish between
two constituents - normative and actual.
The first and basic requirement to the
effective management is reliability as a
property that makes the process of func-
tioning of the system congruous to the
norm. Disparity, the emergence of which
in complex systems is probabilistic by
nature, is interpreted here as an error. Re-
duction of the number and size of errors
characterizes how efficient and reliable
management is.

It is equally obvious that the systems
belonging to different classes are capable
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of coping with similar tasks with vary-
ing degree of success. That primarily
depends on the complexity and predict-
ability of the system behavior. The influ-
ence of external parameters cannot be
excluded either.

Most organizations are characterized
by a complex internal structure. Each of
them has to operate in a rapidly changing
environment. Moreover, the internal state
of an organization is uncertain in view
of the fact that its basis is presented by
people whose actions depend on count-
less factors, including uncontrollable
ones. Thus, the system is no longer re-
quired to have optimal values of «initial»
parameters, being satisfied with accept-
able ones; efficiency loses connection
with optimality and gets more related to
certainty and reliability. Therefore, appli-
cability and areas of usage of the concept
“reliability” for assessing the efficiency
of the socio-economic systems function-
ing are greatly determined by the nature
and peculiarities of systemsmanagement.

The key to understanding the prop-
erties and mechanisms of management
systems behavior is the concept of “the
goal”. Both the definition of the system
and the definition of the management
contain links to it. Management is gener-
ally understood as purposeful influence
on the object in order to change its state
or adjust it to the changing environment.
The goal can be defined as a concrete
idea about the future, result, capable of
meeting an initial need with existing op-
portunities[6, c. 42]. Regarding the sys-
tem, a goal can be understood as a desir-
able state of its outputs, in other words,
some value or a subset of values of its
functions.

Coming from the aforesaid, one can
confidently assert that a specialfeature of
management systems is the specific char-
acter of relationship between the function
and the goal. It is the quality of the func-
tion of the management system that is in
charge of certain/particular goals to be
achieved by the system in the changing
environment. And the failure to achieve
the goal testifies to the malfunctioning of
the system, in other words, failure of the
management system to perform its basic
function. Thus, such connection of the
function and the goal of the management
system allows to assume that its reliabil-
ity can be most fully proved by the abil-

ity of this system to achieve the goals set
throughout its life cycle.

Behavior of the socio-economic sys-
tems has a normative character, in other
words, they are consciously created by
people for achievement of certain goals
and as their necessity diminishes, they
are liquidated. But, in fact, the norma-
tive aspect can occupy in the systems
various positions: from an insignificant
to a dominant one. It is known that after
the system was created, notwithstanding
enormous expenseswhich retain it within
the framework of a normative structure,
it quite often determines its own goals,
interpreting the requirements as con-
straints, Uncontrolled or poorly con-
trolled processes are of vital importance,
along with the normative processes. In
addition, the socio-economic systems
do not belong to easily traceable objects,
many of their processes cannot be di-
rectly traced, they can be only judged by
indirect evidence which admits various
interpretations.

In the process of managing the socio-
economic systems which are, undoubt-
edly, rather complex, failures occurring
on different levels of management are
mostly of the character not critical for
their viability. Substantial deviation of
separate characteristics from normative
values can be regarded/considered, in
this case, as resulting from the negative
impact which consistently accumulates,
or failures simultaneously occurring on
different system levels. The main con-
sequence of failures is a decrease in the
goal-oriented efficiency of the object at
the permanent level of economic effi-
ciency or the level which goes down.

Thus, the system reliability should
be considered in close connection with
its ability to provide infallibility and
faultlessness in the management process.
Reliability must provide adequacy of
the procedure of the system functioning
to a certain norm, and the simplest and
most evident indicator of reliability (un-
reliability) might be considered the size
of deviation of the values of parameters
which reflect the current state of the sys-
tem from the values which are used for
setting a goal.

The assessment of the reliability of
management of the socio-economic sys-
tems can bring to light not only the prob-
lems of providing reliable functioning of

the management system on the whole,
and its separate subdivisions but also the
place and reasons of their occurrence.
The need for such analysis is determined
by the fact that any error or failure is sure
to result in additional costs for removing
the consequences of unreliable activity.
In most modern socio-economic systems
the activity of both the object, and the
subject of management is multiphase, the
errors which occur on one of the stages
can considerably increase in the future,
causing an increase in costs. Moreover,
in case of insufficient reliability of the
management system, the consequences
of even an insignificant error can, in the
long run, bring it to destruction.

A comprehensive assessment of the
reliability of socio-economic systems
must result in identification of the levels
and directions of the management system
activity, and its basic elements which are
characterized, on the one hand, by insuf-
ficient reliability, and, on the other hand,
by considerable additional costs, related
to the removal of the consequences of
errors and failures, the impact of which
extends to the whole system. The prob-
lem of insufficient reliability within the
framework of each of such spheres can
be solved by means of standard mecha-
nisms of providing faultless perfor-
mance, the use of which in the field of
management is justified, first of all, rela-
tive to the processes of planning and or-
ganization of plans fulfillment.

If you look for general ways to im-
prove the overall reliability, the only way
so far is redundancy. Modelling redun-
dancy at all levels of systems adjusting
is not always justified from the point of
view of technical, organizational and
economic expediency. Thus, for the so-
cio-economic systems within the frame-
work of choosing an option there appears
a task of estimation and comparison,
on the one hand, of the losses, related
to the removal of consequences of fail-
ures, and, on the other hand, the costs of
mechanisms to ensure reliability. How-
ever, implementation of the principle of
redundancy is the most important factor
of achieving sufficient reliability.

