The possibilities of the correcting difficulty in social capital
acquisition by representatives of poverty as a life style

In article the model of social capital acquisition and relationship to other forms
of capital was considered. Based on this model are highlighted weaknesses that may
hinder and retard the acquisition of social capital and other forms of capital. Among
them: a low level of reflection, self-centeredness in relationships with other people,
inefficiencies in the use of social capital, conserved social networks, prevalence of
certain stereotypes to interaction, the fallacy in estimating resources of others. On the
basis of the allocation of these weaknesses is determined that helps representatives of
poverty should be directed to: redefining itself as a resource for others, deepening the
concepts of social capital as a tool for access to resources, acquisition of skills in
effective interaction with others.

“good” society and “good” science, or Commemoration of historical breakes and
formation of new schemas of social and psychological thinking

Replacement of socio-psychological thinking schemes is a central goal and
effective way for a legitimate government to maintain its position by means of
intervention into citizens’ representations of “good” society and “good” science. Lack of
clear hierarchy of goals among the stakeholders of the process of intervention into the
representation of citizens is the main contradiction which backs off the natural evolution
of notions of “good” society and “good” science and causes excesses in society. The
instrument for political and psychological intervention into the representations is the
purposeful commemoration of historical faults in order to replace the unusual customs
system by a new ordinariness. In order to prevent destructive goals of intervention into
the notions of “good” society and “good” science, wide acceptance of the model of
culturally creative society which supports renewal of stability and balance should
become the main goal of a misbalanced society.
