The overall objective of this paper is investigation of NGOs as an object of
political and social psychology research, which validates the relevance of changing the

function of psychology from the field of knowledge that “perform social orders” to the
one that “orders social change”. The publication consists of three parts and encompasses
three stages. The three parts have the following content blocks: reasons for active in-
volvement of NGO participants in the context of social and political reality of Ukraine;
specific character of NGO communities; participation of political and social psycholo-
gists as members of NGOs and researchers. The study has thee interconnected stages:
literature review; pilot empirical research (observation, surveys, interviews, expert
evaluation, etc.) and interpretation of the data followed by the specification of tasks for
further work. The conclusions indicate the relevance of exploring NGOs and the
importance of psychological subdisciplines for developing psychological support for
promotion of civil society in Ukraine.