Thus, the analysis of the submission
generated in this study proves the state-
ment, that an adequate theory of reliabil-
ity for the socio-economic systems has
not been created yet. Therefore, the im-
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portant tasks for its formulating should
be: development (clarification) of a set
of categories, establishment of limits and
determination of features of application
of the concept “reliability” concerning
the subject and the object of manage-
ment, different stages of vital functions
of the management system, modes of
functioning and development of an or-
ganization, a study of the correlation
between reliability and such categories,
as quality and efficiency of the systems
of organizational management, the study
of the factors which determine reliabil-
ity, development of the methodological
approach to monitoring, the analysis and
assessment of reliability, researches of
applicability of the known and develop-
ment of the new mechanisms of provid-
ing reliability of organizational manage-
ment systems.

An increase of the experience of the
assessment of reliability of the socio-
economic systems and their management
systems will be especially important.
Thus, even at the imperfection of meth-
odology of such assessment, the piling
up of practical data would assist the ac-
celeration of advancement in the sphere
of the further theoretical researchin this
direction of our study.

has ratified the International Covenant
on Civil and Political Rights, which
includes measures to protect the rights
of a criminal defendant’s for attorney
assistance. [1] In addition, the government
of Kazakhstan has agreed to adhere to
the OSCE commitments in the field
of human dimension, including the
promotion of independence of judges
and bar association, equality of parties
/ competition in criminal cases, and the
independence and impartiality of the
courts. [2] The international community
understands, what are the goals of
Kazakhstan in the field of legal reforms,
and strongly supports them.

Comparative analysis of Russian
and Kazakh advocacy

My scientific experience focuses on
Kazakhstani advocacy?, but I also made
time for the study of the Russian advocacy
and analysis of Draft of alterations and
amendments to the laws relating to the
Kazakhstani advocacy presented by
Majilis earlier this year. So now I am better
able to analyze the parallels between the
two systems with the same structure and
make some suggestions.

I’ll start with the positive parallels, and
there are a lot of those. In both countries,
the work of thousands of highly educated
attorneys reflects the serious professional
and ethical Many qualified
lawyers working in the field of education,
and human rights specialists help raise
the level of public awareness on the
importance of legal reform. Both countries
have adopted constitutions and laws that
allow for international standards and fix

values.

the civil, political, economic and social
rights, including the right to qualified legal
assistance. Russian and Kazakh attorneys
now have the freedom to choose their own
form of work, from a one-man practice
to work in the organization of large scale,
such as legal advice agencies, and large

proceedings.

firms. They also have the right to form
attorney, through which they can advocate
for legal reforms, and use them to improve
their professional level. This is a major
achievement in terms of promoting the
ideals of liberal democracy, civil society
and the rule of law.

In negative terms, Russia and
Kazakhstan continue to struggle with the
elements of corruption against the reforms
in law enforcement. These elements
undermine the right to due legal process,
including the work of attorneys. Torture
of suspects is a problem, especially in
Kazakh custody. According to Anuar
Kurmanbaevich  Tugel, president of
the Union of Attorneys of Kazakhstan,
law enforcement officials often hard on
defenders. Mr. Tugel argues that “the
current law protects the privilege of
“defender - client” but it does not work
in practice. There is no legal mechanism
to bring to justice those who hinder the
implementation of the attorney activity”.
[3]. Alimkulov Erbol Temirkhanovich,
assistant professor of criminal law, criminal
procedure and criminology argues that the
violation of human rights in Kazakhstan
partly because bureaucrats
operate under an internal written policy,
rather than on the basis of national or
international guidelines. [4, p.48]

In order to solve these and similar
problems, it is necessary to focus on
reforming the law enforcement, not the
strengthening of system of state control
over the advocacy. This should be the
guiding principle. One step forward for

continues

Kazakhstan will be reform of prosecution,
as did Russia, so that prosecutors do
not have oversight of the legality of the
administration of justice, and focused its
forces exclusively on the prosecution of
crimes. Independent monitoring groups
should also get free access to places of
detention.

Second, attorneys should not be treated
as if they are public servants. Attorneys
and their activity should not be subject to

The people of Kazakhstan have already done a lot in terms of promoting the development
of independent advocacy. Our achievements in this regard - the adoption of the Constitution,
which protects the fundamental human rights, including freedom of expression and
conscience, freedom of meetings and protection of the rights to due legal process in criminal

legislation governing measures to combat
corruption, aimed at public officials who
violate the law. The only obligation of
attorney, imposed on him by the state,
subject to Art. 13.3 of the Constitution of
Kazakhstan (the universal right to qualified
legal assistance). This can be achieved by
improving the quality of legal education,
maintenance of the independence of
advocacy governing bodies and state
guarantees of constitutional right to have
legal representative.

challenges and strengths of the Russian

My comparative analysis

and Kazakhstani advocacy showed that
Kazakhstani attorneys, in particular, do
not have sufficient access to clients whose
cases are considered in the secret / private
litigation. In order to obtain a special
permit in order to protect these clients,
Kazakhstani attorney usually must agree
to supervision by the National Security
Committee. In addition, there is no
public and legal procedures for obtaining
such permission (of which no mention is
made in the Criminal Procedure Code of
Kazakhstan), without the possibility of
appeal, if such permission is denied. This
arbitrary procedure should be abolished
immediately. It is contrary to international
legal standards, such as those set out in
the Art.14.3 ICCPR and Standard 9 of
Standards of independence of the legal
profession, adopted by the International
Lawyers Association. [5] The procedures
governing the way defenders must get
security clearance are not regulated by the
domestic law of Kazakhstan, and thus there
is no transparency in the way the practice
is carried out, and as a result it is likely
to become a victim of arbitrary action by
law enforcement bodies. Any licensed
attorneys should be allowed to represent the
accused in the politically sensitive cases in
the regular courts, as currently practiced in
democratic countries. [6] National Security
Committee (KNB) has no legal grounds
to deny the right of criminal defendants to
have attorney of their own choosing and
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the right to work with a qualified attorney
when prepare his case. [7, p.214]

Furthermore, two related negative
qualities that are present both in the
Russian and in Kazakhstani legal systems -
is the lack of attorneys, particularly in rural
areas (where about 18% of Kazakhstani
attorneys are working) and the fact that
many attorneys are overloaded by free
legal assistance for which they are poorly
paid. How to increase the number of
attorneys? Although this issue should
be resolved primarily by the governing
bodies of advocacy, the government can
help advocacy associations by providing
financial incentives for lawyers to ensure
that they were in the less populated regions
and worked as attorneys. Such incentives
should include an increase in hourly pay
for cases related to the provision of free
legal assistance to low-income clients,
and providing more favorable conditions
for obtaining their pensions at retirement
age. Government of Kazakhstan should
allocate more of their income from the sale
of natural resources in the legal education
programs in 14 regions of Kazakhstan. It is
necessary to enter the human rights courses
in secondary schools as a strategy to build
a legal culture in order to allow for more
young people the careers in advocacy has
become a more attractive alternative than
work in other areas.

Draft of alterations and
amendments to the laws relating to
advocacy and legal profession

The main purpose of my analysis
was to determine what reforms would
ensure the fact that, in accordance with
the international legal obligations of
Kazakhstan, = Kazakhstani ~ advocacy
became a strong civil society organization
whose members can provide expert
legal assistance and manage their own
corporate affairs, including the imposition
of disciplinary sanctions on its members.
In the draft of alterations and amendments
there are several steps that must be taken,
despite the fact that they must be formulated
in such a way that the judiciary could
not control the management of advocacy
organizations. This will allow the advocacy
associations to continue to manage its own
affairs, including the management and the
imposition of sanctions on its members
without undue interference.

Legislative changes that would
facilitate the development of
independent advocacy

Licensing of attorneys, as it described
in Art. 9, is not contrary to international
standards and is the norm in many civil
law countries, including Europe, and in
the common law countries, including some
territories in Canada. Placement require-
ments before receiving a license to practice
advocacy, as set out in Art. 9.2, will help
to improve the skills of attorneys. I agree
with the Research Institute of legal moni-
toring, all candidates to advocacy must
pass the entrance exam. | want to pay that,
according to Art. 9.3, only lawyers with
limited work experience should take this
examination. [8] It is useful to compare
the qualifications needed to practice advo-
cacy in Canada (Ontario). In Ontario, the
licensing process has two licensing exam
(one - checking professional knowledge
of solicitor, attorney, acting only in the
lower courts, and the second - professional
knowledge of a barrister, attorney of the
highest rank, having the right to appear in
the higher courts); 10-month internships
in law offices (called “articling”, although
some exceptions are allowed), and a posi-
tive response, confirming their “good repu-
tation”. [9]

In principle, the new Art. 9-1, which
describes in detail the work of the Certifica-
tion Commission will not have a negative
impact on the independence of the legal
profession. However, this article should be
supplemented with information about who,
exactly, will be to the commission and how
these people will be elected.

Further details of the provisions of Art.
15, prescribing the duties of attorneys, does
not, inter alia, damages to independence of
advocacy. The reference in the Art. 15.1.1
on the obligation of attorney to observe the
Code of professional ethics is an important
and appropriate addition. But the language
of Art. 15 should be clear, especially with a
view to avoid the situation where judicial
authorities may use it freely to pursue prin-
cipled attorneys. In particular, I agree with
the opinion of the Scientific Research In-
stitute of legal monitoring that Art. 15.1.3,
which states the obligation of continuously
improvement of their professional qualifi-
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cations may be misinterpreted by members
of the Justice. Perhaps this should be restat-
ed as follows: “To continue to take courses
of legal education in the future in order to
be aware of the new law practice and legis-
lative changes”.

Measures that would hinder the devel-
opment of independent advocacy

Art. 342 in the draft of alterations
and amendments, is gravely contrary to
international legal standards. It prescribes
the creation of new commissions, govern-
ment-run, considering complaints against
attorneys. These practices can lead to the
inappropriate government control over the
management of the affairs of advocacy. In
the form in which it was formulated at the
moment, it is not clear which complaints
will be considered by new commissions,
in contrast to the presidium. The practice
of empowering the judiciary to analyze
complaints against attorneys is contrary to
international legal standards. For example,
according to the Art. 28 of UN Basic Prin-
ciples on the role of attorneys, adopted by
the Eighth Congress of United Nations on
the prevention of crime and the treatment
of offenders, held in August 1990: “Disci-
plinary procedures against attorneys shall
be an impartial disciplinary commission
established by attorneys, an independent
statutory body or the court, and shall be
subject to independent judicial review.
“[10]. According to the Standard 18 b) of
Standards of independence of the legal
profession of the International lawyers as-
sociation, the “functions of proper attorney
association to ensure the independence of
advocacy should, inter alia, maintain the
honor, dignity, integrity, competence, eth-
ics, standards of conduct and discipline
of the profession”. The current practice
undertaken within the presidiums of Attor-
ney College falls under Art. 28 of “United
Nations Basic Principles on the role of at-
torneys” and the Standard 18 of Standards
of independence of the legal profession,
adopted by the International lawyers as-
sociation.

Finally, all references in the draft
of alterations and amendments of the
requirements for bar association to
provide the Ministry of Justice statis-
tics on the profession should be ex-
cluded from the draft of alterations and
amendments. This also means the ex-
clusion of this provision from Art. 25,
which contains the requirement that

the Chairpersons of the presidiums of
lawyers should sent statistics data on
performance of legal assistance to the
Ministry of Justice. This practice is a
legacy of the Soviet era, when there
existed mentality of the “plan perfor-
mance” and the fear of reprisals, and it
symbolizes the function of supervision
of advocacy on the part Justice. This
practice is not accepted in the legal
systems of legal states, as it is a super-
visory authority of state bureaucrats,
and implies that attorneys are public
servants, but they are not.

Conclusion

Everyone knows that there is no coun-
try, the legal system of which will not be
without drawbacks, and the changes to the
law are never sufficient factor in establish-
ing the rule of law. Before legal reforms
will be fully implemented, people’s atti-
tudes should change. In addition, persons
responsible for making policy decisions,
should devote more resources to educate
public and free legal aid to the poor and
must create new incentives to encourage all
concerned persons- especially law enforce-
ment agencies - to support the reforms.

Kazakhstan is in the perfect position
to show the world its progress towards
democracy and the rule of law. One of the
safe ways to do so would be to provide
a situation in which the legal profession
would remain independent professional
organization belonging to civil society, and
not be controlled by the public authorities.

According to the International lawyers
association, the independence of advocacy
“is an important guarantee for the develop-
ment and protection of human rights and
is neededefor effective and adequate access
to legal services.” [11]. Kazakhstan has
made a strong beginning to enact laws that
are in accordance with international stan-
dards of independent advocacy. Moreover,
it already has a group of highly educated,
hard-working and professional-minded
attorneys, and they are a valuable asset in
efforts to promote the rule of law. As I said
earlier, the people responsible for making
policy decisions in Kazakhstan should
focus on restructuring of law enforce-
ment bodies, and not on strengthening the
mechanisms of state control over the legal
profession. This should be the guiding
principle.

The article discusses a structure of municipal budget revenue. Municipal revenue is the most sig-
nificant part of financial assets of municipalities and forms the financial foundation of local self-gov-

ernment. The paper analyzes the contents of the principle of financial independence of municipalities
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he Law on Local Self-Government

of the Republic of Lithuania stipu-
lates that “Local self-government means
the right of an administrative unit or the
territory of the State — a municipality — to
freely and independently manage affairs
in accordance with the Constitution and
laws of the Republic of Lithuania via a
municipal council consisting of repre-
sentatives directly elected by the popula-
tion, as well as via executive and other
institutions formed by a municipal coun-
cil” and “Municipality means an admin-
istrative unit of the territory of the State
which has the status of a legal person and
the right to self-governance guaranteed
by the Constitution of the Republic of
Lithuania and implemented via a munici-
pal council” [1].

A conception of modern local self-
government is also formulated in interna-
tional legal acts. The European Charter of
Local Self-Government adopted in 1985
defines local self-government as the right
and the ability of local authorities, within
the limits of the law, to regulate and man-
age a substantial share of public affairs in
the interests of the local population [2].
The Charter grants the aforementioned
right to councils or assemblies composed
of members elected by secret ballot on
the basis of direct, equal and univer-
sal suffrage. Seimas of the Republic of
Lithuania ratified the Charter on 25 May
1999 without reservations, although the
draft reservations had been prepared, for
instance, a reservation regarding Article
9 of the Charter “Financial Resources of
Local Authorities”. Having ratified the
Charter, Lithuania not only acknowl-
edged the document but also undertook
to implement its provisions.

The aim of this research is to ana-
lyze a structure of municipal revenue
in Lithuania as well as the contents of
the principle of financial independence
established in the Charter, its transposi-

tion into the national law system and
implementation in Lithuanian local self-
government.

The tasks of the research:

To discuss the system of municipal
revenue in Lithuania.

To analyze problems of the financial
independence in local self-government
of Lithuania.

The object of the research: the
contents of the principle of financial
independence of municipalities and its
implementation in local self-government.

The methods of the research: the
document analysis method (analysis of
literary sources and legal acts regulating
finances of local self-government);
the statistical method (generalization
and comparison of statistical data); the
generalization method (conclusions of
the article are formulated).

Atrticle 127(1) of the Constitution of
the Republic of Lithuania stipulates that
the budgetary system of the Republic of
Lithuania shall consist of the independent
State budget of the Republic of Lithuania
as well as independent municipal budgets
[3]. The State budget revenue shall be
raised from taxes, compulsory payments,
levies, income from State property and
other income. Taxes, other payments to
the budget, and levies shall be established
by the laws of the Republic of Lithuania.

The State budget funds are used for
funding the needs common to the whole
State. The municipal budgets accumulate
funds for funding social, economic and
other programmes of local significance
and for supporting local self-government
The
collection of municipal budget funds

establishments and institutions.
is based on the necessity to fund the
implementation of programmes of local
significance.

Each of 60 municipalities establishes
and approves its budget every year.
Article 121 of the Constitution of the

Causes of decreasing financial independence of municipalities are discussed and their possible solu-
tions are provided.

As the State budget is an attribute
of the
municipal budgets are a security of

state’s sovereignty, so the
independence and self-sufficiency of the
municipalities. Local taxes are one of the
main features of financial independence
of the municipalities.

Tax and non-tax revenue can be
relatively called as the own revenue of
the municipalities, whereas subsidies
are an amount of money allocated by the
State the unused residue of which must
be returned back to the State budget.

The own funds of Lithuanian
municipalities do not fully answer their
conception. In an ideal case the own
funds are funds the formation of which
fully depends on decisions of the local
authority. Unlike municipalities in
foreign countries, Lithuanian municipal
budgets contain practically no such
funds [5].

In addition, separate types of
revenue (tax revenue, non-tax revenue
and subsidies) have a different relative
weighting in the municipal budgets. Tax
revenue and subsidies form the largest
part of the municipal budget revenue.

Lithuanian municipalities do not
have sufficient fiscal independence and
possibilities to collect funds necessary
for their functioning, because the most
important tax elements (taxation base,
rates and tax credits) are laid down by
Seimas. Taxes are administered by the

State Tax Inspectorate under the Ministry
of Finance of the Republic of Lithuania.
Meanwhile, non-tax revenue which the
municipalities are in the best position to
influence forms only a very small part
of the total municipal revenue and its
significance is minor.

of the powers and responsibilities from
the central government entities to
municipalities — as much as possible [5].
This situation also contradicts to
Article 9(3) of the Charter which states
that part at least of the financial resources
of local authorities shall derive from
local taxes and charges of which, within
the limits of statute, they have the power
to determine the rate [2].
It should be stated that fiscal initiative
responsibility of municipalities
are stifled and their financial activity
becomes less effective due to the

and

aforementioned reasons.

On the other hand, a few years ago
certain progress was achieved in the
implementation of the provisions of
Art. 9 (3) of the Charter regarding local
taxes imposed by municipalities. Some
features of local taxes appeared in laws
regulating taxes (land tax, immovable
property tax, inheritance tax) credited
to the municipal budgets. For instance,
since 2007 municipal councils have
been granted the right to set the rate of
the immovable property tax within the
range of 0.3-1 percent of the value of
the immovable property. Moreover, a
municipal council has the right to reduce
the land tax, the immovable property tax
and the inheritance tax or to exempt from
these taxes at the expense of its budget.

The personal income tax forms the
largest part of tax revenue of the municipal
budgets (in
accounts for more than 70 percent).

some municipalities it

According to the existing Law on

Personal Income Tax of the Republic
of Lithuania the basic 20 percent rate is
levied on personal income [4]. 15 percent
rate is applied to income from distributed
profits and 5 percent rate is applied to
income from individual activity, except
income from professional services
and income from securities, including
income from derivative financial
instruments. Moreover, a fixed personal
income tax rate to be paid upon acquiring
a business certificate is set. This rate is
set by a decision of municipal councils
and it cannot be less that the income tax
which is calculated by applying the basic
income tax rate valid during the relevant
period to the amount of twelve minimum
monthly wages valid on 1 October of the
tax period preceding the tax period for
which a business certificate is acquired.
The fixed-rate income tax (15 percent at
the moment) on income received from
activities exercised under a business
certificate is credited to the budget of the
municipality within a territory of which
the business certificate was issued.

Every year Seimas determines
a personal income tax share for the
municipalities when adopting the Law
on the Approval of Financial Indicators
of the State Budget and Municipal
Budgets of the Republic of Lithuania of
the relevant year. Thus, not the whole
share of the personal income tax goes
to the municipal budgets. For instance,
Vilnius receives 40 percent.

Hence, although the Constitution of
the Republic of Lithuania establishes
that the municipal budgets shall be
independent, the State limits their
independence by fixing the size of
municipal budget revenue.

In addition, during the last three years
the Government and Seimas reduced
municipal budget revenue derived from
the personal income tax — for example,
by 150 million Litas in 2009 and 260
million Litas in 2011 — without any
legal presumptions. As stipulated in the
Charter, Lithuanian municipalities have
access to the national capital market
for the purpose of borrowing for capital
investment in accordance with the
procedure established by the law. On the
other hand, quite low borrowing ceiling
is set for the municipal budgets. Only 85
percent is applied to the largest Vilnius
City municipality, whereas in Estonia
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this indicator can be as high as 160
percent [6].

Both the personal income tax and
property taxes, should it be allowed
for the municipalities to regulate and
administrate them, open up additional
possibilities for the municipalities to
establish their budgets in a more flexible
manner taking into consideration the
expenditure needs of the community
[7]. On the other hand, legalization of
the personal income tax as a local tax
may also have adverse effects: it may
encourage unwelcome inter-municipal
migration of the population, impede the
horizontal fiscal coordination processes,
make the tax administration process
more complicated or start “tax wars”, etc
[8].

During the last years the
implementation of Article 9(4) of the
Charter aroused a number of doubts. The
aforementioned Article stipulates that the
financial systems on which the resources
available to local authorities are based
must be of a sufficiently diversified and
buoyant nature to enable them to keep
pace as far as practically possible with
the real evolution of the cost of carrying
out their tasks.

For several years the Association of
Local Authorities of Lithuania has been
trying to achieve that the provision of the
Law on Methodology of Determination of
Municipal Budget Revenue which limits
the growth of independent predicted
revenue of municipal budgets would be
recognized as invalid. Limitations on
the revenue growth of similar nature are
applied neither to the state budget nor to
other entities [6]. Such limitations on the
revenue growth reduce the possibilities
for the municipalities to stimulate the
economic development, investments,
creation of jobs, a level of wages in the
region as well as the migration of the
population and so on.

Local charges are an important source
of revenues of the local self-government.
It should be noted that according to
Article 121 of the Republic of Lithuania
municipal councils have the right, within
the limits and according to the procedure
provided for by law, to establish local
levies. The existing Law on Charges
of the Republic of Lithuania limits the
rights of the local self-government to set
monetary obligations of natural and legal

entities. Moreover, it is not in conformity
with the principles of the European
Charter of Local Self-Government or
the recommendations of the resolutions
of the Council of Europe, thus, a new
law on local charges is required. In the
member states of the European Union
municipal revenue from local charges
accounts from 10 to 30 percent, whereas
in Lithuania it is only 1 percent [6].
Hence, it is necessary to increase
of the
municipalities in Lithuania and to bring

the financial independence
it closer to the European level so that the
municipalities could properly implement
the interests of their communities.

Conclusions

The municipal revenue system
consists of the following: tax revenue;
non-tax revenue the State budget

subsidies. Tax revenue and subsidies
form the largest part of the municipal
budget revenue. Meanwhile non-tax
revenue which the municipalities are in
the best position to influence forms only
a very small part of the total municipal
revenue and its significance is minor.

A level of fiscal decentralization
in Lithuania is insufficient and lags
behind the general European level. It
is necessary to increase the financial
independence of the local self-
government when establishing the local
budget and to develop the institution of
local taxes (considering the possibility to
give more powers to the municipalities
to regulate and administrate local taxes)
so that the municipalities could properly
implement socioeconomic development
plans at regional and municipal levels.

Limitations on the growth of
independent revenue of the municipal
budgets reduce the possibilities for
the municipalities to stimulate the
development, investments,
entrepreneurship, creation of jobs, a

economic

level of wages in the region as well as
the migration of the population and so
on. Thus it is purposeful to abandon
the limitations on any growth of the
independent municipal budget revenue.

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UNITED NATIONS ORGANIZATION:

PRECONDITIONS OF CREATION AND SIGNIFICANCE

International acts that preceded the establishment and which determined the need for the

existence of the United Nations are created. The information about the principles, goals and
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Significant feature of human society
in the twentieth century is to strengthen
the relationship and interdependence
of nations and peoples as a trend,
historically due to the requirements of
scientific and technological revolution,
the development of international
cooperation, the emergence of global
problems, especially increased during the
second half of the century, giving rise to
a variety of international organizations.

In modern international relations
important place belongs to the United
Nations  Organization  (hereinafter
UN), which, in essence, is the first
ever wider multifaceted mechanism of
interaction between different states in
order to maintain international peace
and security, promoting economic and
social advancement of all peoples. For
more than 50 years of its existence, the
UN has become an integral part of the
international structure. UN members
are states, that have different economic
systems and which are from regions of
the world that associate with its activities
to the decision of problems that concern
them. It is no exaggeration to note, that
no event in the world has been ignored
by the UN.

Such American and Soviet scientists
as Beyhbeder I. Goodrich LM, Foumrand
J., Haas EB, Hill M., Childers E. Babin
BV, Pozharsky SP, Krasikova AA, IM
Maisky, Ivanytska OP Dubovich IA,
Circassian NY, Osipenko OO and others
study the history, nature and principles of
the UN.

Exploring the history of the UN, we
can conclude that the states sought to
establish an international organization
that would be committed to ensure
international peace and security. In
particular, the international acts that
preceded the establishment and which
determined the need for UN include:

Allied Declaration signed in London
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nihilism, the facts of history.

on 12 June 1941, in which the allies
pledged to “work together with other
free nations - both in war and in peace”
[1, p. 249];

Atlantic Charter August 14, 1941,
whose members proposed the principles
of international cooperation on peace and
security;

United
Nations, signed on January 1, 1942 by

Declaration of the

representatives of 26 nations to maintain
the Atlantic Charter;

Declaration on the overall safety,
signed at Moscow Conference October
30, 1943, whereby the parties recognized
the need of creation “as soon as possible
of the general international organization
for the maintenance of international
peace and security, which is based on the
principle of the sovereign equality of all
peace-loving states” [ 2, p. 295].

The decision to form the United
a general
organization to maintain peace and
security was formulated at the Yalta
Conference by the heads of three major
states. At a conference in San Francisco
June 25, 1945 United Nations Charter,
was unanimously adopted which entered
into force on October 24, 1945 [3, p.
142].

International United Nations Or-
ganithetion was lauched by the states
of anti-Hitler coalition (1942-1945
years): United States (the U.S.), the
United Kingdom, the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics. The term “United
Nations” belonged to U.S. President
Franklin

Nations as international

Delano Roosevelt,who
was a president of that time. It was
first used on January 1, 1942 in the
“Declaration of the United Nations.”
UN was established on October 24,
1945 at the United Nations Conference
in San Francisco (USA). Founding
members were 51 states that signed
and ratified the UN Charter. Among

bodies of the UN is given. Attention is focused on the importance of the UN in its history and its
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the founding members was Ukraine
(at that time - the Ukrainian Soviet
Socialist Republic). Today, members
of the UN are almost all countries of
the world Vatican is not a member of
the UN. The main objective of the UN
is the maintenance and strengthening
of international peace and security,
bilateral cooperation in the political,
environmental, economic, social,
cultural and other spheres.

The UN Charter contains the basic
principles of international relations:
sovereign equality of member states,
executions of obligations, resolving of
conflicts peacefully; inadmissibility of
force or threats of force, inviolability
of borders and respect for the territorial
integrity of states, inviolability of the
sovereignty of every state and more.

Major organs (under the UN Charter):
The Security Council - a key UN body,
formed by 15-member-states, five of which
are permanent members (U.S., UK, China,
France, Russian Federation) and temporary
(they are elected for a two year term by
The General Assembly), the General
Assembly, where representatives of all
Member States, states and movements
that have observer status have their mest-
ings Economic and Social Council, which
is responsible for the implementation
of UN programs to the global economy,
social and cultural development and for
improving of living level, unemployment,
human rights. It coordinates the activities
of the subsidiary (observational of mission
UN, the UN armed forces) and specialized
agencies (UNESCO, YUSTAD, FAO).
Other UN organizations are the follow-
ing Council of care - one of the main UN
bodies dealing with administration of
subordinate territories, the International
Tribunal with its headquarter in The Hague
(Netherlands) - the main judicial organ of
the United Nations. Solving of disputes
that parties voluntarily convey on the ba-
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sis of international law is in its jurisdic-
tion; Secretariat headed by Secretary (since
2007 - Pan Hi-Moon from the Republic of
Korea), elected by the General Assembly
and who is the chief administrator of the
UN. According to the UN Charter, its duty
is to submit to the Security Council any
matter that threatens peace and security.
He also reports to the General Assembly.
The headquarter is in New York (USA) [4,
p. 637-638].

Buromensky MV said that since
its establishment the UN has gone a
difficult route from the establishment
and the functioning in the conditions of
“cold war” period of easing international
tension 70’s, a new round of tension in the
carly 80’s, the end of the “Cold war “in
the 2nd half of the 80’s and the collapse
of bipolar world till the formation of a
multipolar world in the late XX - early
XXI century. Unfortunately, not always
the states members of the un adhere status
of this esteemed universal organization,
which led to the politicization of its work
on many issues. Especially dangerous
were the actions of international - legal
nihilism of the large states that are
permanent members of the UN Security
Council. At a time when globalization
becomes a constant factor of
international cooperation, the role of the
basic principles of international law that
were firstly codified in the UN Charter
enhances greatly. Further provisions
of the UN Charter require a further
interpretation in the new conditions, the
disclosure of that democratic potential
that had been built by the state founders
in close cooperation during the struggle
with Nazism. Certainly, the UN remains
today a unique arena for discussion of all
states representatives of any questions of
international cooperation, coordination
of efforts to combat global problems,
develop ment of common approaches
to the formation of modern international
law. Of course, it is hard not to agre with
it, because the answer on the question
about what role the United Nations plays
in the modern world will be complicated.
Today, almost all aspects of international
life arein the fair of the UN. It is proved
by agencies,
committees. To achieve specific positive

various programs and

results becomes possible only through
active and purposeful efforts of the entire
UN system on many directions.

Examining the facts of the history of
creation and functioning of the United
Nations, we can conclude that the United
Nations is the most universal and most
authoritative international organization
today, which political activity is in close
connection with economic and social
objectives that are directly related to
global stability. Numerous units and
organizations of the UN system are de-
signed. The numerous and multifaceted
that before the
international community at the turn of

problems arise
the third millennium, the extent of their
impact on human life is becoming more
rampant, while the effectiveness of their
decision demonstrates that globalization
of challenges today is much faster than
globalization of solutions. Such mutually
exclusive processes as globalization
and fragmentation, multipolarity and
integration are getting clearer contours.
Some of these trends open up new
opportunities for peace, freedom, security
and development, while others cause
very sharp crises situation. The rapid
degradation of the environment, growth
of population, which is not under control,

lack of food and raw materials, regional
poverty, drug
international terrorism and epidemics

conflicts, trafficking,
are today out of interstate frames of
regions and continents. The transnational
nature of negative impacts of these events
causes the inevitable unification of efforts
of all members of nations in the search for
effective and mutually acceptable ways to
mitigate them. The United Nations Orga-
nization is aimed to become the catalyst of
there efforts.

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Social recognition of the need to ap-
ply effective steps intended for social
problems solving, together with guaran-
teeing the basic rights and freedoms, en-
tails the need to amplify the basis of the
state system in Ukraine with the concept
of social government.

This concept was included in the
Constitution of Ukraine. The Article 1. of
the Constitution announced that Ukraine
is not only a sovereign and independent,
democratic, legal, but social state. Fur-
thermore, according to the Article 3. of
the Fundamental Law, a person, his life
and health, honor and dignity, immunity
and safety are recognized in Ukraine as
the highest social value [1]. The content
of the social state concept lays in the fact
that the government should express, rep-
resent and protect not only all interests
of the whole society, the whole nation,
which are public, common interests, but
interests of every person and citizen.

Social state can be discerned as a the-
ory, practice and process, which relies on
the constitutional regulation. But as far
as The Constitution, while recognizing
Ukraine as a social government, fixed it
not as a real but as a desirable status of
the government, so we mostly analyze its
theoretical construction [2, p. 61-62].

In our modern scientific literature
can be find different methodological
concepts to explain the term of “social
state”. Social state is discerned as a
“principle of the constitutional system”,
“constitutional characteristic of the
government” [3, p. 14-15, 3]; “modern
type of the democratic state system” [4,
p. 552-553; 3, p. 205, 206]; “principle
of the political system” [5, p. 13; 6, p.
160-161]; “the type of the political life
structure” [7, p. 179]; “the result for le-
gal state dialectical development” [8, p.
266]; “the government which fulfill so-
cial function” [9, p. 374]; “characteristic
of the legal state” [10, p. 17, 32] etc. The
analysis of the above mentioned method-

processes of the civic society.

ological approaches gives the reason to
affirm that different conceptions of “so-
cial government”, which are represented
in the literature, are based on the single
conceptual regulations.

The Constitution created the legal pre-
conditions for development of Ukraine as
a social state. The term of “social state” is
a general category of law, which content
needs further determination, including the
definition of it as a principle of the state
system of Ukraine. Trying to construe this
concept, scientists apply to the norms of
the existing legislation, judicial opinion
and analysis of the traditions which exists
in the society. [11, p. 13]

The use of the term “social state”
together with “legal” emphasizes the
formal and material unity of elements
in the governmental organization and
activity. This point is basic for recogniz-
ing the special character in relationship
between legal and social government.
The theme actualization is connected to
understanding of the social state system
as a qualitative characteristic, material
content of the legal state. In this context
it is needed to start with the fact that so-
cial state is not an antithesis of the legal
state, but a certain result of its dialectical
development.

In general, there is a need to note
that the analysis of scientific researches
which are aimed at social state idea and
its realization allows to make a conclu-
sion that the problem of a social state
building is not enough worked out, par-
ticularly in the determination of its legal
nature and ways of implementation in
Ukraine. Absolutely new attitude to-
wards a person, his interests, acknowl-
edging a person to be a priority social
value should become a basis for that con-
cept upon which the social government
will be built in Ukraine. In accordance
with this, the implementation of social
guarantees (both common and special),
rights of a person, which surely should

Democratic processes in Ukraine started to be that needed basic upon which it became possible to
build the model of a social and legal state, to conceptually review the soviet doctrine and to create a

modern concept of a social and legal state which would be adequate to the real formation and development

be based upon the definite level of an
economical development, becomes an
important factor for establishment of the
social state in Ukraine.

The urgent necessity for the further
building of a social state in Ukraine is its
definition and sound analysis of its func-
tioning and the content of its activity [12,
p. 77]). Nowadays, the major attention
of the government is concentrated only
upon the separate social issues, but the
social policy misses complexity and sys-
tem. Prosecuted analysis testifies that the
practice of modern social state building
is far from the constitutional ideal. The
consequences lays in the fact that social
and legal state system as a direction in
development of Ukraine during the tran-
sition period still did not become domi-
nant in the social development.

Formation of the social and legal state
in Ukraine needs further scientific re-
searches connected to the solving of such
primary tasks as implementation of analy-
sis and examination of social legislation
in order to systematize it and find out its
compliance with international standards to
ensure an effective implementation of hu-
man rights; building of the concrete model
of a social and legal state system consid-
ering the objective life activity conditions,
historical, political, cultural and other tradi-
tions in order to elaborate the methodology
of researches in this sphere and to form the
new concept of interaction between the
government and a person, which is based
upon their mutual responsibility.

The principle of a social state as a
constitutional principle of a state system
can be only relatively independent, its
content can not be recognized beyond the
system of the other constitutional bases.
As a result, modern theory and prac-
tice of the constitutional system needs
grounded generalization and analysis of
a social state principle as an element of a
single concept for democratic, social and
legal state.
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The content of a social and legal
state principle as a principle of state sys-
tem consists of the following: 1) it is an
idea and process, which is based upon
constitutional regulation, historical, po-
litical, cultural and other traditions, and
nation mentality; social and legal state
develops in the forms of law, on the
basis and in accordance with the laws
of Ukraine, legal basis for which is the
Constitution; 2) social state is a qualita-
tive characteristic, material content of
legal state (based upon legal state order
it should be a system of a social state
system); 3) social and legal state should
serve for civic society functioning; the
principle of the social and legal state can
be realized through compromise, coordi-
nated settlements in order to implement
a balance between personal and social
interests, integrity of society, its ma-
terial and spiritual progress; 4) social
and legal state shows itself through
the principles of social justice, human
dignity, solidarity, autonomy of social
relations, processes of subsidiarity and
social obligations; 5) the principle of
a social state is an important constitu-
tional guarantee of effective realization
and protection of social rights and free-
doms system.
